Government assistance was requested to explore 19 Rockin 
Chair Claims for beryl. 


The formation in the area of the Rockin Chair group are 
pre-cambrian schists and gneisses which have been intruded 
by granite and pegmatite. 


Although several pegmatites are reported within the limits 
of the claims, the discovery has been on Rockin Chair No. 2 
Claim. The production consists of 600 lbs. of beryl produced 
from hand cobbing 120 tons of peginatite from an open cut 20' 
long,	 wide and an average depth of 8' on the north side of 
a feldspar-quartz-mica dike. The core of this dike is 
exposed over a length of about 550 feet and a width of 55 to 
75 feet.

The pegmatite on Rockin Chair No. 2 ranges in width 
from 80' to 100' and is over	 long. Two zones 
comprise the pegmatite. The outer consists of 30% quartz, 
23% albite, 27% microcline perthite and 8% muscovite. The 
core. consists of 35% quartz, 10% albite, 50% microcline 
perthite and 5% muscovite. Beryl occurs in either cleave-
landite or quartz. 


The field examiners found only three beryl crystals in 
place -- the largest being three inches in diameter. 


In the walls of the pits and at places along the out-
crop there are masses of muscovite mica books. All .are 
marked by "A" structure but a moderate amount of sheet mica 
could be obtained from them. Recoverable sheet would be 
about 2%. Only a small amount will be as large as No. 3 
grade. The recoverable amount would be negligible. 


Only a few grains of columbite were seen. 


Minable Ore Reserves: 


The Field Team estimates that there are 3,400 tons of 
dike rock per foot of depth. This will average not more than (beryl) 
0.5% Ihich is not commercial ore. 


Conclusions: 


Because of the very limited area in which beryl has been 
found the Field Team concludes that the chance of making a significant w',i) 
discovery of beryl, mica, or tantalite-columbite is poor. The Field ) 
Team, therefore, recommends that .the application be denied without 
prejudice.	 The Nonmetallic Minerals Division, DMEA, concurs in	 çv' 
this recommendation. The Commodity Specialists of the Geological 
Survey and the Bureau of Mines also concur in the recommendation.

and peginatite. Although several pegrnatites are reported within the 


limits of the claims, on only one has there been any discovery of


strategically important minerals. On Rockin Chair No. 2 claim there 


is a peginatite that ranges in width from 80 feet to 100 feet and. is 


over 1,000 feet long. It was traced for 900 feet along the outcrop 


(fig. 2) without reaching either end as shown on figure 2. The dike 


is fairly straight over most of the length. examined, striking N. 85° E. 


However, near the southwestern end. of the traced portion, the strike 


swings to S. 11.50 W. There appears to be a split in the dike at the 


point where the swing starts, as there is another mass of pegznatlte 


that continues along the N. 850 E. strike. No dip determinations 


could be made. The dike is in a biotite-quartz schist that contains 


layers of gueisslc biotite granite. Near the pegmatite the schist 


contains considerable muscovite, 


Two distinguishable zones comprise the pegmatite. The outer or 


wall zone consists of approximately 30 percent quartz, 23 percent 


albite, 27 percent microcline perthite, and 8percent muscovite, The 


mineral grains average about an inch across near the eastern end of 


the mapped portion and. slightly larger near the western end. None of 


the minerals are coarse enough to be recoverable by hand cobbing, 


and no mineral of value other than muscovite and feldspar was 


identified. The core of the dike is exposed over a length of about 


550 feet and a width of 50th 75 feet. It consists of about 35 per-


cent white quartz, 10 percent alblte, 50 percent microcline perthite, 


and 5 percent muscovite. Quartz in the core forms irregular masses

Beryl appears to occur 


in either cleaveland.ite or in quartz. 


At the time of' the examination only three beryl crystals were 


found in place, two in quartz and one in cleavelandite. The largest 


crystal was in quartz and was about 3 inches in diameter. Larger 


crystals were found by the applicant two of which were seen at his 


camp. They are about 8 Inches in diameter, and are the largest so 


far found. 


There are three small pits in the dike from which it Is estimated 


that about 100 tons of pegmatite have been taken. From this material 


it Is estimated. that about 500 pounds of beryl has been sorted. and 


shipped. Settlement sheets were not available. On the basis of the 


500-pound shipment and the beryl now stored at the camp and lying 


about on the pit dump, it is estimated that the rock moved contained 


about one-half percent beryl.

Exploration to date has been on less than 5 percent of the estimated 


tonnage per foot of depth.
