The applicant proposes to explore for uranium ore deposits on 
a quarter section of land in the Ambrosia Lake area of the Grants district. 
Large ore reserves are known to exist in the Westuater Canyon member' 
of the Morrison formation in the vicinity of Ambrosia Lake. 


The applicant states he is presently producing' 150 tons of 
ore per day and. that the Company's proved ore reserves are about 11.140,000 
tons with an average grade of 0.28 percent U39. 


The application is incomplete. No definite exploration pro-
posal is given, nor are cost estimates submitted.. Adequate maps do not 
accompany the application. 


Judging solely from the property's location it seems that a 
field examination is definitely warranted with strong possibility of 
ensuing favorable, action. As in other similar cases it would be 
reasonable to ask the applicant to complete his application by submitting 
further information. Time and expense on everyone's part might be 
saved, however, if the, suggestion of the applicant (letter, dated 
Aug. 22, 1956, from W. R. De Villiers, Pres., to Executive Officer, Region 
III) is taken and the additional information obtained by the examining 
team at the applicant's property in New Mexico. 


I recommend that the application be immediately referred to 
the Field Team for field ere1ninktion and, report.

The reason I am writing you this letter in narrative form is to more fully 
acquaint you with our problems. Since our drilling indicated that we had 
sufficient tonnages of ore blocked to justify a shaft development, we stopped 
our drilling in order that we might complete the shaft and surface instal-
lations with the limited finances available to us. This we have accomplished. 
We have been informed by the AEC that were it not for the fact that our efforts 
had proven what otherwise would be unknown factors in Ambrosia Lake, that the 
AEC would probably have been required to underwrite a good portion of the 
actual physical development of this important area. 


At the present time we are faced with a limited market for our ore, which does 
not provide sufficient monies for us to continue mining operations and the 
same time drill the remainder of our property in an effort to discover and 
block additional tonnages. In order to facilitate an increased market, through 
the establishment of our own or additional processing facilities in the Grants 
Area, it is necessary that immediate drilling be done in order to prove ad-
ditional tonnages. 


We have retained Colonel Wendell W. Fertig, consultant with Ball Associates of 
Denver, Colorado, to draw up and counsel with us on the over-all mining de-
velopment of our property. Since he is in Denver, I am sure he will be glad 
to lend you any cooperation necessary on the investigation of our application. 
In addition to Colonel Fertig, Mr. Clyde E. Osborne is in charge Of.Qur proposed

processing mill and he likewise, I am sure, will be of any assistance he 
can to expedite the processing or investigation of our application. 


There have been other 1EA applications approved in the immediate area, 
notably the project on the United Western - San Jacinto property located 
in Section 32, Township 14, Range 9. Therefore, I am assuming that your 
representatives are familiar with the general area. I am also enclosing a 
reprint copy of an article on our operation which appeared in the August 
issue of "Mining World," and a map of our underground ore drift. We have a 
copy of a report on our property made by Mr. John Q. St. Clair of Grand 
Junction, but since we have only one copy of this report I have not enclosed 
it with the application.

Since our report to you of November 25, 1955, great progress has been made in the development of our mining 
property. 
• The shaft has been completed to a depth of 400 feet and an ore station cut at 350 feet where the shaft ran into 


ore not shown in our previous drilling. The ore storage and loading pockets of 400 tons capacity have been cut and 
one pillar around the shaft completed. 


Underground work wss stopped shortly before Christmas in order to install production machinery. We have 
completed a new headframe which is 80 feet high with two 250-ton orebins in order to provide adequate storage 
for the full production of the mine. The boarding house and bunk house is complete and ready for use, as well as 
a shower and change house for the miners. A water well has been completed, along with underground concrete storage 
tanks which will provide adequate water for both mining and camp facilities. 


A newVulcan double drum hoist has been installed to replace the single drum hoist used in sinking the shaft, 
along with ore skips and cages. This equipment was designed and built for us by Vulcan Iron Works of Denver, 
Colorado.	 • 


We have also completed our other aboveground installations, including three large diesel driven power units. 
The field office and laboratory building will be completed shortly. 


At the same time that these physical developments were being carried on, the company has been doing develop-
ment coring within the orebody in order to conclusively prove the size and quality of the orebody around the shaft 
and to furnish information necessary for the most economic and optimum exploitation of the mine. Information de-
rived from this coring not only proved our past conception of the size and quality of the orebody, but considerably 
increased it. This information has made it possible for our engineering staff to plan a systematic and economical 
long range mining program which we believe will result in the maximum recovery of ore at the cheapest mining cost. 


We have had Mr. John St. Clair of Grand Junction, Colorado, a well known independent mining geologist, evalu- 
ate all of Our logs and core records and write a report with appropriate maps and cross-sections. Mr. St. Clair was 
assisted in this work by Mr. Parkinson, Head of the Department of Mining Engineering at the Colorado School of 
Mines. fr. Parkinson concurs in Mr. St. Clair's conclusions. 


As shown by the map-acco1rLpa11ying this report to the stockholders, our orebody has not been delineated to the 
North, South or East. The management feels that too many inflammatory reports have been issued by other uraiiium 
companies about their probable reserves and, as a result, we have adopted the policy of refraining from this type 
of publicity. The estimate of reserves made by Mr. St. Clair indicates that the company has developed reserves large 
enough in quantity to justify the construction of at least a 500-ton daily uranium processing mill. Our reason for 
this assuLntion is that we have, by exploratory drilling, extended the orebody to the East with a line of hQles, as 
shown on the map, approximately 2,000 feet. Development drilling around these holes should conclusively prove 
that we have more than doubled the size of our orebody. There is good geological evidence that this orebody will 
continue to the Eastern edge of our lease and prove up an orebody which will compare favorably with any yet dis-
covered in this country. 	 • 


We think it worthwhile to mention here that Rio de Oro is very fortunate in that we have not, as yet, encountered 
water in oUr underground workings and drilling which will make our mining problems munich simpler and cheaper 
than some of the other companies in this area whose orebodies are both deeper and reported to he saturated with 
underrou rid water of undertermined volume. 


The company expects to have the mine on limited production within the next few weeks. initial production of 

the mine will he eonfined to the ore produced incidental to conducting our development drifting. 	 • - 


Rapid progress is being made by the Atomic Energy Commission on their ore buying station at (I rants which. 
is less than one mile from the millsite we have under option. Communications from the Atomic Energ y Commission 
indicate that they will be ready to purchase ore by April 1, 1956. 


We a re also very pleased to be able to announce to the shareholders that Rio de Oro has entered into a partner-
ship agreement with Foley Bros., Inc.. for the negotiation of a mill contract with Atomic Energy Commission and the 
immediate construction of a uranium processing mill. The metallurgical research has been completed and the pre-
liminary engineering and design work will be finished within the near future.
