The applicant (a partnership) requested assistance in. 
exploring, by drilling, a small showing of manganese bearing lime- 
stone. The consulting geologist of the applicant believed the 
small occurrence is related to a concealed but apparent fault 
which places Tertiary sediments against Permian limestone. 


The examiners found the manganese deposit to be about 
•6 feet long and 2J feet in thickness. The width has not been re-
vealed. The manganese mineralization fingers out, at the ends, 
into several stringers of mixed clay and manganese. The small pod 
is estimated to. contain 3 to 5 tons of possible ore, a sample of 
which across 2 feet, assayed 20-5% Mn. 


Because the deposit is small in dimensions and judging 
by the geologic environment that no significant tonnage couldbe 
developed, the examiners and the Field Team recommend that the 
application be denied.

	 There is no past history or production, and a sample of the 


deposit taken by the examining team assayed 20.5 percent Mn. 


The prospect lies on the west slope of the Joyita Hills in the 


limestone member of the Permian San Andres formation. A concealed 


fault about 100 feet northwest of the prospect brings Tertiary sedi-


ments against the limestone. Dips in the limestone range from 20° 


to 2 0 NW, but steepen slightly in the vicinity of the fault. Some 


small, discontinuous tension breaks parallel to the main fault and 


transverse to the bedding occur in the limestone inenther in the area 


of steepened dip.

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The prospect consists of a small deposit of manganese oxides 


exposed in a bulldozed cut about 10 feet wide by 30 feet long in 


the area of steepened dips.

Field examination of the prospect for the DNEA was made on 


December 51 1956 by J. N. Faick and W. L. Emerick of the U. S.

The prospect consists of a small bulldozed cut about 10 ft. 


wide by 30 ft. long about 100 feet southeast of the arroyo bed 


(Figure 2), and about 25 to 30 feet higher in elevation. A small 


deposit of manganese mineral about 6-feet in length, 2 feet in


thickness, and of unknown width is exposed in the cut. The deposit 


fingers out on the northeast and southwest into several thin stringers 


of mixed manganese and clay in what appear to be small tension frac-


tures transverse to the bedding. Long axis of the deposit is approxi-


mately parallel to the strike of the bedding but the concealed 


width appears to lie across the bedding rather than with it.

PROPOSED EXPLORATION 


The applicant proposed 10 core drill holes each of 100 feet 


depth, or a total of 1,000 feet of drilling plus drill site and ac-


cess road building, at a total estimated cost of $ 15,519 . 30 . No 


plan of drill hole locations, inclination of holes, or spacing of 


holes was given by the applicant. It is presumed that the appli-


cant meant to adopt the plan submitted by his consulting geologist 


thus: "a series of test holes be drilled at intervals of 50 feet 


parallel to the outcrop and progressing (7) toward the fault zone. 


CONCLUSIONS 


The deposit is small in dimensions and tonnage and - is-in the 


nature of a prospect. From a geologic examination of the prospect 


and the areas adjacent, it is concluded that no significant amount

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of minable ore is present, or could be developed by exploration. 


It is therefore recommended that government aid in exploration 


be denied.

The applicant, a partnership, requests assistance in ex-
ploring what, appears to be a small exposure of manganese oxide 
minerals. The work proposed consists of road building and core 
drilling.


The occurrence which is in limestone has been opened by 
a north-south bulldozer cut, and seems to be 10 feet long, pre- 
sumedly in the floor of the cut, 2 feet wide, and probably has a 
low dip. In the opinion of the consultant geologist, the occurrence 
is related to a fault, an unknown distance to the west, along which 
the limestone beds were bent and brecciated and in one place at least 
mineralized by pyrolusite and psilomelane. 


The drilling would explore the drift covered area along 
and east of the fault within which brecciation and mineralization 
may have occurred. 


No sampling appears to have been done and the manganese 
content of the material is not known. Whether or not a perhaps 
narrow strip of a 2-foot low dipping bed of anything other than 
high grade inanganiferous material could be profitably mined is ,a 
question.


Referral of the application to the Field Team is 
recommended.

Rainfall 


averages less than ten inches per annum,, The period of greatest 


precipation is July and August, Snow is a rarity and only during 


violent storms are the trail roads impassable due to excessive run-


offs which last only a few hours. 


The terrain is hilly with deeply incised canyons lying to the 


east but readily accessible from the west. Conditions of c1imte 


and topography are ideal for year-round operation,,,

Access to the prospect is by paved road from Socorro, 


Albuquerque, or Mountainair to Bernardo, located at the junction 


of U. S 85 and 60 From Bernardo, five miles east to the Junc-


tion of U 0 S 0 60 and State Road47 south ten miles to the toin 


of La Joya, all by paved road. From La Joya, a trail and unimproved 


road bears south and southeasterly roughly bordering the Rio Grande0 


The prospect is located five miles south of La Joya on this road0 


The prospect lies along the west slope of the Joy-ita Hills in 


the sedimentary section, in an area of westerly dipping limestone 


(Limestone member of the San Andres formation of Permian age) and 


approximately )tOO feet west of a north-south fault that bringo the 


Tertiary Datil formation in contact with the San Andres Limestone 
member 9 In the immediate vicinity of the prospect, the fault is 


covered by quaternary gravels and alluvium,

result of fault drag and has caused opening along the bedding plane 


and has produced cross fractures in which manganese in the form of 


pyrolucite and minor amounts of psilomelane are ctopositod 0 Eastud
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mineralization decreases rapidly and only manganuferous stain and 
small interstitial filling are present. 


The principal exposure is ten feet in length and averages 


24 inches in width and by excavation, a face of six feet in height 
is exposed. At the 


Southerly end of the excavation, the ore is 


terminated by a recent slip and lies against recent clay and rock 


rubble. The north end shows extension into open space caused by 


flexure but is not exposed at the surface. 


As mineralization is cavity and open space filling and 
secondary in origin and c oncentration, the amount of ore will 


depend to a great extent on the open space available, Open beds 


and brecciation in closer proximit y to the fault may supply these 


structural controls. As overburden westward toward the fault can-


not be accurately estimated and will be somewhat of a problem, the 


best exploration procedure would constitute a series of core drill 


holes. To explore conditions nearer the fault, it is recommended 


that a series of test holes be drilled at intervals of So feet 


parallel to the outcrop and progressing toward the fault zoe 0 A 


series of ten (10) holes aggregating 1000 feet of drilling should 


ascertain the conditions present.
