Where exposed on the north side of the Garfield fault the limestone

in the mine area appears to be Ordovician in age .

Subject: Review of application, DMEA 4499, Plainview Uranium, Inc.,
Paran claims, Sierra County, New Mexico (uranium). :

The epplicant proposes to explore for uranium ore deposits
in the Derry mining district of New Mexico. The property involved
consists of six unpatented mining claims. '

The gpplication is neither precise in detail nor are map
and textual descriptions clear and concise. Consequently the
proposed project is difficult to evaluate. According to the appli-
cant uranium minersls are present in and along a shear zone called
the Garfield fault. The fault is probably in Paleozoic sandstones,
limestones and shales.

About 14 wagon drill holes have been drilled on the
property. The holes were probed with Babbel counter by the appli-
cant, but the meanings of the probe readlngs ‘submitted with the
applicatlon are obscure. :

Samples taken on the property by the applicant gave
phenomenally high assay values ~- as much as 11.9 percent’ eU308 ,
and k4, .0 percent uranium. Whether the samples were representative
or selected is not stated.

The first stage of the proposed work would consist of
drilling 14 drill holes from seven stations on surface. The holes
would be inclined so as to penetrate the vertical fault at depth.
Stage II and III of the project are described simply as & proposal
to "initiate more drilling to complement Stage No. 1 and to furnish
information for Stage No. 3, which would consist mostly of
exploratory shaft work as well as a few short drifts."

The sequence of drilling followed by underground work
is a logical and reasonable one. From the meager information
available the property seems to have some of the characteristics
of the Marysvale uranium district of Utah. -An exploration project
may be warranted on the property. I recommend that the application
be referred to the Field Team for field examinetion and repoxt.





‘The applicant proposes to limit the project area by
placing boundaries along & narrow strip along the mineralized
fault. To protect the Government's interest any DMEA project

should at least include the six mining claims described in the
epplication.
