The Applicant proposes to explore a mineralized
target area by 3,315 feet of drilling and an unspecified
amount of outcrop stripping at a total estimated project cost
of $12,075.00.

Although the potential ore bearing sandstone has
been cored in four drill holes and explored in a 158 foot drift;
we note that the only assays mentioned in the report are recorded
from samples taken from the dump on the Cuprite No. 1 Claim. These
assayébcertainly indicate little copper and practically no uranium.
Supervision by the Surface Geological Company comprises 45% of the
total project costs. -

The applicant has applied for 75% Government partici-
pation. At most a copper-uranium project should be considered
for no more than 62%% Government participation.

Not mentioned by the Applicant but evident on jnspection

Overlying the basal conglomerate follows 30-LO feet of red, sandy
to silty shales, Abundant micaceous material is found with the more '
sandy stringers within this zone, The uppermost part of this unit is
a tight, bentonitic shale, without silt, and clear white on fresh ex-~
posure, Overlying this bentonitic shale follows a sequence of arkosic
conglomerates interbedded with red silty shales, It is within these
conglomerate beds that Copper and Uranium mineralization is found,

The conglomerate is often overlain by a dense mudstone, containing plant
remains, sticks, logs, and inveriably some Uranium mineralizatione The
conglomerates range from a few inches to 5 feet in thickness.

Channel sampling of a 175-foot drift in the lense showed only
slight copper mineralization, 0.01 to 0.19%. Slight radioactivity
was detected, and a channel sample assayed, 0.002% U30g. Four core
drill holes are reported to have penetrated the copper-bearing sand-
stone but probing showed no radioactivity.

Because of the total lack of significant copper and uranium
mineralization, the examiners recommend that the application be
denied. I concur with the recommendation. .

INTRODUCTION AND SUMMARY

On March 23, 1957, Heald Project, Ltd., a limited partnership, cfo
Dr. K. C. Heald,.605 Continental Life Bldg., Fort Worth, Texas, applied
for IMEA assistance for explorﬁﬁion drilling and rim stripping on the
Cuprite claims, Sandoval County, New Mexico. The claims are in seés.
lé,and 19, T. 20 N., R. 1 E., NMPM, on the west side of the Nacimiento
Mountains, about 7 miles southeast of Cuba, New Mexico.

The applicant proposes 3,315 feet of non-core and core drilling in
43 holes spaced on about lOO-foét centers foilowed'by 2,000 feet of rim
stripping to explore for copper and uranium ore in a sandstone lens in
the lower part of the Abo formation of Permian (?) age. A possible
second phase of c10§e-spaced drilling to block out ore is also sugggsted.

Property included in the application consists of 14 unpatented
lode mining claims that are accessible from New Mexico State Highway
126, 8 road miles east of Cuba, New Mexico, by means of an unimproved |
dirt road south to the Blue Bird“Hanch and a jeep trail beyond that.

The Cuprite claims are staked on the lower part of the Abo forma-
tion of Permian (?) age and in part upon Precambrian granite. A bed
of congloﬁeratic sandstone 3 to 4 feet thick, about 60 feet above the.
sedimentary contact of the Abo formation with the underlying granite,
contains copper minerals and some anomalous radioactivity.- This bed
is poorly exposed on outcrop but has been exposéd for 175 féet in a
drift drifen on the Cuprite No. 1 claim. Channel samples of the sand-
stone submitted by the appiicanty spaced every 10 feet for 110 feet
along the drift, showed average grades of copper that ranged from
0.01 bercent to 0.19 percent;.one channel sample assayed for uranium
showed 0.002 percent U308.

HISTORY AND PRODUCTION .

Exploration of the Sierra Nacimiento for minerals may possibly
date from the days of the Spanish conquest. The Nacimiento District,
in which the ‘Cuprite claims are located, was prospected by Indians and
Mexicans about'the middle of the nineteenth century but systematic
exploitation of the copper deposits.dates from 1880 (Lundgren, et al,
1910, p. 143). A4s bf 1905, the most important deposits were at Copper
City, north and east of Senor&to; K°M°9 the Bureka deposits about 3
miles to the east of these;, and the San Miguel mine about 8 miles
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south of Senorito. The mineéAare now inoperative with the exception
of small occurrences in thel Copper Cit;v area, on Eureka Mesa about 4
miles northeast of the Cuprite claims. A small intermittent operation
from dumps and possibly surface workings i1s currently producing ore
which 1s sorted and trucked to the railroad for shipment by rail to

’ the smelter at E1 Paso, Texas.

