The Tungsten mine is located in sec, 16, T.23 N, R. 11 E,, 1.1
miles northeast of the Wilson prospect, along the ridge extending west
from Copper Mountain (also called Green Mountain or La Sierrita).
A jeep road extends to this mine (fig. 40). The Champion Copper Co.
produced some tungsten ore from the mine during World War I under
the stimulus of high wartime prices. During 1955, six tons of tungsten
ore was mined from the Wichita mine, which probably is a new name
given to the Tungsten deposit. .

There are several small caved shafts and pits. The main shaft is
about 100 feet deep. The mineralization is similar to that at the Cham-
pion mine and Wilson prospect. The dump at the main shaft is meta-
quartzite and glassy vein quartz containing fibrous, satiny-brown tour-
maline and coarse tabular crystals of wolframite, stained green by
‘malachite and chrysocolla. There are a number of wolframite-copper
pits in the metaquartzite along the top of the ridge east of the main
workings; these pits expose mineralization similar to that at the main
workings, although wolframite is less abundant.

Aplication for Financial Assistance in Mineral Exploration

Re: The Penasco Area
New Mexico

Gentlemen:

I have been asked to review the data submitted to you in this
application and to furnish references and background material for your
consideration. I am well acquainted with both prospects and have an
interest in this prospect. I am familiar with the details of the area,
both geologically and from an engineering point of view.

The geology of the Penasco area has been described by a number
of state and government bulletins and publications and is well known as
a metamorphosed and igneous area penetrated profusely by pegmatite dikes
and quartz vein structure. The Penasco mine is reported to have produced
from eighty-five to ninety thousand dollars worth of complex tungsten ore’
during World War II. No attention was paid at that time to the silver
and gold content of the ore which is rather substantial, according to
milling assays seen. One area of thisrmine, that is at the present time
caved in, was reported to have produced minerals carrying a substantial
quantity of rare earths as well as silver. It is not possible for me to
verify this without additional exploration. I have been in the mine and
have observed the mineralization and old workings. Although at this time
it is impossible to predict the economic future of this operation, further
exploration is warranted. The vein structure is such that a saddle could
very easily be found at the intersection of the various veins. It is the
intent to follow the ore body and to clear the present working so that
adequate sampling can be done so as to guide future operationms.
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
