S000RRO COUNTY, NEW MEXICO 


General Statement 


The Venus Mine Property was visited and briefly 


examined Sunday, July 30th, at the request of the owner, Mr. 


James Shinas, of Socorro, New Mexico. Mr. Shinas accompanied 


the writer to the property. 


The Property 


The Venus property consists of 10 unpatented lode 


claims located in Sections 13 and iLk, T 9 5, H 6 W, in the 


foothills at the south end of the San Mateo Mountains in 


southwestern Socorro County. 


The area is rather isolated but is served by a 


good Forest Service road. Truth or Consequences in Sierra 


County is the nearest town of importance; Socorro and Magda-


lena are some 60 miles to the north. 


The country generally is broken and rough but the 


claims are quite accessible. The Forest Service road crosses 


the west portion of the Venus No.; 1 claim on which most of 
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the exploratory work on the property has been done. 


The vegetation is normal for the semi-desert country 


of the Southwest. It consists of pinon, cedar, juniper, scrub 


oak, cactus and a variety of grasses. No timber of importance 


on or close by the property.. 


The Mineralization 


The mineralization observed is chiefly that of cop-


per. The lead mineral, galena, was also observed in very 


minor amounts. Silver and gold are also present as attested, 


by laboratory assays. 


The minerals occur in veins 16 to 24 inches in width 


where observed. The veins are almost vertical at the surface 


and the major vein strikes north. Several lesser mineralized 


veins strike northeasterly and northiesterly. They appear to 


converge and join with the major vein in a common area toward 


the north end of Venus No. 2 claim.. 


Samples were taken from an outcrop of the large vein 


and from pits cut in two of the lesser veins. 


Prospect Pits and Exploratory Workings 


Several old prospect pits and two exploratory trenches 


were observed on the lesser veins and a shaft has-been sunk on 


the main vein. A vertical shaft, reported to be 65 feet deep, 


was sunk on the largest vein some years ago. It is reported.. .. 
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to have followed ore all the way. The vein is reported to be 


3 feet wide at-the shaft bottom with good ore the full width. 


A sample taken by the . owner in April 1 963 would indicate this 


to be true. A copy of the laboratory report is attached; also 


a copy of a laboratory report covering a sample taken across 


the vein near the collar of the, shaft in 1966 is attached. 


The writer was unable to cut.' samples from the shaft. 


There is no ladderway making it accessible. Also, there is 


water in the shaft, but to what depth was not determined. 


The writerdid cut samples acros.s the main vein where it is 


exposed in -a wash some 60 feet north of the shaft. Also, 


samples were cut from three of the lesser veins where exposed 


in pits or open cuts. 


A copy of the laboratory report covering the samples, 


with identification noted, is attached. It is marked Exhibit 


A. A small, not to scale, sketch of the area examined also is 


attached, marked Exhibit B. 


Conclusions 


The Venus property, where observed, holds a series 


of small mineralized veins that have been only slightly pros-


pected. The surface mineralization is quite strong in three 


of the veins and the possibility of finding good commercial ore 


at depth appears very good. The writer believes this to be 
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especially,-,the/case	 the several veins ap- the%ase in the area where 


pear to come together. 


Recommendations 


It is recommended that this mineralized area be 


further prospected by core drilling to depth below the old 


shaft and at the favorable area noted above. The drill holes 


should be patterned and angled to cut the lesser mineralized 


veins. Water for drilling could be had from the shaft. 


This report, conclusions and recommendations are 


based on the writer's observations and sampling over that lim-


ited portion of the property in the immediate vicinity of the 


old Venus No. 1 shaft.
