Subject: Application for financial assistance, by John A. Jackson, 
on the Rose Quartz #2, and Gambler Claims, Socorro County, 
New Mexico. 


Transmitted herewith is an application for financial assistance in 
minerals exploration by Mr. John A. Jackson, Boulder, Colorado, to 
explore for gold, silver and possibly tin on the Rose Quartz #2 
and Gambler property, Socorro County, New Mexico. 


Mr. Jackson is a local miner and is the applicant. He has prepared 
the application to the best of his ability. He appears earnest and 
sincere in his efforts. Sampling from the Rose Quartz #2 workings 
that lie on the Gambler claim, that is, Sample Nos. 3094, 3096, 3097, 
3099 and 3100 average 0.20 oz. Au, and 0.74 oz. Ag per ton. At current 
prices of about $100.00 per oz. for Au and $2.71 per oz. Ag, the ore 
would gross $21.99 per ton. 	 (f,) 


Three shipments of ore from a nearby property tot ling some 155 
tons, averaged 0.06 oz. Au, 2.4 oz. Ag, and 17.0% and 0.31% copper 
per ton. At current prices this ore would gross about $72.32, however 
$56.10 of that total is in lead, which is ineligible for exploration. 
Gold, silver and copper values would total $16.22 in this instance. 
Historically, in the Magdalena district, the metals stand in the 
following Lorder in value of production, zinc, lead, silver, copper 
and gold, consequently, the eligible minerals are of smallest in importance 
in which lead and zInc are the predominent minerals mined. 


Nearly all the output of the district has come from replacement deposits 
in limestone. A few productive veins have been mined along or. close 
by major faults that separate limestone from Tertiary (?) granite 
or precambrian argillite.

Telephone conversations with Survey Geologists familiar with the 
Magdalena district emphasize the fact that the veins containing 
silver are not consistent, and that silver depositsin and along the 
veins are sporadic and the veins do not contain silver ore deposits 
of any real size or grade consequently there has been no significant 
production of silver from the Magdalena district in general. I 
suppose a field examination should be made. If the applicant were 
significantly discouraged he might withdraw the application, however, 
at the time he submitted the application he was most optomistic about 
his property.

C. There has been very little production from the total group of clams, The Rose Quartz #2 vein has had no production and there has been no exploration done whatsoever, See property map 3A and 
a few smelter return sheets from other veins on these properties.

F. The Rose Quartz #2 vein is a large quartz vein 
6 ft. to 15 ft. wide, showing outcroppjn for some 4000 ft 


in length with small drusy 'veinlets about 2 inches or 3 inches apart. . The main vein shows some arite with rusty 
iron oxides scattered throughout the whole vein structu. The Southern end of exposed, Rose Quartz #2 vien crosses the. Rose Quartz #4 vein. 


At this Oiflt the intersection is covered by overburden and the actual 
junction cannot be seen. Both walls are a granite formation. The Rose Quartz #2 
vein strikes N5 degrees to 30 degrees F and dips 80 degrees F crossing granite 
and seems to hold strike and dip continually. The entire length of Rose Quartz #2 
is of a drusy quartz structure with iron ixides in cavities after hematite grains. Small p


articles of free gold can be found the entire length of the vein. The NE 
end of exposed vein forms contact between limestone 


on footwall and granite on the hanging wall. 


The Gambler vein, striking N10 degrees' and dips 75 degrees E, is large, 15 feet to 20 feet in width, with jasperold and breccia on the foot wall in fault 
with granite on the hanging wall. This vein intersects the Rose Quartz #2 vein 
in the bottom of the gully which formed a massive drusy quartz stockwork about 
40 feet wide, with many small ve1nje throughout the whole width of the exposure 
with a little harite showing. The NW exposure of the Gambler is an exposed out.'

F. Enclosed is property sketch (3F) showing locations of assayed samples 
taken and certificates of such. These samples were• taken by channel method - 
chipping from across the whole width of the vein at these places. The samples 
Consisted of about 5 pounds of material and are very representative of the veins.. 


The proposed exploration would be done along the Rose Quartz 
#2 vein at 


a deep.depth away from the surface erosion and leached out area and cut through 
fault zones at zones deep enough to clearly prove the mineral deposits. The 
assay samples definitely prove that this vein is 


minelaljzed and the higher 
mineralized area is at a lower elevation and Possibly of more mineralization 


in the faulted areas. This exploration would expose this vein at fault Zones and 
cross feeders which does not show on the surface. If this drift will expose a 
$15 per ton grade of ore, this body of ore along with other higher grade veins 
on the same properties would make a very feasible mining and milling operation 
with abundance of ore for several yea±s at a good profit also would make available 
funds for developing and operating several of these dormant higher grade ore bodies which 


have lesser production capabalities and make all a feasible and 
profitable operation.

B. The property is located 25 miles from the town of Socorro, New Mexico and about 93 miles from Albuquerque, New Mexico. Between the two towns, about 
every need could be satisfied for this kind of an operation. The Santa Fe 
Railroad runs through both towns, also I 25 goes through both towns. 


5. Exploration work: 


A. The selected place for the adits for this work is in the bottom of a 
gully where the Rose Quartz #2 and the Gambler veins intersect. Plans are to 
make two adits. One will head SE on the Rose Quartz #2 vein and be located on 
the south side of the gulch where the vein is exposed. This drift will Continue 
along the foot wall of the vein for a distance of 380 feet. There will be cross 
cuts made across the vein every 100 ft., or oftener, to explore the hanging wall side of the vein. 


From a point selected which will create no interference to any other 
operations the second adit will be made to drive a drift along the Gambler vein 
heading NW direction for a distance of 450 ft. along the hanging wall with the 
same procedures as on the Rose Quartz #2 vein. With the two faces to work with 
there will never be a waiting period for mucking or drilling and make possible for this work to be done at a good rate of speed. These drifts will be 7 ft. by 7 ft. in the clear making ample room for air, water, and vent lines without interference of the mucking operation.
