The applicant has rep.iested. $ 148,000 (Government's share $36,000) 
for an exploration project, stating however, he only had. $1000 in cash, 
the balance of his share to be in professional services, transportation and. 
the services of three or four associates. 


Conclusions: 


The applicant is not prepared. to participate in suitable fashion. 
Information at hand. indicates there is little hope for commercial production. 
Past production haø only amounted. to about 1000 units. 


The geologic competence of the applicant is a good. deal more than 
doubtful. In short, there is nothing in the proposal to indicate he hae 
a worthy prospect. 


Recommendation:
