Without a survey, 


the exact location difficult to pin point, however it is believed 


to be in sec. 18, T. 2 S., R. 41 E. It is reached by traveling 


north from Goldfield on paved U. S. Highway 95 for a distance of 


4 miles; thence westerly 12* miles over a partially graded road to 


the turn-off leading to the property; thence 2* miles southeasterly 


over an ungraded desert road to the mine. (Fig. 1) Total distance 


from Goldfield to the mine is 19 miles. 


ONERSHIP ND HISTORY 


The history of the property is somewhat vague as to dates of 


original locations and by whom. 


It seems that property was originally located by a doctor from 


Tonopah, Nev., who drove the main adit and did most of the pioneer 


work. He later relinquished his holdings and the claims reverted 


back to the State. 


In 1946 the property was relocated by Peter Moser in the name 


of his wife, Mrs. Mary Moser of Goldfield, 1 ev. Four claims were 


relocated at that time, namely, the Spot, Mustang, Coyuse, and Bronco. 


Later the Mosers relinquished their holdings on three of the claims 


bixb retained possession of the Mustang claim on which the adit or 


main workings are located. 


Very little has been done on the property by the present owner, 


except the required assessment work.

DEVELOPMENT 


The development comprises one adit 216 feet long with a shallow 


winze extended into a short raise (figs. 2 and 3), and an open cut 


on surface 25 feet long, 5 feet wide, and 4 feet deep on one end and 


12 feet deep at the other. 


PHYSI'CAL FEATURES 


The Mustang copper claim is at the northern end of the Monte-


zuma mountain range at an e1evtion of about 5,700 feet. It is on 


the east slope of a north-south ridge with a round-about western 


drainage towards lay-ton'Va11ey. 


The area is devoid of vegetation except for a few Yucca trees 


and desert sage. 1t is typical of the desert regions with hot, dry 


summers and mild winters. 


No source of water has been developed at or near the property. 


DESCRIPTION OF 1IE I3EPOSTTS 


The country rock in the area is limestone. The main structural 


feature is a. north-south shear zone with inclusions of quartz bodies 


which contain copper carbonate mineralization. The mineralization is 


associated with the quartz and is probably a later stage of the 


siliceous bearing solutions because all the quartz bodies do not 


contain copper mineralization. 


On the surface, two small pits were dug on the mineralized zone. 


The norbhermnost pit has a dip of about 80° to the 'west on the 


hanging wall side (fig. .2) while the footwall side seems to be frozen 


to the limestone with no definite wall. The quartz filling in the

zone is strongly cross fractured and contains considerable green 


copper stain. Mineralization in the pit consists of malachite and 


chrysocolla with no suiphides. 


The other surface pit, about 20 feet south, contains quartz 


inclusions but no copper mineralization. 


The shear zone on surface can be traced several hundred feet 


north and south of the pits, but no further copper mineralization 


was noted. Other quartz bodies in the zone were inconspicuous or 


lacking. 


In the adit a siliceous zone was noted about 166 feet in from 


the portal with green copper stifling containing malachite and chryso-


colla mineralization coxrarable to the surface pit. A short winze 


which extended into a raise on this zone was excavated here (fig. 3). 


The strike was the same as the surface showings, but the dip of the 


adit zone was about 600 easterly. This zone may be a continuation 


of the surface showing with the change in dip cuased by warping of 


the zone, by metamorphic pressure. Also some off-setting of the zone 


could be caused by faulting. 


Two faults were noted, neither of which showed any mineralization. 


One fault was about 12 feet east of the winze with practically the 


same dip and strike as the winze zone. The other fault was about 


18 feet from the face of the adit with the same strike as the winze 


zone but with a vertical dip. Both faults had slickensides and 


ground up , brecciated material indicating movement. The interesting 


feature of the fault near the face of the drift was that it was more 


of an open crevice with an inch or two of open space in places and 


from which cold fresh air could be detected passing through. 
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SAMPLINC-


Only two places were worthy of sampling; one was in the surface 


pit and the other in the winze. Neither place contains much copper. 


Results of the sampling are as follows:

CONCLUSIONS 


1. No ore reserves of note are on the property. 


2. Mineralization consists of copper oxides and silicates, 
namely, malachite and chrysocolla and is of very low grade and 
limited in scope. 


3. No further consideration by the Bureau is recommended. 


4. In regard to the exploration aid as requested by the appli-
cant: The applicant feels that he could not participate in a 50-50 
percent Government aid program, whereby he furnishes 50 percent of 
the cost and the Government the other 50 percent, even though the 
property would merit further exploration. 


5. The applicant's reaction to the loan request was that he 
really had not planned upon demanding an exploration loan; he only 
wanted the Bureau to examine the property and keep it on record 
in the event the need for copper becomes very critical.
