Advances in Workings

Betweeg the time I applied for a DMA loan and July 15, 1951, I continued
work on the tunnel (surface exploration) refered to in item 2(c) and 7(a)
MF-100 of my application.

The face is now 73 feet from the point where cut was started. In the
course of doing this work I mined approximately 65 ton§ of ore that will
average 1% WO3 or better. Also, possibly 40 tons of lower grade ore.

“This work appears to be on the comb of an ore body occurring on the N.E.
contact of the limestone inclusion. Prior work was done on the S.W. contact.

On July 16, 1951, I signed Exploration Project Contract 1-DMA-E46 and
started the work stipulated in Exhibit A thereof. Buildings repaired and
operational July 28th. Additional work ﬁeeded on these, I propose to complete
evenings and Sundeys. L -

Road repair accomplished July 29th and 30th. July 31lst started clearing

shaft collar area to begin work on shaft.

Minor Difficulties Causing Delay and Chenge in Work Plan

1. Rain of nearly cloudburdt proportions entailed wnexpected road work. I
have approached Mineral County Commissioners for a new road with better
greade.

2. Shaft timber ordered for July 27th delivery did not arrive until August 3rd.

3. Due to the nature of the terrain, I was obliged to pile the ore, refered to
above, near and around the shaft collar. On July 6th I shipped a metallurgi=-
cal sample and sent the required affadavit to the U. S. Vanadivm Co., Bishop,
Calif., with a view to disposing of this ore. On August 4th they advised me
that it would be about two weeks more before they could determine the amen-
ability of this ore to their process. My inability to ship this ore as yet,
has involved 3 man days clearing the shaft collar erea. Also, I propose
to put up a temporary tripod (which I own) for use during retimbering work.
By the time I begin sinking the projected extension of the shaft, I expect to
have shipped this.ore, and will at that time erect the head frame.

The requested information follows:

1. The difference in the comparative costs of hoisting
from the 175-foot level and from the 200-foot level is small.
Broken rock from the 175-foot level is dumped directly from mine
car to bucket, whereas on the 200-foot level it is dumped from mine
car to skip pocket, and then loaded into the bucket. The bulkhead
at the 175-foot level can be removed and a small amount of muck
cleaned out in a few hours. No rehabilitation of the shaft is
necessary. Work cannot be continued to the west as the Nevada
Scheelite claim line lies 10 feet west of the shaft.

2. lir. Holmes examined the shaft below the 175-foot
level, as described in his inspection report of May 15, 1952, but
did no geologic mapping. Bateman and Peck mapped the geology
August 25, 1952, and at that time the shaft was bulkheaded at the
175~-foot level. Mr. Holmes was not able to be present when the
geology was mapped; consequently the geologists obtained informa-

ore is attached. The data available is not sufficient to draw any
conclusions as to rake of the ore; the only observation that can be
made is that the ore is less extensive on the li2-foot level than on
the adit level.-

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lie The operators state that a drift does exist on the
65~-foot level but that it is inaccessible as it is mostly filled with
waste rock from workings on the 42-foot level. This 65-foot level
was cut into the footwall of the shaft and a drift of unknown length
driven to the northeast. This level was not seen by either the DMEA
examining team or by Corwin and Rysh. The fact of is existence is
based on statement by J. A. Madison, a former owner of the property.
The present owners have tentative plans to reopen this level. The
78-foot level is as shown on the U.S.G.S. map.

5. The shearing in the upper part of the mine is post-
mineral in age, and probably of no great significance. The rocks
on the l2-foot level and in the adit level are decomposed by weather-
ing. In such rock, minor penetrative movements can appear impressive.

Only the crudest kind of estimate of the possible tonnage
can be made. Assuming an essentially continuous ore shoot between
the L2-foot level and the 200-foot level, the maximum dimensions
that seem possible are 160 feet (the distance down the dip of the
vein between the levels) by 65 feet (the strike length of the ore
on the l2-foot level) by 5 feet (the width - a highly speculative
figure). Such a block would contain 52,000 cubic feet or about
5,000 tons.

