SUMMARY

An engineerl/ of the Bureau of Mines and a geologistg/ of the
U. S.bGeological Survey examined the Blue Jacket tungsten property
on July 31 and August 1, 1951.

The deposit is located about 3 miles southwest of Luning,
Mineral County, Nevada in a foot-hill region north of the Excelsior
Mountaeins and to the west of Soda Spring Valley (fig. 1).

Examination wes made pursuant to an application for loan of
$20,000 to conduct an exploration project, docket DMA-1619X, Ray
C. Stoner, John H. Olson, Fred A. Bennett, and Fred W. Hoar (a
co-partnership) are the applicants.,

The property consists of thrée patented mining claims which
were formerly prospected extensively for copper. Scheelite occurs
within some of the same deposits previously explored for coppere.

The Blue Jacket No. 1 45-degree inclined shaft is now being
sunk to.explore and develop the deposit. The present depth 6f the
shaft is 35 feet below the surface; and the applicant proposes to
continue the shaft to a minimum depth of 100 feet and to drive drifts

100 feet in each side direction from the bottom of the shaft.

Scheelite occurs along a shear zone Between porphyry and lime=-

stone in tactite masses near the hanging wall contact of the porphyry.

Three samples were taken from the richest concentrations of scheelite
exposed in the shaft (fig. 2).

It is concluded that the general grade of the.deposit is too
low to warrant the expenditure of Government funds for further ex-
ploration.

INTRODUCTION

The purpose of the examination by the DMA ¥ield Team was to
Aevaluate grade, quantity, and geological aspects of the tungsten
occurrénces on the Blue Jacket mine'property as possible justifica—
tion for Government participation in an exploration project to cost
approximately $20,000.

Wbrk proposed by the Applicant consists of sinking the Blue
Jacket No. 1 shaft from 35 to 100 feet in depth and driving 100-foot
drifts in each direction from the shaft on the 100 level. |

Mr. Fred A. Bennett and Frenk Claton, the superintendent and
foreman respectively, acted as guides during the exemiflation and
sampling.

HISTORY AND PRODUCTION

Blue Jacket Nos. 1 and 2 claims were patented during 1906 and
the Copper John claim in 1923. At léast 3 inclined shafts averaging
about 50 feet in depth end numerous shallow pits and adits were
driven to exélore the deposits for copper. Ores exceeding 7 percent
copper and & small amount of silver.content were reported to have

| LABOR AND LIVING CONDITIONS
 No housing or suitable camping facilities exist at the mine.
However, ample housing and living quarters may be found 4.5 miles
from the property at the town of Luning or 11 miles away at Mina,
Nev.

Very few skilled miners or laborexfs are available wi'bhiﬁ the
area. Present operators have been sble to hire 2 or 3 temporary
workers at wages ranging from $11 to §15 per day during the progress
of work done on the Blué.Jacket Nos 1 Shaft.

MINE WORKINGS AND EQUIPMENT

014 mine workings are.mostly caved and inaccessible. Only shal-

low prospects and adits are open for examination. The exposures

which contain copper mineralization, generally reveal presences of
some scheelite under the ultra violet light as previous work was
done aloﬁg the same lime-porphyry contact zone.

The Blue Jacket No. 1 Shaft was driven on a 45 degree inclina-
tion to a depth of 35 feet below the surface (see fig. 2 and attached
photographs). The shaft dimensions_are 6 feet in width and 7 feet
in length inside of é-inch square timber shaft sets.

Geology

The Blue Jacket tungsten deposit is on the north limb of an
easterly trending eanticline in the Luning limestone of Upper Triassic
age. The limestone is intruded by a light-gray, fine-grained porphyry
that appears to be a sill. The porphyry selectively contact-meta-
morphosed certain thin beds of limestone to quartz~garnet-epidote
tactite. Ihe tactite beds have an average thickness of about 1 foot,
end in places as meny as six parallel beds are distributed within
50 feet of the porphyry. The continuity of these beds along the
strike could not be determinéd; owing to poor exposures. In places,
the tactite contains the tungsten—bearing.mineral scheelite.

