Allen has not seen the mica occurrence since 192y although
he claims to have made four unsuccessful attempts to flnd the
prospect during 1950. .

Accordlng_ to Mr. Allén he desires a loan to _finance
an expedition to find the mica prospect in order to relocate

‘or secure the property, and.to perform further exploration work - .

on the property. According to Mr. Allen, the best means of
reaching the property would be via boat over Lake lMead; a total
cost of about $5,000 would be required to reach the property - -
and to expose the mica for sampllnc and .examination pm:'poses.

Mr. Allen also 'appeared to be uncerta:Ln as to the
location of ‘the mica and could not find 1t on a U.S.G.S. qua,d-
rangle map or a county map. - '

Work on the prospect consisted of only one hand-
drilled hole which revealed the mica when blasted. He is more
interested in a copper deposit in the same vieinity. Mr. Allen °
is not sure whether or not the mica specimen which he submitted
to the Bureau of Mines in connection Wlth his applicat tion for
a8 loan came from the property.






‘Y¥r. Warne explained the difference between exploration and -
- production loans to Mr. Allen. His previous intention was to ’
offer his services and work in connection with mica "free of

charge" in lieu of a cash participation in the cost of work.

After the type of loans were explained to him he verbally pro-

" posed to reduce the amount requested from $100,000 to $20,000,

and ‘to specifically request an exploration type loan for which he .
