Engineer, U. S. Bureau of Mines, dated August 31, 1951. 


According to the examining engineer, three small pits 
constitute the development on the claim. The lessee claims to 
have shipped L4.8 tons of scheelite that assayed 1.5 percent tungsten, 
however, the mineralization on this property did not continue at 
depth. There are no indicated reserves and the mineralized 
portion of the property is too small and limited in scope to warrant 
further exploration.

SU1VMARY 


The increase in the price of tungsten ores has stimulated the 


locating of mining claims, aiaong vhich was the Tungsten King claim, 


situated in northern Nye County, Nev. 


The claim had three small outcrops with a limited showing of 


scheelite in each. The lessee of the claim mined about 48 tons 


averaging 1.5 percent W03. from the outcrops and sank about six feet 


in three excavations and practically mined out the scheelite content. 


The lessee applied for Federal exploration assistance at the 


outset of his mining venture. However, after shipping 48 tons of 


ore and with the bottoming of the mineralization, the lessee agreed 


that further work was not justified. 


Further consideration by the Bureau of Mines is not recommended. 


INTRODUCTION 


The Tungsten King claim was exauined by an. engineer./ of the 


Bureau of Mines on August 6, 1951 in regard to an application for 


aid for an exploration project pursuant to Mineral Order 5, under 


Defense Production Act of 1950. The docket number of the applica-


tion is DMA-1782X and the commodity is tungsten.

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LOCATION 


The property is located in north central Nye County about 


9 miles south of the Lander County boundary. It is reached by 


driving east from Tonopah on U. S. Highway 6 for a distance of 5.5 


miles to the road junction with State Highway 8-A; thence traversing 


northerly on State Highway 8-A for a distance of 73 miles to the 


Park Canyon road fork; thence, traveling westerly 2.5 miles on a 


dirt road up Park Canyon to the property. Total distance to the 


property from Tonopah is 81 miles. 


The property is in the Toiyabi National Forest and in T. 14 N., 


R. 42 E. 


The property can also be reached from Austin, Nev. (Fig. 1). 


HISTORY MID O1NNERSHIP 


No important history is knovn of the property except that the 


Tungsten King claim is one of a large group or numerous claims located 


under the names of Messrs. Louis Meyer, Phillip Meyer and W. H. 


Thomas, all of Tonopah, Nev. It is reported that the Meyers brothers 


do 'the locating and L H. Thomas, who is and has been for many years 


a sheriff at Tonopah, grubstakes or finances the work. 


No work has been done on the property of consequence except the 


required assessment requirements until the past few months when a 


lease on the claim dated , June 9, 1951 was granted to George Wilmot 


of Tonopah, Nev. 


Mr. Wilmot, after obtaining the lease, claims to have shipped 


48 tons of scheelite ore averaging 1.5 percent W03.

PHYSICAL FEATURES 


The claim is on the east slope of the Toiyabe mountain range at 


an estimated altitude of 6,500 feet and on the south slope of Park 


Canyon. Drainage is to the east into Big Smoky Valley. The terrain 


rises gently from Big Smoky Valley towards the property and then 


increases abruptly forming jagged peaks and oraggs. The inimediate 


area of the tungsten deposit is abundantly covered with a growth of 


pinon trees. A fresh water spring producing about 50 gallons of 


water per minute is located several hundred feet from the property. 


The area is semi-arid characterized with hot dry sununers and 


cold winters. Occasional heavy snows apparently' would hamper surface 


working conditions dur:Lng the winter months. 


No living quarters are on the property. 


GEOLOGY 


The country rock Ls a silicified metamorphosed limestone, rela-


tively near a granite contact. No effort was made to trace out the 


granite-lime stone contacts due to the unimportance of the scheelite 


showings. 


The scheelite occurs in small tactite zones ranging from about 


two inches to a few feet, blending into the country rock with no 


change in structure. 


Of the three small excavated pits on the claim, only the upper 


one had any scheelite of significance. The main structural trend 


in the upper pit had a strike of N. 50° W. and a _600 dip to the 


northeast. A vertical cross fracture only two inches wide occurring 


at right angles to the 'zone showed some soheelite which contained 2.95 


3.
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percent W03 . The strike length of the mineralized cross fracture was 


short • It started at the juncture with the main zone and extended 


only a few feet in length to the southwest. The middle pit had a 


small tactite shear zone striking N. 300 W. with a -73° dip to the 


northeast. The lower pit was dug at the convergence of two shear 


zones as shown by figure 2. 


Although the lessee claims to have shipped 48 tons from the 


above three pits which averaged 1.5 percent W0 3 , observation of the 


excavated pits at night with the aid of an ultra violet light failed 


to reveal any scheelitethich would go more than an estimate 0.2 per-


cent W03. 


The three outcrops before excavation,aocording to the lessee, 


showed considerable - s chee lit e mine raliz ati on. However, the mineral-


ization did not continue at depth and apparently were only shallow 


pods.


The ore that was shipped was all broken into small lumps and 


thoroughly hand sorted.


DEVELOPIVIENT 


Three small pits (figs. 2 and 3) constitute the development on 


the claim. The upper pit is about four feet by eight feet and about 


five feet deep. The middle pit is about 25 feet long, 5 feet wide, 


and6 feet deep. The lower pit is an open cut about 20 feet long 


and 4 to 10 feet wide; at the farthest end, according to the lessees, 


a hole 4 feet deep was excavated, however, this hole was filled with 


rubble and alluvium from recent rains.

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SAMPLING 


Only	 one place was worthy of a sample and this was in the 


upper pit. A sample taken from a small vertical fracture two inches 


thick, and at right angles to the main shear zone in the pit, con-


tained 2 • 95 percent VVO3 . The other pits were also observed at night 


with the aid of an ultra-violet light and showed an estimated less 


than 0.2 percent WO. (See figure 2). 


CONCLUSIONS 


1. There are no indicated or inferred ore that can be estimated 
on the claim. 


2. The mineralized showing is too small and limited in scope 
to warrant TFederal expenditure as proclaimed by the applicant. 


3. No further consideration by the Bureau of Mines is recom-
mended••


4. The applicant also agreed that further work on the claim was 
unjustified.

This office has received your Application for Aid for an 
'loration Project, form I1F-103, dated June 25, in the amount of 
$1,50O for equipment to mine tungsten ore in Nye County, Nevada. 


It seems to us that in requesting financial aid to purchase 
a mucking machine and a dunp truck and renting a shiploader, you have 
in mind the mining of ore and not the exploration of your property to 
determine if you have commercial ore. 


Loans on a participating basis are granted only for explora-
tory work. For help in purchasing mining equipment such as you desire, 
you will have to apply for a loan on an entirely different set of forms, 
and, if granted, such loans are not on a participating basis but are 
drawn up for the full amount payable with interest by an agreed date. 
For this purpose IiF-lO2 form is attached. Four copies should be 
filled out and sent to the Defense Minerals Administration, Interior 
Building, Washington 25, D. C • The fifth copy is forvur files. 


We note that you are in a hurry to get a Governnnt loan 
and ask when the engineer will be at your property. The deadline 
date for filing applications for Government aid was May 31, 1951. 
Applications received since then are being held pending passage of 
an extension of the Defense Production Act of 1950 by the Congress. 
As soon as the extension Act is passed and signed by the President, 
all applications received after May 31 and on file in this office will 
be sent to Washington for , processing. We make no field examinations 
until requested to do so by the Washington Office of the Defense 
Minerals Administration.

In any event, you should have sent us four copies, as stated in the 
instructions.
