Desr Sir:

Talc, the low grade and the high<grade. You may make your test
but plesse give me a report on same. This property as I have
been informed hess produced 20,000 tons of high grade talc and

it wes prsctically all taken from the surfece and the greatest
depth was an incline shaft 110 feet of about 40 degree angle
which I would consider a 60 foot depth. The top of the property
is so badly butchered that it is not safe for further operation
on the surface. Therefore, it 1s necessary to run a tunnel
down the hill 200 feet below the top workings. I should judge
that 8 good body of ore can be struck from 50 to 100 feet in
said tunnel which would be much cheaper to operate than a shaft.
Also, it would give me sbout 150 feet of backs and it would be
much easier to stope and cross cut as there is no question in
my mind or other engineers who examlined the property stated

thet it is necessary to run a tunnel between 50 and 150 feet

in order to get under the bigf body of ore as the top has only
been operated and butchered and produced of high grade talc
from stringers going every direction and therefore, they are
under the ovinion that the big body of talc 1s at a much greater
depth. I believe that a tunnel would be much cheaper to operate
and produce the high grade talec. This requires capitol. I am
fully ecuipped with compressor, hoist and small truck. I do

not need equipment but I do need supplies and labor cost. I
also believe that there are other strategic metals such as
tungsten and ursnium and if your engineers can make examination
of this property with a high grade gesuger counter and make the
thorough assays of the various vein matters on this property, it
may be found.

I suggest that you write to Mr. Dawes explaining that
only block steatite is on the expoloration list and that if he has
any such material a 5 to 10 pound sample should be sent to you. I
will be surprised if he actually sends a sample. If a sample shows
any promise whatsoever, a field examination should be made.
