July 27, regarding subject applicants' application for an exploration
project of $25,000 to test tungsten claims in the Gillis and Wassuk
Mountain ranges near Walker Lake, Mineral County, Nevada. '

Your request for information concérning subject claims
was referred to A. C. Johnson, Chief, Mining Division, Bureau of Mines,
Region III, who reports that the property was examined by an engineer
of the Bureau of Mines in April 1950. Four copies of the report entitled
"Preliminary Report -- Hope Prospect, Mineral County, Nevada" by Russell
R. Trengove, were submitted to Mr. J. H. Hedges of the Washington Office
of the Bureau of Mines on May 9, 1950.

 In the first paragraph of the report, Mr. Trengove states:
"As there are no mineralized outcrops or workings of any kind on these
claims, it appears that the Hope claims were staked and filed merely
on the strength of the mineralization developed on the adjoining property
owned by Mr. (George W. ) Hillm, Then, under Conclusions, Mr. Trengove
reports as follows: "From the correspondence and prospectus for the sale
of the Hope claims, and information obtained from Mr. Hill, it appears
.that the Hope interests are using the development work on the Hill prop-
erty to promote the sale of the Hope Claims. As there is no ore in
evidence on the Hope claims, no further attention should be given to this
property by the Bureau of Mines."

In view of the Trengove report, Mr. Johnson is of the .opinion
that no further consideration should be given for a loan as requested in
Docket 1830X. I have added to the docket a copy of a letter from Louise
G. Hope to Mr. Hill, dated Jamuary 13, 1949, which Mr. Johnson sent me
and which he considers "rather enlightening". Louise G. Hill is
Mrs. Charles Montgomery. She is a public stenographer in San Francisco
and operates her business under her maiden name, She was in to see me






the other day and it was evident from what she said that they were
trying to consummate a deal of some kind as the best way out to
satisfy the 12 or 1L persons involved in the ownership of the claims.

GILLIS DISTRICT MINES and WASSUK DISTRICT MINES

In 1941, during World War II, Chas. G. Montgomery had an option on 8 plus
Tungsten (Scheelite) mining cleims located by Geoe. W Hill (now deceased)
and & Mr, Frick, of Schurz, Mineral County, Nevada. Mr, Victor Nyebolle,
of Sen Francisco, & mining men and engineer, stated he could sell the
claims if Chase. G. Montgomery would give him & sub-option; that he would
drive to the property, examine it with a fluorescemt lamp to see if it
was as represented, which he did.

Louise Hope Montgomery sent two samples to the American Smelting and Refining
Compeny at Salt Lake, Utah which came from the dump of the Hill-Frick claims,
and the AS&RCo. sent back a letter stating they assayed the samples and they
ran 6.50% WOg and 20.84% WOg.

Mr. Montgomery wrote Mr. Nyebolle to locate some claims adjacent to the Hill-
Friock claims, end also to check the placers adjacent thereto. Mr. Nyebolle
did this and used his fluorescent lamp at night all over the district, and

he said it looked like a Christmas tree at night, so he located in the nemes
of some of us who put in money and work 32 placers on the Gillls side and

9 placers; and later on the Wassuk side he located 8 placers and 3 tunnelsites
with an unknown number of claims. These claims are on record at Hawthorne,
Mineral County, Nevada, in Recorder's Office.

When Mr. Nyebolle had located all the claims he told Mr. Chas. G. Montgomery
end Louise Hope Montgomery (then Louise Hope) that he owned the whole lot of
claims., later Mrs. Montgomery went to Hawthorne with her attornmey in Reno,
Nevada and the judge gave her, Mr. Montgomery and five associates they had
gotten into the project an unduvided one-half of the claims located for us
by Mr. Nyebolle. (Mr. Nyebolle was not well at the time and we gave him one-
half in order to be fair as he had others with him whom we felt were due soms
interest on his dide). The case was not opposed. Since then we have been
unable account of the price on imported tungsten to get a lessee for the
property but now since the United States meeds tungsten, we belleve that the
property could be worked to adventage.
