Reference is made to your subject "Review of Application for 
Exploration Assistance" dated August 20. 


Attached are four copies of a report, "DMA-1890, Last Chance 
Prospect, Esmeralda County, Nevada (Lead-Zinc)," by Charles D. Rinehart 
and Edward N. MacKevett, Geologists, U. S. Geological Survey, dated 
November 9, 1951. 


Sampling revealed a metal content considerably below a 
commercial grade, and no geologic evidence suggesting an increase in 
grade at .depth was observed. Region III Field Team concludes that 
further exploration is unwarranted and that request for a Government 
loan should be denied. 


The docket file is also enclosed herewith.

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Introduction 


The Last Chance lead-zinc Prospeät was examined 'at the request 
of Mr. Tom Lyon, Qiainnan, Coordinating Committee, Defense Minerals 
Administration in order to detenriine the feasibility of government 
participation in a $10,000.00 exploration program. Assays indicate 
values too low to warrant further exploration, and the loan is therefore 
not recommended. 


The property consist of three unpatented claims in the northeast 
edge of Sylvania Mountains, 9.8 airline miles S • 660 W. of Lida, 
Esmèralda County, Nevada. Access to the property via the Oasis-.Lida 
road is as follows: From the California-Nevada border go east 11.7 
miles to the intersection of the Tule Summit road; turn right and go 
southeast 0.6 miles past the rains of the Pigeon Stamp Mill to a 
fork in the road, left of which is an old cabin; tarn right and go 
1.2 miles to another fork in the road; turn left following a tLog 
Spring" sign and go 0.8 miles past a cabin on the right to a fork 
in the road directly west of a second cabin; turn left and go 0.S miles 
to the property. 


One day, October 16, l9l, was spent by E. N. MacKevett and 
C. D. JLnehart of the Geological Survey in exaiidning the deposit. They 
were accompanied during the examination by Mr. T. Hansen, caretaker of 
the property. A sketch map at a scale of 1 inch equals 20 feet was 
prepared by the Brunton-tape method and seven chip samples were ollected. 


The property was previously ouied by M. N. Homer from whom 
it was acquired in 19L1.8 by the present oner, Mr. llerrefl S. Wisdom 
of Van Nuys, California. No past production from the property is 
reported.


The road to the property is generally suitable as a haulage 
road with the exception of the last one-quarter mile thich could be 
made satisfactory by a few hours of bull-dozer work. An adequate 
supply of water is available a few hundred feet goutheast of the 
workings • Equipment on the property consists of a very poorly constructed 
headfrazne, about SO feet of wire rope, and a small hoist. 


• The workings consist of a 20 foot shaft inclined 80° to the 
north, an 8 foot northwest-trending drift at its base, a small open 
cut 20 feet northwest of the shaft, and a 60 foot northeast -trending 
opon cut about ).i.0 feet southeast of , the shaft . (see sketch map). 


Geology 


The area is underlain by massive limestone which is cut by 
an ore-bearing fault zone that strikes northwest and dips steeply to

the northeast. The limestone is massive, finely crystalline, and 
where exposed in the long open cut it is highly shattered along the 
footwall.


The fault zone strikes N. 70° W. and dips 80° northeasterly. 
The footwall is well defined and is best exposed in the long open cut. 
The. hanging ....wall is obscured by slope wash on the surface and is not 
exposed in the workings • Continuity of the fault zone along the 
strike is also obscured by slope wash • The fault zone has a minimum 
thickness of 2tL feet in the northeastend of the long open cut, and 
at the collar of the shaft the minimum thickness is about 10 feet. 


The following lead and zinc minerals are disseminated rather 
uniformly throughout the zone; Cerussite, heinimorphite, and hydrozincite('?). 
There is a minor amount of galena near the bottom of the shaft, and 
several small, widely dispersed patches of chrysocolla (?) were also 
observed.


Conclusions 


Seven chip samples were taken across the exposed portion of 
the fault zone at the places indicated on the accompanying map. Assays 
by the Hydrometallurgical and Ore-Dressing Branch of the Bureau of 
Nines at Reno, Nevada, are tabulated on the map, and reveal a metal 
content considerably below a mineable grade. No geologic evidence 
suggesting an increase in grade at depth was observed. 


In view of the foregoing evidence, further exploration of the 
property does not seem easib1e.

All facilities, buildings, fixtures, Wnir other items costing more than $50 
each, paid for or purchased with funds contributed jointly by the Operator and the Government, shall belong to the OperatQr and 
the Government jointly, in proportion to their respective contributions, and upon the termination of the contract, if they have any 
salvage value, shall be disposed of for their joint account unless the Government, in writing, waives its interest in any such items 
The Government may require the dismantling, severance from land, and removal of any such items in order to realize its interest 
in the salvage value thereof, and the cost of any such removal and of the disposal of the items shall be for the joint account of the 
parties in proportion to their respective interests.

13. Progress reports. The Operator shall provide the Government with monthly reports of progress in form and content 
satisfactory to the Government, and upon the completion of the project or termination of the contract shall provide the Government 
with a comprehensive geologic and engineering report, including an estimate of ore reserves, to the best of his ability. Four copies 
of all reports shall be furnished to the Government. 


14. Repayment by Operator. If, upon the completion of the exploration project or termination of the contract, the Govern-
ment considers that a discovery or development has resulted from the work from which commercial production of ore may be 
made, the Government, within 6 months thereafter shall so certify to the Operator, particularly describing and delimiting its esti-
mate of the discovery or the development. Thereafter, if and as ore is produced as a result of such discovery or development, the 
Operator and his successor in interest shall be and become obligated to pay to the Government a percentage royalty on the net 
smelter returns or other net proceeds realized from such ore, concentrates, or metal produced within ten (10) years from the date 
of this contract, until the total amount contributed by the Government, without interest, is fully repaid or said 10 years have 
elapsed, whichever occurs first, as follows:

This obligation to repay from net returns or proceeds shall be and remain a claim and lien upon the property which is the subject 
of the exploration project and upon any production resulting from such discovery or development, in favor of the Government, 
until fully paid, or until said 10-year period has elapsed; and this claim and lien and the Government's right to repayment shall 
survive any termination of the contract, whether by completion of the exploration project or otherwise. This article is not to be 
construed as imposing any obligation on the Operator or his successor in interest to produce ore from any such discovery or 
development. 


15. No assignment of contract. Without the written consent of the Government, the Operator shall not assign or otherwise 
transfer or hypothecate this contract or any rights thereunder. 


16. Termination and completion. The Government may, at any time, by written notice to the Operator, terminate this con-
tract: (a) If the Operator fails to provide his share of the money necessary to prosecute operations pursuant to the terms of the 
contract S (b) if the Operator, in the opinion of the Government, fails to prosecute operations pursuant to the terms of the con-
tract; or (c) if in the opinion of the Government, operations up to the time of the notice have not indicated the probability of 
making any worthwhile discovery and in the opinion of the Government further operations are not justified. Upon the comple-
tion of the project or any termination of the contract the Operator shall render to the Government a full and final accounting of 
his operations under the contract and his expenditures of money; shall dispose of any unused materials, supplies, and equipment 
for the joint account of the Operator and the Government in the proportion of their respective interests; and shall pay to the 
Government its pro-rata share of any money remaining.
