No 
work had been done on the property, which is in rugged country, 
and what sampling had been done was superficial and not adequate 
to evaluate the deposits; and no maps, showing either topography or 
geology were available • It was thought, therefore, that the first 
step in the examination should be some area geology. Accordingly-, 
the docket was referred to the Geological Survey with the thought 
that if the property looked favorable geologically, consideration 
then would be given by our engineers to the applicant's proposed work 
and costs.

Surrunary and Conclusions 


The Ogee-Lovi copper prospect lies on the eastern slopes 
of the rugged Jackson Mountains, approximately 25 iidles north of Jungo, 
Nevada. Steep precipitous topogrhy presents road building problems, 
and ore and equipment could be moved only with difficulty over the 
existing roads. 


Copper minerals mainly azurite and malachite with minor chalcopyrite 
chrysocolla, and chalcocite, are found erratically distributed in small 
veins in meta-andesite • Small xriourits of pyrite and chalcopyrite also 
are disseminated in a silicified zone in the meta-andesite. Tio samples, 
cut from this zone, assayed 0.25 and 0.27 percent copper, reppectively. 
Other mineralized rocks did not contain sufficient quantities of copper 
to warrant sampling. 


Owing to the low copper content of the silicified zone, and 
the erratic distribution and small size of the other copper occurrences, 
it is recommended that the applicant's request for a loan be denied.

Conclusions and Recommendations 


The applicants have propoeed bulldozer trenching to e xpose 
a possible southeastern extension of the silicified zone, as well as 
bulldozer trenching on several other small copper-bearing zones. Owing 
to the low grade of the main copper-bearing zone, and the erratic, spotty, 
and extremely small occurrences of copper elsewhere on the property, it 
is re commended that no .further consideration be given to the propebty 
and that the applicant's request for Government assistance in exploration 
be denied.

I received your letter of January 29, 195 2 , in which 
you make certain additional inquiries relative to the above refer-• 
enced mining claims. I will try to answer your questions in the 
order in which they were presented. 


The cost of construction of 7.3 miles of access road, 
(your paragraph 1-a) will cost $3,^00.00. The cost of trenching 
mining claims (your paragraph 1-b) will be $16,275.00. The cost 
of sampling and assaying (your paragraph 1-c) will be $250.00. 


From the above there will of cours,e appear no dis-
crepancy between the figure of $16,525.00 and $19,925.00, as the 
difference is the cost of the access road above described. 


It is not feasible to move a bulldozer to the pro-
perty without constructing the access road (your paragraph 2), as 
the necessary supplementary equipment to do the trenching and 
sampling would still have to be brought on the property. The 
bulldozer without the supplementary equipment is of little use, 


The present mens of traveling, to the property (your 
paragraph 3) is as follows: Originally the claims were reached 
by horseback. Now when the climatic conditions are perfect, it 
is possible to get within three miles of the property by four 
wheel drive equipment.

I received your letter of January 29, 1952, in which 
you make certain additional inquiries relative to the above refer-
enced mining claims. I will try to answer your questions in the 
order in which they were presented. 


The cost of construction of 7.3 miles of access road, 
(your paragraph 1-a) will cost $3,1400.00. The cost of trenching 
mining claims (your paragraph 1-b) will be $16,275.00. The cost 
of sampling and assaying (your paragraph 1-c) will be $250.00. 


From the above there will of course appear no dis-
crepancy between the figure of $16,525.00 and $19,925.00, as the 
difference is the cost of the access road above described. 


It is not feasible to move a bulldozer to the pro-
perty without constructing the access road (your paragraph 2), as 
the necessary supplementary equipment to do the trenching and 
sampling would still have to be brought on the property. The 
bulldozer without the supplementary equipment is of little use. 


The present means of traveling to the property (your 
paragraph 3) is as follows: Originally the claims were reached 
by horseback. Now when the climatic conditions are perfect, it 
is possible to get within three miles of the property by four 
wheel drive equipment. From there we have been walking in to 
the property. It is always possible to get to the point where 
the access road will leave the County road,with proper equipment.

His only statement about the strength of the copper 
showings is "assays indicate copper values up to 23%. ft This should 
be supported by a more complete statement, with sketches if possible7 
showIng exactly where and what kind if samples were taken, by whom, 
length, etc., with copies of assay certificates. 


The application and the attached map give no indication 
whatever of the nature of the deposit - what the country rock is, 
the character of the mineralization, or what is exposed in the 
existing cuts. 


The applicant's description of the proposed work is wholly 
inadequate, merely some large areas circled on the claim map and the 
phrase, "open-cut work." He should state the footages of trenching 
or other work to be done and show the layout on the map and explain 
or give reasons therefor. If trenching is part of the proposal he 
should. state the character and depth of overburden. 


He should be asked. to explain the necessity for seven and 
one-half miles of access road, showing the location of the proposed. 
roadwork on the map, and. estimate the footages of rock and. earth 
work. The cost of this should be estimated separately frpI the 
exploratory work.







It would do no harm to have a little more specific 
informat ion regarding the mining experience of the applicant and 
of the proposed superintendent. 


Following is a note Mr. Nelson sent on this application: 
"Since there is no supporting evidence herewith, this application 
deserves only short shrift unless there is reason for thinking the 
applicants are just lacking in the know how of making an application." 


The Bureau of Mines has no report on this copper prospect, 
although it has one on a copper prospect on the opposite side of 
the Jackson Mountains, a few miles to the west.
