" Introduction

. DMEA docket 2458, Osborn and Bassman property, Lyon County,
Nevada, proposes to explore uranium-bearing gouge zones along northeast-
trending faults which cut granitic rocks of Jurassic (?) age. Locally,
a platy, light-green, radioactive mineral that fluoresces under ultra-
violet light occurs disseminated in the gouge. The mineral is t entatively
identified as torbernite; the quantity of torbernite exposed on the
property is so small that a Government loan is not justifiede

In response to a request from the Chairman of the Coordinating
Committee of DMEA to Mr. He C. Miller, Executive Officer, Field Team,
Region I1I, a field examination of the property was made by George
We Walker and William Pe. Irwin of the U. S+ Geological Survey on
Aygust 8, 1952, The results of an investigation of the property in
October 1950, by M. H, Staatz and H. L. Bauer, Jr., of the Federal
Survey are contained in Trace Elements Memorandum Report 228, dated
August 1951, Their report covers in some detail the location of the
property, the geology, descriptions.of the workings and the ore deposits,
including 5 analyses for uranium, and an estimate of the ore reserves.
Their evaluation of the deposit, as seen at the time of their examination,
indicates that under present economic conditions the deposit cannot
be profitably exploited. Therefore, this report is directed entirely
toward a re-evaluation of the property, based on exploration and de-
velopment that has been done by the owners since October 1950.

The examination of the property on August 8, 1952, un-
covered no new or addtional evidence that would warrant a change in
the evaluation indicated in the report by Staatz and Bauer. Therefore,
the property does not merit a Government exploration loane

Recent Exploration and Development

At the time of the examination by Staatz and Bauer the
mine workings -- those driven primarily to explore for uranium --
consisted of a 3l-foot shaft sunk along a shear zone at a 52 degree
incline and 37 feet of horizontal workings driven from the bottom
of the shafte Since the examination in October 1950, the owmers have
extended the inclined shaft to a total depth of 52 feet (incline
distence) and, from the bottom of the shaft, have driven a total of
107 feet of drifts and crosscuts (see fige 1). All of the workings are
in crushed granitic rock which is highly altered, locally. Fault zones, which
trend northeast and dip northwest, commonly contain quartz veins or
crushed quartz mixed with a white clay gouge. The quartz veins, and
locally, chunks of quartz in the gouge, contain small quantities of
galena, chalcocite, and reported silver and gold (nativ%? minerals.
