I have reviewed the Field Team report on this application,
which recommends disapproval of the proposed long adit, and recommends
instead that two old shafts be reopened and a small footage of drift-
ing, raising, crosscutting be done in each.

The recommendation is well supported by sampling of acces-
sible showings of copper ore, and L believe the estimated costs are

as good as can be had for such an undertaking,

It would be advisable, in my opinion, to provide as part of
the description of work to be done that all openings made accessible
by the reopening of the shaft shall be mapped and sampled, and the new
exploration workings likewi se.

Cost of timber for headframe, guides, slides, etc., evident-
ly is not included in estimate. Perhaps a small sum should be added

Aocording to the examining enginesr and geologists, this
loan should be denied; howsver, the Fiell Team does consider that the
copper ore in sight in the Arizona and Hank shafts, together with the
coppsr content of the ore samples and the possibility of finding ad-
ditional ore, are sufficient to warrant an exploration loan in the
amount of $13,875.48. The work under this loan would comprise clean-
ing out the Arisona and Hank shafts and then doing some drifting,
crosscutting, and raising to determine. the potential valus of the
property.

Under date of November 4, forms MF-203, Owner's Consent
to Lien were furnished you. These forms were sent to you as it was
our understanding that you had not furnished them with your original
application,

The Mining Division of Region III are not proposing an
exploration project for your property. The examination that was made
by an engineer from this office and a geologist from the U.S.
Geological Survey were in agreement that the work that you proposed
did not offer possibilities of making a significant discovery.

The statement that you make in your letter: "The existing
shafts show commercial ore bodies, and much of the money spent would
be duplication of work already done." If this statement is true,
exploration work should not be done, as it would come under the head-
ing of 'development work',

The examining engineer from my office has also informed
me that he was unable to get down to the hottom of the shaft and
therefore is unable to verify the statements that you have made.
That is one of the reasons that he has proposed that the shaft be
cleaned out to enable them to sample any ore that might be present,

. The particular reasons for considering the rehabilitation of the
Arizona and Hank shafts were to delineate any orebodies that might
be found and it was considered to be the quickest and cheapest
method of exploration,

In answer to your item 3, Careful consdderation has been
given to your proposed exploration work and the conclusions that
you have drawn are not logical, as the examining engineer and
geologist did not see any surface evidence that would lead to a
conclusion that an orebody would be found at depth.

I do not believe that my engineer or the geologist from
the U.S. Geological Survey made a statement to the effect that when
they examined the Checkmate Vein that they had not seen that type
of ore and they did not know what to expect from it. You also
stated that you had asked them to visit a property that was 15 miles
distant from the place that you were asking for exyloration assist-
ance., I do not believe that the property that you intended to show
these gentlemen would have any bearing on the property you consider
for exploration work.,
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The Mining Division of Region III does not have any ob-
Jection on any work that you do with your own funds on the Check-
mate vein, The engineer of the Bureau of Mines and the geologist
of the U,S. Geological Survey are not recommending expenditure
of Government funds for work that is highly speculative.
