The denial of the subject application by this Division to 
based on the following information: 


1., The subject property was re-examined in the field because 
we-recelved a request for reconsideration claiming among 
other grounds thatsubsequent prospecting had found ad-
.ditional mineralization. The previous denial had been 
.Justified by our memorandum of April 10, 1952, under the 
former-Docket No. DMk 1964X — Tungsteno-


2. In asking for a re-examination, by a different field teamg 
we requested: (1) close examination of the entire miner-
alized zone; (2) sampling of the mineralized outcrop, where 
warranted; and (3) sampling of the entire 43-foot adit. 


3. The new field team followed the mineralized zone for about 
a mile to the east'of the adit and lamped the few exposed 
outcrops, finding them all barren. The same zone was found 
to extend to the west for at leaat 2,000 feet and was 
estimated, after lanping, to be similar in average grade to 
the ore exposed in the adit, that is, between 0.1 and 0.2 
percent W031 


4, Two channel samples, one from the same actinolite-calcite 
lens In which the adit is driven t and one from a parallel 
lens, were taken from the outcrops but were not accepted 
.for grade calculation because the assay results were lower 
than the lamped-estimates made before cutting the samples. 
similarly, a chip sample of the hand-picked ore and one of 
run of mine rock were assayed but were considered unaccept-
able for the same reason, 


5, The adit bad been advanced 7 feet between November 15, 1951 
amd Ju3,v 3,, 1952 * Two channel samples cut In the newly 
exposed face of the adit gave a weighted average grade over

a 5^-foot width of 0.14 percent WO which was In substantial 
agreement with the grade estimatel 'by lamping. The now 


* field team also recalculated the grade estimate for the adit 
based on the two samples cut in the face by the former field 
team and arrived at a weighted average grade over a 5-foot 
width of 0-23 percent W03o The recalculation took no account 
of the back sample which was cut by the former team some 15 
feet west of the face at that time,, and which assayed less 
than 0,01-percent Wo^ over 4.0 feet, although it was de-
scribed as "cut across the scheelite-bearing layer"* 


6o On the basis of the re-examinationg it was concluded that 
the-deposit contains a large tonnage of scheelite-bearing 
rock In a zone at least 2,000 feet long. The grade of the 
mineralized,rock, however, is estimated to be less than 0.2 
percent Wo^ and, therefore, the deposit is submarginal. 


7, In requesting the re-examinatioN we a1so advised that if 
further work appeared to be necessary, after receipt of the 
assays of the new samples, a project should be drawn up and 
detailed information should be given us concerning the 
necessary costs. The field team, without submitting any 
project, recommends that . exploration be restricted to 
surface trenching and sampling provided the Government to 
interested In appraising the property as a potential low" 
grade reserve in the event of a future national emergency. 


8. The field team further recommends that the applicant's 
proposal to explore the deposit by drifting and crosscutting 
be denied.

Reference is made to your memorandum, dated 1.1ay 13,.1952, 
requesting a re-examination of the subject property .by a different 
field team from that which made the original examination. 


The crequested examination has been made and there are at-
tached here-with four copies of a report - DMEA 2567, Marsam. Enter-
prises, Inc.,., Lander County, Nevada (T-Bone Tungsten Property) by 
H. L. Sobel and IV. P. Irwin, Geologists of the U. S. Geological 
Survey, dated August 5. 1952. 


The examining geologists report that the deposit contains 
a large tonnage of scheelite-bearing rock in a zone at least 2,000 
feet long. The grade of the mineralized rock, however, is estimated 
to be less than 0.2 percent V103 and., therefore ., the deposit is sub.!-. 
marginal.


I t is recommended that the applicant's proposa-1 to explore 
the deposit by drifting and crosscutting be denied. If the Govern-
ment is interested in appraising the property as a potential low-
grade reserve in the event of a future national emergency ., it is 
recommended that exploration be restricted to surface trenching and 
sampling.

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Introduction 


The T-Bone tungsten property is the subject of a request by 
Marsam Enterprises ., Inc.., for a DMA exploration loan. It was examined on 
November 14 and 15,, 1951 by a team consisting of E. J. Matson of the Bureau 


of Mines ., and R '. M. Smith and Reed Craig of the Geological Survey. They 
estimated that the deposit contained 100 tons of indicated ore with a grade 
of 0.5 percent NO and 2000 tons of inferred ore with a grade of 095-percent 


.3 
W03, They recommended that Marsam Enterprises ., Inc... be granted a contract 
to explore the deposit by extending the present adit 100 feet and driving 
two 25-foot crosscuts. The total cost of the 150 feet of proposed workings 
was to be $15,000. 


