The
ore averaged about 1.4 percent W03t but the grade was high on
account of selective mining and careful sorting.


According to the engineer's sampling, the gra.de of the
scheelite-bearing quarts averages about 0.5 percent 103 and that
the inferred reserve of such material is only 2000 tons.
