The applicant proposes to extend his present adit 120 feet
and to crosscut 80 feet in a zone of copper mineralization intersected
by U. S. Bureau of Mines drill hole No. L.

Information in our files indicates that a prominent bleached
and silicified zone in andesite trends N 10-20° W across the appli-
cant's claims. Chalcopyrite occurs locally as disseminated grains
and minute veinlets along the zone. Qutcrops indicate a very spotty
mineralization with no evidence of any appreciable secondary copper
enrichment.

Tn 1947-48, the Bureau of Mines drilled 13 holes along 650
feet of the mineralized zone. These holes explored the most promising
outcrops of mineralized rock, Bureau hole No. L, the applicant's
exploration objective, cut 30 feet of 2.3% copper. However, hole
No. 12, 140 feet north of hole No. L, did not intersect any copper
mineralization and hole No. 3, about 100 feet south of hole No. L, cut
two zones, 5 and 10 feet wide, which averaged only 0.6% copper. The
results of the Bureau's drilling indicate the lack of continuity of
copper mineralization along the zone and also show the very spotty
character of the ore.

Sufficient exploration has been done to indicate copper
mineralization is low grade, and that a signi{icant quantity of copper
ore cannot reasonably be expected to be found by the proposed work.

I recommend the application be denied.
