Subject: Concurrence with Field Team denial 


The applicant proposes extensive crosscutting and drifting 
on his property to explore for cobalt and copper mineralization. 


The field team has examined the Star Point claims and has 
iecoiiimended the application be denied copper or cobalt exploration 
assistance. 


Several surface pits and short adit.s have been opened up on 
the property without disclosing any significant mineralization. Sparse 
amounts of secondary copper mineralization occur in association with 
narrow, non-persistent quartz veins and fracture zones. However, 
none of these ore exposures contain sufficient amounts of copper or 
cobalt to justify the proposed exploration work. 


The nature of the copper deposits and the traôe amounts of 
cobalt in the field team samples indicate that a significant ore 
discovery is unlikely to be found by the proposed underground explora-
tion.


I concur with the field team' a recommendation that the appiica-
tion be denied copper and/or cobalt 11'11 assistance.

Attached are four copies of a report entitled "DNEA-3263, Star 
Point Cobalt Mine, Pershing County, Nevada, Cobalt-Copper," by George H 
Holmes, Jr., and Henry- W. Jones, Mining Engineers, U. S. Bureau of Mines, 
and Roscoe N. Smith, Geologist, U. S. Geological Survey, dated April 29, 
19S1L..


According to the examining engineers and geologist, the 
principal ore body at the Star Point cobalt-copper mine is a copper-
bearing quartz vein called the "Copper" vein, which strikes north and 
dips So° west, and is exposed in a surface cut 11 feet deep. The vein 
ranges in width from 1 to 10 inches and has been fo]wed along the strike 
for about 12 feet and down the dip 11 feet. It could not be traced along 
the surface but it is inferred to extend about 30 feet along the strike. 
Other ore bodies - found in the No. 1 adit - are fracture zones as much 
as feet wide in the sedimentary rocks. The fractures contain secondary 
copper minerals in seams up to 1/8 inch wide. Mineralized fractures occur 
in all attitudes, but are commonly parallel with the bedding or parallel 
with strong fracture zones.

The applicants proposed to explore the property by extensive dia-


mond drilling and to purchase mine machinery and equipment for subse-


quent development work. The proposal was later changed to explore for 


the downward extension.. of the principal ore body by crosscutting and 


drifting.


As the Copper vein is narrow and non-persistent and contains very 


little evidence of leaching, and as the secondary copper minerals are not

TIME SPENT ON PROPERTY 


The Star Point cobalt-copper mine was examined on April 6 and 7, 


1954 by George H. Holmes, Jr. and Henry W. Jones, U.S. Bureau of 


Mines and Roscoe M. Smith, U. S. Geological Survey, accompanied by 


Charles H. Chester and William. L. Sullivan, operating partners. 


NAME AND LOCATION OF PROPERTY. 


The five claims comprising the Star Point group are in sec. 24 


and25, T. 30N., R. 36 E.,M.D.B.&M., PershingCounty, Nev. 


The property is about 47'. 5 miles by road 'northeast of Lovelock, 


Nevada, the nearest source of labor and supplies (fig. 1).' To reach' the 


property, travel 14.3 miles northeast from Lovelock on U.S.. Highway 40, 


turn right and proceed 22.4 miles over graded.State Highway 50, turn 


r'ight and travel 1. 8 miles east on the Kyle Hot Springs road. At this point 


a rough, ungraded desert road branches off to the lefitt and continues 10.

Mrs. Mazie A. Chester claims many 


years experience as a geologist; Lewis A. Williams and Kathryn S. Wil-


hams are Mrs. Chester's son and daughter-in-law and evidently have con-


tr.ib.uted financially to the operation. 


APPLICANT'S PROPERTY RIGHTS 


The five unpatented mining claims, Star Point No. 1, Star Point 


No. 2, Star Point No. 3, Star Point No. 4 and Division, were acquired by 


the partnership by relocation during October 1953 and are owned by them. 


DESCRIPTION OF PROPERTY 


The property is located along the foothills on the west slope of the 


East Range of mountains at an eleyation of about 4900 feet. The climate 


is semi-arid with hot, dry summers and moderately cold winters. Vege-


tation is sparse comprising the usual desert plants and shrubs. No water

The mine workings were checked with a Geiger counter for possible 


radioactivity but none was noted. Samples were checked with an ultra-violet 


lamp for possible scheelite mineralization but none was indicated.

"The origin of this material was the Silver Peak claim in sec. 36, 


TWP 30 N., Range 36 E., Pershing County." The 1929 shipment was 


probably from the Star Point property (since renamed) and averaged about 


5 percent copper. This is evidently the carload shipment referred toby 


Mr. C.hester and from' which Masera supposedly received $10, 000; which 


is refuted by the returns. The 1943 shipment is from' the same general 


area but according to the section given, it would be south of the Star Point 


mine.
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Mr. Chester advised that he had sold one ton of copper bearing 


quartz to a Lovelock contractor for $200. 00 for ornamental use. 


No exploration or development is being done at the present time and 


no shipments to smelters have been made by . the present owners. 


Two stockpiles of mineralized material have been gathered and con-


tam 1-1/2 and 1/2 tons of ore respectively. This ore was obtained from 


workings on the Star Point No. 2 claim., and, with the exception of one 


small open cut, was broken by prior operators. 


MANPOWER, SUPPLIES, ETC. 


Labor, materials, supplies and equipment are available at Lovelock. 


Water must be hauled to the property. Power would have to be supplied 


by Diesel- or gasoline-driven generators. Current wages for miners are 


$16.00 per day.


APPLICANTS PROPOSAL 


The applicant proposed originally to explore for the lateral and down-


ward extensions of mineralized zones by diamond drilling and to purchase 


necessary mine machinery and equipment for mine development and oper-


ation. A cost of $76, 411 was estimated for this work. 


During the DMEA examination, the applicant advised the engineers 


and geologist that he now proposed to explore the property by extending the 


existing Blacksmith adit an indefinite distance eastward until ore is en-


countered, and from that point to crosscut north and south an unknown 
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distance until the entire thickness of the ore body has been penetrated. He 


also proposes to build a new road 1-1/2 miles to connect with the road to 


Mill City, Nev.	 / 


He has no idea how much ttdriftinghl is required to cut the vein nor 


how much crosscutting is required to crosscut the full thickness of the vein, 


but estimates that $32. 00 per foot may be adequate to do the underground 


work.


The Blacksmith adit is 56 feet lower than the Copper vein in the 


11-foot cut. If the vein extends 56 feet down the dip at 50°, it would be cut 


at a distance of about 70 feet beyond the existing face of the Blacksmith adit. 


One hundred feet of drifting would be adequate to explore the strike length 


of the vein if found, so a total of 170 feet of underground work would be ade-


quate to test the downward continuation of the Copper vein. 


CONCLUSIONS AND RECOMMENDATIONS 


As the Copper vein is narrow and non-persistent and contains very 


little evidence of leaching, and as the secondary copper minerals are not 


found in minable concentrations, the field team representatives conclude 


that there is little chance of discovering an ore body of significant size. 


They consider that the likelihood of a commercial cobalt deposit is. non-


existent. It is recommended therefore that the application be denied.