Copper deposits of the Nacimiento district were investigated for
possible uranium mineralization in 1952 (Gott, G.B., and Erickson, R.L.,
1952). Slightly anomalous radicactivity waé found at one place in the
Copper City deposits.

The early history of the gréa covered by the Cuprite claims is

'unknown. An outcropping coppefabeafing stratum‘ﬁas explored at several
pointe identified only by smsll dumps. One tunnel; which appears to
have been driven withouﬂ the use of exploéives, has been reopened.

There is no record of claim iécations having been filed during the early

period of exploration.

The property included in the proposed DMEA project consists of
1, located mining claims. Of these, 12 are shown on figure 2. Two are
unmerked claims and 2 othei_'s, Cuprite Nos. 10 and 13 not included in the
application, were shown on the applicant’s map, but Cuprite Nos. 1/A,
15, 16, and 17, which adjoin the other claims on tﬁelsouth, are not
shown. The épplicant‘s geoiogist states that the Axehead claims Nos. 1,
2, and 3, adjoining the Cuprite claims on the west have also been
located by him, "

‘The Cuprite claims Nos. 1 through 9 and 14 were located on .June 7,
1955, and recorded on June 14; 1955 in Vbiume 7, pages 266-275 of.the
Sandoval County records in fernalillo, New Mexico. The locators were
Philip W. Beckley and Robert B. Lomerson, an associate. |

The Cuprite claims Nos. 144, 15, 16, and 17 were located on April 11,
1956 and recorded on May 7, 1956 in Volume 10, pages 116-119 by John P.
McNeil and by George H. Anderson for Philip W. Beckley. |

Mr. Beckley states that Lomerson, Andérson,‘énd McNeil are his
employees and have signed an agreement, nof furnished with the applica-
tion, assigning any claims located by ﬁhem to Beckley.

, to construct roads, over-stéked several of ﬁhe Cuprite claims in the
name of the Cuba Pﬂning Company . Beckley obtained from Mbsser a q\.l:lt‘~
blaiﬁ deed covering any claims which had been staked over the Cuprite
claims. This deed dated October 28, 1955, was recorded November 2, 1955
in Vol. M.R. 8, page 994. The name or number of.théiclaims is not men-
tioned in the deed and no evidence of £hé locations was found in the
field.

The applicants have also drilled four shallow diamond

drill holes in the viecinity of the tunnel with a prospecting drill which

‘recovered a core about 5/8-inch in diameter. Beckley stated that core

- negligible. No hole logs were furnished and no core was left at the

property but a specimen of the core exhibiting very slight copper min-
eralization but no radiocactivity was forwarded to the DMEA examiners

later.

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GEOLOGY
General Geology

The Sierra Nacimiento bounds & part of the southeast side of the.
Colorado Plateau province; on the west, the range presents nearly a
straight front, tréhding north and south for a distance of about 50
miles. In the.vicinity of Cuba, the general elevation rises eastward,

-in the distance of 2-4 miles, from agout‘7,000 to 9,500 feet into
mountainous but not extremely rugged terrain.

The core of the Sierra Nacimientq mainly consists of coarse-grained,
massive, red to brown aﬁd dark gray Precambrian granite that locally
contains veins of quartz and associated black basic ihtrusive rocks,
mostly in dikes (Lindgren, et al, 1910; Renick, B.C., 1931). In places
gneiss and mica schist are present, at least the latter of which pro-
bably h;s.been intruded by the granite. The Precambrian rock on the
claims is a red,coarse-grained granite that contains‘sparse minor quartz
veins. The uppermost part is rotted and has been Qeéthered to a depth
qf perhaps 10-12 feet. |

| Mhrihevand continental strata of Pennsylvanian and Permian age
overlap the land mass that formérly occupied the Sierra Nacimiento (Wood,
G. H., and Northrup, S. A., 1946). These are, in turn, overlain in |
élaces in the mountains by Triassic stréta of continental origin. On the
west flank of the uplift a sequence of strata 1s exposed that ranges

from Pennsylvanian to Eocene age ovérlain‘by Miocene and Pliocene deposits.
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The entire sequence 1s about 12,000-13,000 feet thick. The attitude of

' the strata range from overturned to a nearly horizontal position.