It might be of some aid to summarize the reasons of the
examining team for proposing additional exploration. They think that
although the chance of finding any significant ore is small, the
original purpose of the exploration has not been accomplished. It
does not make sense to sink a shaft 200 feet without some sort of
exploration from the bottom of the shaft. A new target for explora-
tion is not suggested but only adequate exploration of the original
target. In terms of the geology, it is proposed to drift east from
the shaft at the 175-foot (or 200-foot) level in the hanging wall of
the inclusion to its limits, with several crosscuts to the footwall.
It is believed that if this is done, the original objective will
have been adequately explored and any doubt allayed as to the value
(or lack of value) of the deposit. The suggested 200 feet of drift-
ing and 50 feet of crosscutting represents the maximum footage that
may be required. It is assumed the operators would have no wish to
explore beyond the limits of the metamorphic inclusion, and the
examining engineer should not permit such work.

A recent inspection of the property by H. We Jones of the
Bureau of Mines shows that Corwin and Rysh have continued exploration
on the 175-foot level and encountered a2 new ore body about 55 feet
northeast from the shaft. Production has been an estimated 250 tons,
of which 150 tons ranging in grade from 0.80 to 2.0 percent W03, was





shipped to the Sodaville mill near Mina, Nevada, and 100 tons,
estimated to average 1.5 percent W03, was shipped to the nearby
Nevada Scheelite mill. Had the proposed exploration program on
the 175-foot level been approved, work would have been under a
DMEA loan, and the ore now being mined , would have been subject
to royalty payments.

. The original proposal calls for drifts and crosscuts on the
118 and 200 levels. The Field Team Report suggests that all work be
on the 175 level, but states that the 200 level would be more logical
except for a shaft bulkhead that prevented examination of the 200 level.

General: The work done to dete indicates that the ore has
pinched out between the 42 and 118 foot levels. The Field Team report
indicates that this may not actually be the case, as the limited explo-
ration at depth may have cut the favorable zone at locations where the
ore had pinched out along the strike rather than along the dip.

Recommendetion: The first step calling for 200 feet of
drifting and crosscutting should be approved providing all work is on
either the 175 or 200 level and that crosscuts are limited to actual
exploration. (No crosscutting for drill stations.) The applicant
should be informed that the dismond drilling requested as Step 2 will
not be approved, but that further exploration can be requested after
termination of the drifting and crosscutting. The geological map
indicates a possible rake of the ore to the west, yet all work pro-
posed is east of the shaft. ZExploration west of the shaft should be
included, subject to approval of the DMEA and the applicants.

The fact that ore from this mine can be milled at the nearbdy
Nevada Scheelite mine must be allowed for in considering this application.

The absence of ore’below the L2-foot
level is not encouraging for further exploration.

The work done since the project was sterted totals 140

and 100 feet of raises, a total of nearly LOO feet of workings,
without finding eny minable ore. Although partly done on IRIEA
funds, the 200 level has not been accessible for exeamination by the
field team. No evidence of an exploration target is presented;

the proposal in essence is ®more of the same."™ Furthermore, no
information is given on the possible length of the tactite mass,

or size of potential ore bodiese

Unless the field team cen present its hopes in more con-
vincing form, I would recommend denying the request for additional
funds. I do not see how diamond drilling would provide much
informetion.

I note; however, that they make no recom-
mendation for carrying out underground diamond drilling, so I assume
that their only recommendation is to do about 150 feet of drifting
and crosscutting on the 175-foot lewvel; which should reduce the total
cost by something like 50 percent.

" The Scheelite Extension mine near Rawhide, Nev., was explored

The applicants propose an expenditure of $15,183 to do
additional exploration from the shaft sunk as part of the contract.
The proposed work includes 200 feet of drifting and crosscutting on
the 118 and 200 foot levels, and 1,000 feet of diamond drilling from
underground.

The applicant has submitted no geologic map or section of
the shaft. This information is needed before detailed criticism can
be made of the proposed work. It appears to me that some work is
warranted from the bottom of the shaft, but that much of the proposed
work is unnecessary. My preliminary review suggests that diamond
drilling should be eliminated and that drifting and crosscutting
should be restricted to the 200 foot level, The total cost might be
reduced by at least 50 percent.

Recommendation: I suggest that the Field Team be requested to provide
a geologic map and section of the shaft workings before additional
work is considered. Assays should also be provided of the 210 tons

of ore mined recently from the adit.