Most of the workings are at, or near, the hanging wall contact
of the porphyry. An inclined shaft, being sunk in July 1951, opens
& shear zone between porphyry and 1iﬁestone. The shear zone, which
is believed to parallel the bedding of the limestone, is about 8 feet
thick, strikes N. 30° E., and dips 45 degrees to the northwest. It
consists of tactite, silicated limestone, limestone, and gouge, with
fracture fillings and incrustaetions of chrysocolla, malachite, and
azurite. Pyrite is the only sulfide mineral observed, and much of
the zone is heavily stained with iron and manganese oxides.

The tactite occurs as rather continuous tabular masses in the
shear zone and appears less sheared than the adjacent rocke The
tactite masses average about 1 foot in.thickness, but in places are
as much as 25 feet thick. Locally perallel bodies of tactite occur

side by side and at such places the shear zone seems to include more

than one tactite bed.






The scheelite which is present in some of the tactite, fluoresces
blue-white to very pale yellow under ultra violet light. Most of it
occurs as small grains disseminated through the tactite, but blocky

crystals as much as 1/8-inch in diemeter are not uncommon. There is

a marked concentration of the scheelite along fractures in the tactite.

Ore

The greatest concentrations of scheelite observed in the Blue
Jacket deposit are exposed by the inclined shaft being worked when
the mine was examined. In the shaft the scheelite is found chiefly
at two places, one on the east wall at the bottom of the shaft, and
the other on the west wall about 15 feet from the bottom of the shaft.
The concentration on the east wall occurs in two parallel tactite
bodies. Sample No. 1 taken across both bodies, a distance of 4.5
feet normal to the plane of the shear zone, assayed 0.06 percent,WOa.
Thé scheelite concentration diminishes up the dip of the shear zone
b;yond a point about & feet above the bottom of the shaft, but ap-
pears to continue down the dip beyond the bottom of the shaft. The
concentration on the west wall is of a grade similar to that on the
east wall for a thickness of 1 foot and a length of 3 feet down the
dip of the shear zone. The rest of the scheelite-bearing tactite
.exposed in the shaft is considerably lower in grade.

Ore Reserves

No ore reserves can be computed on the basis of the scheelite
exposed at the Blue Jacket deposit. The assay results indicate that
the two richest concentrations of scheelite exposed in the inclined

shaft are much too low in grade to be classified as ore.

in each side direction from the bottom of the shaft along the deposit.
The total cost of the exploration work would be $20,000; and the
project is estimated to be completed within five months time.
CONCLUSIONS AND RECOMMENDATIONS
l. Examination and sampling of the deposit indicate that the tw§
richest concentrations of scheelite, which are exposed in

the Blue Jacket No. 1 Shaft, are too low in grade to be
classified as ore. ’

2. Participation by the Government in further exploration of
the Blue Jacket tungsten mine is not recommended.

The Tungsten Ore found on the Blue Jacket Property is Scheelite
ané occure along a lime~pcrphyry contact. The scheelite is assogiat ed
with garnet, epidote and quartz.

Approximately IS5 miles South of the Blue Jacket Property the
scheelite found in the Silver Dyke Tungsten Mine all occured in
quartz. There was no garnet in the Silver Dyke ore. Many millions
were produced from the Silver Dyke Mine.

The Blue Jacket vein, & metamorphic contact t ype, cccurs along
an intensely mineralized contact which crosses the Blue Jacket
Property for a distance of approximately 1800 feet. A series of open
cuts scattered along this contact has revealed scheelite ore in many
places throughout much of the length of this contact zone,
Substancial vein widths are indicated although further development
work will have to be done to determine actual widths. To determine
this and also to ascertain the average values in the vein and also
to open up the property at depth an ircline shaft has been started
et approximately the lowest point along the ccntact. At the collar
ot this shaft the vein at the surface is approximately I5 feet wide,
with a well defined gouge appearing along the footwall tetween the
vein and the porphyry.

The sckeelite so far encountered on the Blue Jacket Property
lamps a very beautiful, cleen, brilliang, blue-=white and is believed
to be of unusual high quality. Some copper, largely in the form of
Malachite and Chrysocclla is found in ]Jimited quantitly in the vein,
but as far as is known is in no way chemically combined with the
scheelite. The scheelite pans a beautiful snow=vhite.

Due to the fine surface showings, due to the intensive
mineralization found throughout the length of the contact zone, due
to the apparent excellent character of the ore, due to the favorable
geological conditions particulerly at the point where the incline
shaft is being started, en intensive exploration program is

warranted and recommended, .