The field team's report was reviewed in Waphington,^ and o contrary 
to the recommendationo the loan was denied. The denial was received un-
favorably by Marsam Enterprises t Inc.., inasmuch as the denial was inconsistent 
with the encouragemen ' t given by the field team during'the examination. Marsam 
Enterprises, Inc. 3 requested that the docket be reconsidered., and ' this request 
was referred to the Field Team. In response to that request ., the T-Bone 
tungsten property was examined by W. P.. Inrin and H. L. Sobel of the Geological 
Survey in the company of F. D. Shuck., mine manager ., on July-3 and 4, 1952. 


judging from copies of letters and memos referring to the subject.9 
the loan was' denied because of three principal beliefs; (1) the grade of 
the ore is marginal to sub-marginalp (2) the tonnage is too small to warrant 
mining marginal to sub-marginal ore ., and (3) the exploration cost of $100-00 
per foot , of proposed workings is unreasonably high. The following is a 
discussion of the points outlined above in view of the re-examination. 


Grade 


Matson and Smith cut two channel samples across mineralized lenses 
in the actinolite-calcite bed exposed in the face of the T ' -Bone adit. One 
sample was 2.0 feet wide and assayed 0.44 percent WO $ the other was 0*3 
feet wide and assayed Oe88 percent WO * The weighted average of the samples 
is 0.5 percent W03 across a width of ^-3 feet; the rock between and on either 
side of the samples presumably was barren. On the basis of these samplesp 
Matson andSmith estimated that the block of ground extending 200 feet beyond 
the face of the adit 3 from the surface to the adit level ., contained a reserve 
of 2000 tons of inferred ore with a grade of 0.5 percent WO 3 over 2.3 feet* 
This 2.3 foot sample width is not considered representative of the mineable 
ore inasmuch as the minimum practical mining width is about 5 feet. The 
mineralized rock should be evaluated over this width to'give the expected 
grade of run-of-mine ore. Recalculated for a width of 5 feet the weighted 
average of the two samples is 0.23 percent WO 3 0 


Subsequent to the examination by Matson and Smith, the adit was 
advanced 7 feet along the mineralized bed. During re-examination by Irwin 
and Sobel-two chip samples., each about 5.2 feet long, were cut across the 
newly-exposed face. One sample, cut I foot above the floor of the aditj 
assayed 0.02 percent W03; the other ., taken 4 feet above the floor of the aditp







assayed 0.26 percent WO 
3 . The weighted.average grade of the two samples over a 5-foot width is'0 *14 percent W03P which is similar to the grade of the 


samples cut by Matson and Smith weighted over a 5-foot width. The 
approximate grade of the rock exposed in the face is substantiated further 
by a grade of between 0.15 and 0.20 percent W03 estimated by lampiftge 


The mineralized zone along the surface was found to extend up the 
ridge to the west of the adit for at least 2,000 feet (see plates 1,2 and 3)p 
and lamping revealed it to be of a grade similar to that-of . the ore exposed 
in : the adit. Individual outcrops lamped as high as 2.0 percent W03 but 
the average grade of all outcrops of actinolite-calcite rock was estimated 


,to be between 0.1 and.0.2 percent WO . Matson and Smith also estimated that 
'I t-he average grade of the tungs ' ten-bZring rock in the outcrops will probably 
not exceed 0.2 percent 'W0311- 


Fout other samples were-cut by Irwin and Sobel.in the vicinity 
of the adit. They are listed below with their locations ., widths ., and assay 
results. All four sample locations were lamped at night and the samples 
cut-the following day under plain light. Because of the incongruous assay 
results, the grades estimated by lamping prior to sampling are listed.