The Cuprite claims are staked on the Abo formation of Permian (?)
age aﬁd on Precambrian granite on the west side of the Sierra Hacimienfo
- about 6-1/ 2 airline miles southeast of Cuba, New Mexico. The claims are
at a general elevation of about 8,000 feet on the upthrown side of a
-steep overthrust that bounds the Sierra Nacimiento on the west. The
surface expression of the overthrust is exposed about one mile west of
‘the claims (fig. 1).

Sedimentary strata exposed on the claims are the lower part of the
Abo formation of Permian (?) age. The Permian Yeso formation overlies
the Abo to the noftheast and in a section measured, abbut’z miles to the
north, near Senorito Canyon by Wood and Northrup (1946), is about 50
feet thick. The entire Permian section on and near the claims measured
by P. W. Beckley, geologist for the apblicant, 1s 850 feet thick. North
- of latitude 36°00', 2-1/2 miles to the north, the Permian section is not
subdivided as the Yeso formation cannot be distinguished. Where this
occurs the Permian section is called the Cutler formation. .South of the
Cuprite claimé the lower pért of the Abo formation interfingers and is
gradational with the arkosic limestones of the subjacent Madéra forma-

tion of Pennsylvanian age.
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On the Cuprite claimé the Abo formation unconformably overlies and
was deposited on a gentl& irregular surface devéloped on the Precambrian
granite. . An arkosic conglomerate is present at the base of the Abo. It
ranges froh about 2 to 30 feet thick and is a very fine- to coafse-graiped,
light gray sandstone containing abundent granules and small pebbles of
sub-round: quartz and unweathered angular salmon-pink orthoclase feldspar.
A few fragments of limestone, one a possible fragment of a spirifer-type
- brachopod, were observed in this basal conglomerate.

Overlying the basal conglomerate, is 30-40 feet of brownish-red and
red, locally, sandy, micaceous.siltstone and claystone. The uppermost
~part, a few inches thick, is a white to pale greenish-gray micaceous
claystone that appears to be bentonitic.

A sequence of three sandstone strata, separated by mudstone, and
aggregating about 130 feet in thickness are bresent over much of the
central and northern part of the Cuprite claims. The lowest of the
sandstone strata (fig. 2) is partly conglomeratic and is thin, where
observed in the drift on the Cuprite No. 1 claim, and ranges'from 2.5
to 4.4 feet in thickness. The sandstone is not exposed on the outcrop,
and it is likely that this sandstone is locally absent on the claiﬁs.
The overlying sandstone strata, about 60 and 110 feet stratigraphically
higher have thicknesses that range from about 10 to 20 feet. They are
clean, rather well sorted sandstone, and in this respect, coupled with
the lack of copper minerals or anomalous radioactivity, differ from
thé lower sandstone. The intervening mudstones are nearly everywhere
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covered but appear to be similar to the mudstone that underlies the
lower sandstone.

The lower sandstone is a light gray, locallylstained igght to dark
brown, very fine- to coarse-grained arkosic sandstone. Granules and
small pebbles are locally abundant, as are pale green micaceous clay-
stone flakes, galls and thin discontinuous seams. Quartaz, sub-found to
sub-angular, is the principal constituent but angular to sub-round, fresh
to weathered grains of orthoclase feldspar, ranging in size from fine-
grained to small peﬁbles, are abundant and impart a pinkish tinge to
the rock. The rock is variably cemented by calcite, some in opfical
continulty between grains; small augen of calcite occur locally associated

with carbonaceous matter, some apparently in spaces formerly occupied by

woody material enclosed in the sandstone. Carbonaceous matter is present

as thin seams and irregular patches of powdery and vitreous, coal-like

material in the sandaténe, and as disseminated fragments and plant im-
pressions in very fine-grained, silty sandstone lenses at the top of,
and iocally within, the sandstone. The copper minerals; malachite and
agzurite, are sparsely disseminated through&ut much of the sandstone;
weak anomalous radioactivity iSvpresent,;ocally in a gray, very fine-
grained, carbonaceous, silty sandstone lense.