‘Work under the contract was started on July 16, 1951, by
Mr. Madison, the Operator, and continued under his direction until
November 1 when he sold the property and assigned the contract,
November 10, to Messrs. Rysh and Corwin. During this period, the
Operator spent $48.28 for road work, $1,171.61 (146.45%) for camp
rehabilitation and $4,346.41 (271.65%) for shaft rehabilitation. No
sinking was done. Thus, $5,566.30 (231.93%) wes expended by Madison
for rehabilitation and preparation in lieu of the $2,400.00 allowed
under the contract.

An analysis of the MF-104 reports during the period shows that:

(1) Medisont!s wife was included on the payroll for the months
of July and Angust (at least suggested by the application
docket).

(2) Madison worked alone for one-half the month of September
and two-thirds of the month of October.

(3) Because of the lack of sufficient labor only 22 feet of

the shaft was retimbered during the months of September,

- October, and 14 days of November. Some housing rehabil-
itation was also done during October.

(4) Progress in the retimbering of the shaft was slow because
it was enlarged in part before timbering. '

In a memorendum by the field team, dated November 16, 1951,
mention is made that the progress hed been slow &s much of the granite






hanging wall must be drilled and blasted to allow linstallation of the
shaft sets. This suggests thet possibly & more elaborate timbering
job was done than was warranted for an exploration shaft.

No MF-104 forms were submitted for the months of November
and December but it is reported that work on the shaft and the camp
continued on the new Operator's account. Sinking was started in
January and the shaft was sunk the 100 feet allowed under the contract
by the end of April, with costs ranging from $37.70 to $111.20, averag-
~ ing $58.17 a foot. This included the cost of cutting a station on the

200 foot level during the month of April. A station is not mentioned
in the contract and should be covered by an amendment. The new
Operators considerabdbly undercut the estimated footege cost end are to
be commended for their effort.

On April 14, 1952, the contract was amended by extending its
life enother month to allow for additional sinking to provide a sump
and skip pocket since funds were available. At the end of April
$11,383.75 of the allotted $12,000,00 had been expended. During the
month of Maey, the Operators sank 18 feet of additional shaft which
brought the total cost of the project to $12,401.62 and the actual
shaft sinking to $57.93 a foot. An amendment should be drawn up
covering a prorate figure for additional shaft sinking equivalent to
the sum of $616.25.

During the review of the monthly reports, it was noted that
no item for depreciation as such wes entered after the month of
Jamuary. We do not know if this was an oversight or intentional.

Review of the monthly reports shows that the altered sedi-
ments are complexly folded and faulted. Only spotty colors of
scheelite mineralization were reported. In the April report, mention
is made of a 3.5 foot band sssaying 0.21 percent W03, the only enalysis
quoted. It would appear that more favoreble information will have to
be submitted than that furnished by the shaft work to support an
application for additional underground drifting and diemond drilling.

Listed equipment bought includes a refrigerator, ventilator

engine, mine car and pipe.

From the applicant's description, the property is probably the same as
the Eed-a-how claim, which Madison worked in 1942-43, Applicant states
that he enclosed settlement sheets from previous shipments; these should
prove the identity of the property, if the sheets can be found in DMA.

Proposal; Madison proposes to participate to the extent of $3,000 in a $12,000
rroject to build a headframe above a 1l10-foot incline shaft, repeir and
retimber the shaft, and sink another hundred feet.

Geology: The following information about the Eed-a-hHow claim was obtained
in 1943 by the Geological Surveys
"Workings on the Eed-a~how claim are about 1,700 feet northeast of
the Nevada Scheelite shaft. From an 85-=foot shaft inclined 70° S., a drift
extends 100 feet east at the 50-foot level, and several small stopes have been
dug above the drift. J. A. Madison leased the claim in 1942-43 from W. A. Adams,
and shipped 331 tans of ore containing 478 units of WO to Metals Reserve Co.

"the shaft follows & tactite layer on the south side of a sliver of
limestone at least 15 feet thick. The hanging wall of the shaft is granite,
the footwall is limestane, and the tectite between is 5 feet or less in
thickness. The surface is covered by large granite boulders which obscure
bedrock. Small outcpops of tactite and limestone appear 100 feet west
and 35 feet east of the shaft. The limestane thus has a proved extent of
100 feet on each side of the shaft; whether it is a pendant or comnected with
the limestome exposed 600 feet west of the shaft is unknown. Tactite and
limestone extend beneath the bottom of the shaft.