These samples do not appear to be representative of the grade of 
the bulk ore, Sample 3', of hand-picked rockp obviously should be disregarded 
since it assayed less than the cuts in' the face of the adit ., yet lamped 
considerably higher than the face. Samples 4 and 6 when la'mped were estimated 
to be representative of the rock exposed'in the adit b# also assayed far 
lower than the . samples in the face ** The incongruity between the lamping 
estimated and assay results of the samples is difficult to explain * The 


loss of fines.might be a factor ., but certainly does not account entirely 
for the discrepencies. The only rational explanation seems to be that al-
though the sample locations apparently contain fairly evenly-distributed scheelite,. 
the four samples ., by (ch-ance ., were taken in unusually barren areas. These four 
samples, thereforej have not been included in any grade d1culation. . 


Geology and Tonnage 


Disseminated scheelite is restricted to various parallel bed's of 
ac tino lite- calcite rock within a 50-foot zone of interbedded schist and

actinolite-calcite rock cl	 ,. bounded on either side by fairly persistent beds 
of quartzite (see plate 2)o The entire zone is vertical or dips steeply to 
the south * Indi-kidual beds of mineralized actinolite-calcite rock range 
from 1 to 10 feet in width. Owing to the extensive overburden ., they 
cannot be traced for more thm 10 to 20 feet along their strike * Judging 
from the distribution of outcrops, it d:b probable that individual beds are not 
continuous for the etti^re length of the zone but pinch and swell along the 
str - ike as well as down the dip. It seems likely .9 however .9 that at any 
point along the zone the composite thickness of the actinolite-calcite rock 
will be somewhat similar. 


The adit was driven into a single bed at least 5 feet thick. 
Two other bedsj 1 foot thick and ' 2 feet thick respectively are exposed 
within the 10 feet of schist south of the adit portal. The remainder of the 
zone to the north is covered. About 500 feet west of the adit five individual 
lenses of actinolite-calcite -rock crop outwithin the 50-foot width of schist. 
The aggregate width'of the five beds is about 20 feet. From these outcrops 
and from the relative amount-of actinolite_calcite^rock exposed throughout the 
area ., it is estimated that from 20 to 40 percent of.-the rock within the zone 
consists of scheelite-bearing actinolite-calcite rock; the remaining 60 to 
80 percent is barren. 


The ridge west of'the adit slopes +30* for about 1000 feet, then 
the slope decreases'to an average of +20* for the next 1000 feet. Because of 
the great strike length of the deposit along the ridge, it is probable that 
the entire zone extends downdip at least to the adit level* 


East of* the adit the mineralized zone is les's clearly defined owing 
to thick overburden, Samples from a group of outcrops of actinolite-calcite 
rock about 1000 feet east of the adit were lamped and were found to be 
nearly barren. . About a mile east of'-the ad:itp apparently on the same zone 
an the Caruso No. 3 daim., an outcrop of 'a ctinoli te- calcite rock that Mr. 
Shuck though contained scheelite in economic amounts was lamped and found 
to be barreno Further prospecting to"the east to expose the zone is 
necessary before it can be evaluated., 


The zone within the triangular block of ground outlined to the west 
of the adit has a slope length of 2000 feet, a horizontal length of 1800" 
feet ., a maximum vertical height of 840 feet at the western end ., and an average 
thickness of 50 feet. Assuming 12 cubic feet of rock to the ton $ about 
3.,500,000 tons of rock is within the block. Of this amount it is estimated 
that 30 percent 3 or about 1 1 000,000 tons is mineralized actinolite-calcite 
rock with an estimated'grade between 0.1 and Oo2 percent WO . Probably much 
of this tonnagey perhaps more than half ., is contained in be2s less than 5 
feet thick.


Cost of Exploration 


The revised exploration project proposed by Matson and Smith 
consisted of 100 feet of drifting and 50 feet of crosscuttingo The project 
was to cost $15.,000 or $100 per foot of work,, and it would require 15 weeks 
to complete.. 


Accord ing to Mr. Shuck., the unreasonably high cost estimate was 
primarily due to the proposal that two shifts of miners be,employed rather 
than one shift, The mine camp as it exists can adequately house-one shift 
of miners without any rehabilitation or expenditure. To house a second 


3*
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shift would require the expenditure of almost $1,800 for'furnishings and 
would result in the loss of several weeks time to construct the camp ., there-
by greatly increasing the cost of labor and supervision* 


Mr. Shuck explained that by utilizing one shift of miners ., he 
could drive an average of ' 2#5 fe 


* 
et per shift, and by starting work llmedi-ately 


complete the 150 . feet of work in-about 60 working days ., or three months. On 
this basis-he roughly estimated the cost per foot would be only $40 for.a 
total project cost of $6000. Probably the applicant would acc .ept a. contract 
on a unit.cost basis of $40 perfoot. 