Strata of Triassic age crop out about 3,000-feet northeast of and
about 800 feet above the Cuprite claims.  The Sasal member of the Chinle
formation is the Aqua Zarca member, a massive white to yellow cliff-

forming sandstone that contains beds of conglomerate consisting of weli

14






rounded pebbles of quartsz, quértzite and chert. It ranges in thickness
from about 97 to 260 feet but in the general area of the claims it is
‘about 100 feeﬁ thick. This member, formerly called the Poleo sandstone,

is probably equivalent to the Shinarump member of the Chinle formation

(Renick, B.C. 1931, p. 24). The AQua Zarca member contains all of the

fofmerly productive and producing copper deposits of the Nacimiento
district. ‘

Strata on the claims are neariy flat lying. In the exploratory
drift, the strata appear to have a small component of dip (1-2°) to the
west.

No faults are knoﬁn to displace the copper-bearing stratum on the
Cuprite claims but just west of the claims there is & normal fault that
strikes about N, 45° E. Permian étrata on the east are in juxtaposition

with Precambrian granite on‘the west; the displacement exceeds 200 feet

(fig. 1).

D t General Feature e
Copper and Uranium Deposits

The copper. deposits of the Nacimiento mining district are described
by F. C. Schrader and L. G. Graton (Lindgren, et al, 1910, pp. 143-147).
The regional and stratigraphic distribution, habits, and hypotheses of

origin of the "Red Beds" deposits are summarized and discussed by R. P.

'Fischer (1937).
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As defined by Schrader and Gratoﬁ, the Nacimiento district is
about 12 miles long and 3 miles wide, the long dimension extending
from about 2 miles north of Senorito southwﬁrd to near San Miguel
Mountain (fig. 1).

The copper produced from the Nacimiento district has come from
deposits in the Aqua Zarca member of the Chinle formation. The host
roéks vary from siliceous to calcareous, and from & fine-grained sand-
stone to a fine- to coarse-éonglomeratic sandstone and conglomerate.
Individual beds containing the ore minerals commonly range from 2 to
4 feet thick and locally exhibit cross-bedding. The ore minerals
locally are disseminated for thicknesses as great as 25 feet, as in
the Eureka mine, but here the richer and more important>part was only
3-4 feet thick, which in turn was overlain by a thickness of 12 feet
of "low grade" ore estimated to contain 5 percent metallic copper.
(Lindgren, et al, 1910, p. 146.) The linear extent of individual clus-
ters of deposits range from about 500 to 4,500 feet in length and a few
hundred to perhaps 750 feet in width. The richer parts of the deposits:
are considerably more restricted.

The ore minerals of the copper deposits in the Nacimiento district
are chalcocite, CuéS, that, occurs locally as pseudomorphs after fossil
wood (Fischer, 1937, p; 917) and occurs as concretionary nodules away
from fossil wood, and malachité and azurite, basic cupric carbonates,
that occur disseminated in the sandstone and associated with the chal-
cocite. Additional ore minerals listed by Gott and Erickson (1952,
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P. 2) are covellite, chrysocolla, and cuprite (?). Silver, ranging
from 1-3 ounces per ton, occﬁrs in the ore. About the year 1905, over
3,000 tons of métallic copper had been produced from the district, but
total pfoduction of copper 1s not known. ThevdeScriptions of Schrader
and Graton indicate that the graderf ore mined ranged from about 5 to
65 percent coppef, with much of ﬁhe production and high grade ore
coming from the San Miguel mine.

Gott and‘E;ickson (1952f_made a reconnaissance investigation‘of'
the Copper City, Eureka and San Miguel mines in & search for uranium
that might Be associated with copper. The textural relations of the
ore minerals to the host rock are briefly described. Slight anomélous
radioactivity of 0.07 mr/hr was noted in some of the fossil wood of
the Copper City deposits; a maximum radioactivity of 0.04 and 0.03
mr/hr, not considered anomalous,.was found at the Eureka and San Miguel
deposits. ‘ | | |
A‘small stockpile of copper ore from Eureka Mesa, apparently seg-
regated as to cafbohate ore, and high and low grade siliceous ore, is
stockpiled along State Highway 122 about 1 mile east of Senorito at
the site of an abandoned mill and smélter° This material was checked
for anomqlous radioactivity with a scintillometer, but hone was noted.