Mining Factord 


Mr. Shuck seemed to agree that the mineralized actinolite-c6.lcite 
rock averaged only about 0.2 percent WO	 He thinks ., however, that although 
this grade of ore is normally considered submarginal, it can be mined at 
a profit in this case because of two favorable factors. 


First ., the mineralized rock appears to be highly amenable to 
hand-sorting. Near the portal of the adit is a 20-ton pile of hand-picked 
orep with a grade estimated by lamping to be about 0,5 percent W03- The 
average size of the blocks within the pile is about 0-5 feet in largest 
dimension, indicating that under efficient conditions ., the. rock could be 
picked rapidly and therefore at a low labor cost. 


The second favorable factor is the erection of the Sunnyside tungsten 
mill on the east side of Smokey . Valley., about 16 miles by'road east of the 
T-Bone prospect. The mill is to employ tabling and flotation 3 and will 
have a capacity of 50 tons a day. According to Mr. Shuck 3 who is also 
manager of the mill ., it is owned solely by Samuel Weiler, major stockholder. 
of the Marsam Enterprisesp Inc. Mr. Shuck estimates the mill will recover 
85 percdnt of the W03 content of the T-Bone ore at a cost of $4-00 per ton. 
He plans to amortize the mill with profits from custom ores which will be 
charged at a rate of $8.00 a ton, thereby allowing the T-Bone ore to run 
at cosio


Conclusions 


The mineralized zone on the T-Bone property is about 50 feet wide 
and extends-on the surface for at least 2000 feet up the hill to the west 
of the adit without apparent ch.-mge in grade or occurrence. It is 
probable the entire zone continues downdip at least to the adit level ., and 
thus a block of gro^md which contains about 3.,500)000 tons of schist and 
scheelite-bea.r*ing rock is inferred. Of this amount, it is estimated that 
30 percent of the block, or about 1pOOO.,OOO tons, is scheelite-bearing actin-
olite-calcite rock. The actinolite-ca1c .ite beds rangefrom l'to 10 feet in 
width and pinch and swell along the strike as well as down the dip.

The samples cut in the adit by Matson and Smith ., recalculated 
over a mining width of 5 feet, have a weighted average grade of 0.23 percent 
WO3 . Two samples cut in the face of the adit by Irwin and Sobel have a 
weighted average of 0.14 percent WO 3 over a width of 5 feet * On the basis 
of these samples and the lamping of about 2000 feet of the zone, the 
grade of all actinolite-calcite rock within the zone is estimated to be 
between (3.1 and 0.2 percent WO 3 


Although the actinolite-ccalcite rock is amenable to hand-sorting 
and the applic ' ant is now constructing a mill in Smokey Valley, the deposit 
is sub-marginal * Extending the adit . is not recommended as the grade of the 
rock is not expected to differ along thestrike to my significant degree. 


Because of the large tonnage of scheelite-bearing rock involved, 
however 3 it is possible the Government might be interested in knowing . more 
of the deposit; in the event of future national emergency the deposit 
might constitute a significant low-grade reserve * If further data is^, 
desired it is recommended that exploration be restricted to surface trenchina 
and sampling to determine accurately the grade and extent of the mineralized 
rock.

The denial of the subject application by this Division is 
based on the following information: 


1. Scheelite occurs in actinolite-calcite rocks which are a 
part of a metamorphosed sedimentary series of probable 
Ordovician age. The mineralization can be traced for about 
3,000 feet, but, in. general, is very low grade, averaging 
only .19 per cent W03 on 41 cut samples. The principal ore-
bearing zone is about 30 feet wide, within which there are 
three mineralized "layers". each ranging from 6 inches to 
10 feet in width. Those portions of the 3 "layers" which 
contain sufficient tungsten to be considered are very limited 
in longitudinal extent, thus requiring a large amount of 
drifting to locate them. The average grade of the "layers" 
is 0.20 per cent WO and although the "shoots", or richer 


as much as 2.0 per cent W03, the average portions, may conta 
value assigned to the shoots is given by the field team as 
0.44 per cent W03- 


2. The field team notes that possible ore reserves are small; 
that there is a reasonable chance for the discovery of low 
grade ore in significant quantity; and they suggest a small 
drifting program, arranged in two stages, at a cost 
per foot. 