There are five prospects or groups of prospects in and near the
Nacimiento Mountains tﬁat are fepbrted to have occurrenceé of uranium.
These prospects are in strata that range in age from Permian to latest
Cretaceous. 'Only one; the Coyote Hill No. 1 in Permian strata, has
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had recorded production (table 1). The White Flo deposit also in Permian
strata was prospected by P? W. Beckley. It is reported to have been
mined (Brown, 1955) but Mr. Beckley states it is non-commercisl.

The Coyote Hill No. 1 was examined by D. P. Elston on June 13, 1957.
This prospect is on the bank of the eastward draining, intermittent Rio
Puerco, about 300 yards south of State Highway 96, 2 miles west of the
road junction of State Highway 96 and the southerly trending Coyote
Canyon road, Coyote, New Mexico. Mining operations consisted of rim
stripping, about 100 feet in length and 5 feet in width, on a thin stratum
of sandstone.

The ore minerals are malachite and azurite; the form of the accom-
panying uranium is unknown but appears, -in paft, to be associated with
carbonaceous matter. Anomalous radiocactivity along the outcrop generally
ranges from about 0.030-0.040 mr/hr, but at one place on the outcrop and
on a few samples»on the remnants of a small stockpile the radioactivity
is as high as 0.30 mr/hr. This material may be representative of the
ore that assayed generally between 0.10 and 0.20 percent U308.

The host rock is a dark red to locally light brown, fine- to coarse-
grained, partly conglomeratic, arkosic sandstone in the Permian Cutler
formation. The base of the Cutler formation is not exposed in the ared
but the host stratum may be about 100 feet above the base. The stratum,
in a distance of 150 feet, thins and appears to pinch out from north to
south along the outcrop; on the north the sandstone is about 6-8 feet

thick; along the part that was rim stripped, from about 25-100 feet north
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of the pinchout, the sandstone thins from about 6 to 4 feet; the sand~
stone thins to a vanishing edge in a distance of about 25 feet. Only
one remnant of ore-grade material at the top of the sandstone, 1-3
inches thick and a few feet in lateral extent, remains in the southern
part of the stripping operation. This remnant and the samples that:
remain on the former stockpile suggest that the ore grade parts of the
deposit general may have been less than one foot thiék. Malachite and
azurlte are erratically and very sparsely disseminated throughout the
remainder of the sandstone. Carbonate cement appears to be abundant.

The host stratum is dominantly a dark brown-red in color. Grayish
mudstone, within and bounding the sandétone is sparse; large fragments
of mudstone in the sandstone have only a rind of gray-green color with
centers that are red. The host stratum is about 20 feet beneath a
masgsive and-cross-bedded, light brown, conglomeratic, arkosic sandstone,
that in turn 1s about 20 feet thick. This sandstone appears to be a
more favorable host than the sandstone that contains the ore minerals
but a radiometric reconnaissance revealed no abnormal radioactivity and
no copper minerals were seen.

The copper deposit on the Cuprite claims is in a thin conglomeratic
sandstone in the lower part of the Abo formation of Permian(?) age(pl13-14).
The ore minerals are malachite and azurite that are sparsely disseminated

throughout much of the sandstone. A few tiny dots of chalcocite (?) in
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abundant throughout much of the coarser sandstéhe, some oécurring as
Wtrash" and some occurring as 1/4 inch seams and small pockets of sooty
and coaly material. None of this was found to be anomalously radio-
active.

The lower contact of the sandstone is gently to sharplyvundulatory,
the relief locally being as much as one foot. No channel or scour is
apparent; rather, the distribufion of the copper mineralé throughout
fhe sandstone, apparently decreasing in amount near the outcrop, suggests
that perhaps the host stratum thins or piﬁches out in a southerly direc-
tion. A grayish micaceous mudstone, 0.3-0.4-foot thick and 0.1-foot
thick, underlies and overlies the sandstone; at greater distances the
mudstone is a brownish-red.

Local areas of slightly higher grade copper than is exposed gen-
erally in the drift walls must have been encountered during the drifting
operations. This is suggested by the results of assays of three selected
dump samples, submitted by ﬁhe applicant, that ranged from 0.59 to 2.15
percent copper; one addition#l sample, apﬁarently containing no copper,
assayed 0.003 percent eU30g and 0.004 percent U308 (table 2).