3. The Commodity Division of the TJSGS recommends denial, noting 
that the mineralization is in thin beds, submarginal and that 
there is no likelihood of encountering sufficient tonnage to 
permit low cost mining and milling.

I feel that this deposit is on the margin where either 
approval or rejection can be justified. However, the applicant's 
proposal for drifting at a cost of $100 per foot is prohibitively 
high and would call for rejection. -Irthis estimate is reduced to

The T-Bone property was examined on November 14 and 15, 1951 
by R. M. Smith of the Geological Survey and E. J. 11atson of the Bureau 
of Hines. Their report ., dated January 18., 1952, recommends considera-
tion of a proposal to drift 100 feet west from the face of the present 
43-foot adit, and to crosscut 25 feet north and south from the new face. 
This work will cost 015,000 ($100 per foot) according to the applicant. 


The field examination showed that scheelite is present in 3 
layers of actinolite-calcite rock in schist. The layers are 1/2 to 10 
feet -Tvride; in the adit, the layer exposed is 40 feet long ., 2 feet thick, 
and averages about 0.4 percent of WO 3* The average content of 1103 in 
the outcrops is about 0.2 percent.

PHYSICAL FE&TURES 


The property is on the south side of Spanish Creek and-on the east 


side of the Toiyabe mountain range overlooking broad Smoky Valley. The 


terrain rises graduallyfrom. the valley floor and changes abruptly on 


the fringe of the mountains. The claims are at an estimated altitude 


of 8,000 feet at the mine adit with a continual rise in altitude of 


several hundred feet towards the crest of the ridges. The area is 


characterized by long ridges cut by deep ravines with drainage into 


Smoky Valley * Vegetation consists of pinon pine, junipers, and a variety 


of birch trees on the higher altitudes with willows And cottonwoods in 


the lower reaches.

GEOLOGY 


The rocks of the mine area are mica schist and actinolite-calcite 


rock of probable Ordovician age s which are intruded by granodiorite 


(fig. 2). The metamorphic rocks strike east and dip steeply south or 


are overturned; they are cut by steep cross faults and bedding shears* 


The tungsten deposits are associated with the actinolite-calcite rock. 


The mica schist is a unit about 1p500 feet thick; it was formed 


by the metamorphism of shale.' The actinolite-calcite rock is inter-


layered with the mica schist and was evidently formed by the meta-


morphism of shaly dolomite interbedded with the shale.

ORE DEPOSITS 


The tungsten minerals are locallized along three parallel layers 


of a greenish actinolite-calcite rock which contain locally quartz and 


calcite stringers. The three 1^yers each range from 6 inches to 10 feei 
wide and are contained in a zone about 30 feet wide which is reported to 
continue for 3.,000 feet along the strike. Two of the three mineralized 


layers are exposed , in the adit; all three layers are exposed 200 feet east

The tungsten showings were examinedat night with the aid of an 


ultra violet light and observations made of the structures during the 


'7 day. Two channel samples were taken in the face of the short adit on 


the mineralized areas or lenses. Another sample was taken 15 feet from 


the face on the back of the adit. Sample locations, widths, and analyses 


are shown on fi gure 4. 


PROPOSED - EXPLORATION BY THE COMPANY 


The company at first . proposed an elaborate e.7ploration program con-

CONCLUSIONS AND RBOOMMENDATIONS

property is still in the prospect stage ., it is concluded that there is a 


reasonable chance for the discovery of a significant quantity of low grade 


tungsten ore* If it is in the national interest that exploration of such 


deposits be encouraged., it is recommended that the application be approved.

The costs as shown by the applicant are relatively high per foot 


advance for drifting and crosscutting. The applicant claims that from 


the experience gained from driving the adit (43 feet) to date, he has 


averaged only 2.5 feet per shift ., and requires two shifts to complete a 


round, That is ., he can break 4 to 5 feet per round ., but it takes 27 drill 


holes and two shifts to complete the cycle. According to Mr. Schuck ., the 


ground is slow drilling. An experienced and competent.niner . could probably 


reduce the number of holes from 27 to at'least 20 and complete a drift 


round per shift thus reducing the overall cost of the program. 


The applicant based his costs ., however, on an average advance of 


2* 5 feet per shift with a total cost of $15jO00 for the first phase.