Slight anomalous radioactivity was detected by the applicant along
and near the apparent but concealed trace of the host stratum for a

distance of about 1,200 feet west of the drift on the.Cuprite No: 1 claim

(fig. 2). The relative measurements and contouring shown on. an iso-rad

mep submitted by the applicant appear reasonable, but the applicant's
system of numerical figures should be corrected by inserting a zero
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between the decimal point and the first significant figure, e.g., 0.40
mr/hr becomes 0.040 mr/hr.

The data presented by the applicant and the observed field relations
suggest that there is a belt of ground, about 1,200 feet in length and of
unknown w}dth, that contains one or more low-grade copper deposit con-
tdining traces of uranium. Bodies of ore-grade copper with the deposit(s)
are likely to be too small to be economic. It is possible but unlikely
that there are concentrations of ore gréde uranium. If present, they

probably would be thin and a few inches to a few feet in lateral extent.

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ORE RESERVES
There are no known ore reserves on the property.

PROPOSED EXPLORATION

The.applicant hés proposed exploration on the Cuprite claims Nos.
1, 2, 3, 4, 7, 8, and 9 first by non-core and core drilling in 43 holes
on 100-foot centers from 20 to 100 feet in depth located above the
outerop of the potential ore-bearing sandstone of the Abo formation.
This would be supplemented by 2,000 feet of etripping to expose the
outerop 1fvdrilling results justified it. Also suggested was additional
‘close-spaced drilling in a second phase to block out ore if initial
exploration results should justify it. The last item would of course
not qualify for a IMEA projeét. The estimated cost of the proposed
program is $12,075.00. The applicant has assumed Government participa-~
tion at 75 percent or $9,056.25. However, if there was any Jﬁstifica-
tion for a DMEA project, it might cover copper-uranium at 62} percent, or
possibly copper only at 50 percent.

The applicant's cost estimate iﬁcludes $5,500.00 for supervision,
‘or 45 percent of the total cost. This disproportionate amount covers
the services of the.Surface Geological Company, owned by Philip W.
Beckley, for one month. Obviously, this supervisory cést could not be
Justified.

No bids supporting the drilling and stripping costs were submitted,
and the applicant was not asked to obtain them. No change in the appli-
caqt s exploration plan is suggested by the DMEA examiners, and the cost
estimaté has not Been revised. |
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CONCLUSIONS AND RECOMMENDATIONS

Copper and uranium minerals are fresent on the Cuprite claims in
sparse amounts. The possibility of the occurrence of significant ore
deposits of eiﬁher or both metals in the mineralized stratum is remote.

The grade of the mineralized rock on the claims has been reasonably
well established by assays of 12 channel samples from the drift on the
Cuprite No. 1 claim. The lateral extent of minefalized ground has
been roughly defined by slight anomalous radioactivity along the apparent
trace of the host stratum. On the basis of available evidence, there is
no reason to conclude that mineralized rock of higher grade occurs in
unexplored portions of the property. In addition, exploration of the few
copper-uranium'deposits in Permian strata in Rio Arriba County, New
Mexico has not resultéd in discovery of minable deposits.

Denial of the application for Governmenf assistéd éxploration under
Docket No. DMEA 4729 is recommended.

Subject: Review of application

The applicant has acquired control of the Cuprite claims,
Bernalillo County, New Mexico, and plans to explore them for copper
and uranium. Work, to date, consists of a 158-foot adit and 4 core
holes to the "B" zone of the Abo formation. Samples from the adit
dump show some copper values, and copper and uranium are reported
from the core holes but no assays are given.

As described, the property appears to be another of the
many Permian "Red Bed" deposits so common in the southwest. Many
of these have.uranium.associations but few have been found of a size
that warranted mining. On the other hand, the dump samples of copper
are not too bad for that type of a deposit, assuming they are repre-
sentative samples and not hand-picked, thus the deposit might warrant
some exploration for copper.

I recommend that the application be referred to the field
for a field examination. If a contract appears to be warranted, the
applicant should be advised that drilling cannot be done on the
close-spaced centers as he has requested. Further, the cost of .
administrative and technical services is drastically out of propor-
tion to the physical costs of the proposed work.
