The denial of the subject application by this Division is

based on the following information:

1. The applicant proposed to explore for scheelite a
tactite zone along the western contact of a schist inclusion
in quartz monzonite, The mineralized area is located about
one-half mile southerly from Bartlett Peak in Humboldt County,
Nevada. Exploration was to consist of driving -an adit north-
eastward approximately 300 feet under the two most promising
showings from a small open cut at the south end of the area,
followed by raising to the largest of the test pits, and 800
feet of core drilling., The adit would give 75 feet of back
under the largest pite.

2. The Golden Scheelite mine area is underlain to an
unknown depth by metamorphic rocks included in quartz monzonite;
tactite and biotite-feldspar-quartz schist are the only exposed

metamorphic rockses The scheelite is present in small quantities

in almost all of the tactite exposed and is locally abundant in
the largest pite. Here the scheelite is most abundant along the-
west wall and is particularly concentrated near the schist in
the southwest part of the pit. The highest analysis obtained
by the Field Team was 0.59 percent W03 over a width of 6 feet.
The average of the six samples taken from the largest pit is
0425 percent WO3.

Sparse data .suggest that steeply dipping metamorphic
rocks striking northeast are in contact with quartz monzonite
along a general north-trending line west of the pits for at
least 300 feet. The position of the contact is not known to the

north and east, but is limited by the granitic exposures on
Bartlett Peak several hundred feet to the east., As the
metamorphic rocks are completely enclosed in the quartz
monZonite, it seems likely that the size of the inclusion
will decrease with depth,

3. The applicant estimated that his program would cost
$46,309.86. This was entirely out of line considering that
$13,200.00 of this amount was allotted for core drilling, road
repair, and new buildings and the remainder, $33,109.86, would be
charged to the underground work. This would give costs of $88.29
per foot for the 375 feet of drifting and raising, Cost for
supervision was 30.85 percent of the total payroll: $900,00 per
month for a general manager and $800,00 per month for an assistant
managers

. Comments in this memo will in some respectis duplicate statements
in my report on the geology of the Lincoln and Greenhorn claims
(Golden Scheelite), but I thought it best to snswer categoricelly
the questions in the letter that concern geologic interpretation.

Reference to the report and map prepared by the field examiners
will furnish details of the geologye.

A. Evaluation of 2sssys

1. The weighted average assay of the applicant's sgmples, 8, b, .
¢, and the 6-ton sample is 0.62 percent WO03. As the applicant stated
that 1 percent ore was nceded to profitably ship to the nesrest mill
(Getchell), his own assays indicate the scheelite-bearing tactite is
rot ore. : : ' ‘ '

2, 3. ‘The applicant seems positive that the ore is in a vein that
strikes essentially north, and that the width of the large pit 1is the
width of the ore body. I 4o not feel the geologic data permit this
conclusive statement. The scheelite is disseminated in tactite; this
is a contact metamorphic deposit, not a vein deposit.

The ore may have formed in a northetrending layer along the
contacty ore-more likely-=-pod-like in a reentrant in the north-trending
contact, and along favorzble northeast striking beds. Considering
the meager smount of exposure it seems unwise to meke a conclusive
statement about the trend of the ore. _

CONCLUSIONS

The small axﬁount of exposure does not permit geologic extrapo-
lation to the depth of the adit, and further surface work would be neces-
sary to determine the trend and depth of the schéelite-bearing tactite.

The absence of ore of minable gfade'in the largest pﬁt indicates

that further surface exploration would probably- not uncover scheelite-
. bearing tactite of higher grade.
RE.COMMENDATiONS

It is recommended that the applicant's request for Government

aid be denied.‘

- DESCRIPTION OF PROPERTY

The mine workings consist of a large open cut 50 feet long, 415 feet
wide and ab;)ut '15 feet in depth; a 20 foot ahd a 60 foot long trench and
seve;‘al sm'allér trenchq.es.’ There afe no underground workings. A plan
and sections of the mine é.re shown in figure 2.

GE_OLOGY

The Lincoln and Greeﬁhorn claims area is underlain to an unknown
depth by metamorphic rocks included in quartz monzonite; ta.cti_te and
biotite-feldspé.r-qua.rtz schist are the only exposed metamorphic rocks.
The tactite is dark colored, massive, medium- to coarse-grained, and
composed of pyroxene, garnet, amphibole, epidote, and quar‘;z. . The
tactite is altered to a red-brown, soft, friable, considerably fractured
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rock in the la;'gest pit; in the smailer pits the téctite is. generally fresﬁ
and hard. Thé schist is gray to dark gray, fine-grained, and is com-
posed chiefly of quartz, feldspa.r.', and biotite. Small 2 to 3 mm. | euhedral
feldspar crystais are; present in some of the layers. The ﬁne lamination
of layers of differing mineralogy parallel to the schistosity 1s suggestive
of original bedding; this lam—inai:i;m strikes northeast to east and dips- |
steeply south.

The qﬁartz monzonite is light tan, medium- to coarse-grained,
porphyritic, and contaiﬁs 5 percent or less of bio_tit;,e. vPegm-atii:ic patches
are not uncommon and some ;plite dikes cut the .coarser granitic rock.
The quartz- monzonite in the face at the proposed portal site (Alt. .5425'.)
is somewhat decomposed as a result of shearing or Weathering. Some medium-
grained, small dioritic inclusions are presept in the quartz monzonite at
the portal site.

The contact of the qual;tz monzonite with the metémorphic inclu-
sion is exposed for only a few feet in the northwest corner of the largest
pit. In‘this short segment the contact is nearly concordant. The contact
probably strikes generally north in a line west of the pits, and the mgpped
1aminationé strike northeast to ‘east, suggesting the contact is fnostly dis—
cordant., Little is known 'of the exﬁtent of the metamorphié rocks to the
east and northeast, excépt that Bartlett Peak, several hundred feet east,

is granitic rock. The slope-wash covered hillside contains scattered
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schist flpat northeast of the inine area, indicating a possible continuation
of the metamorphic rocks in this direction.
* ORE DEPOSITS

Scheelite i~s vpresent in almost all on thé- tactite exposed. It occurs
sparsely in thye smalier pits, but ié locally abundant in the largest pit.
Here the scheelite is- most abundant aloné the west wall and is particularly"
concentrated near the schist in the f;;outhwest part of the pit. The highest
assay is 0.59 percent WO; (see table in Figure 2), and an average grade
for the tactite in the large pi£ is 0.25 peréent WO3. Streaking of‘scheélite
that may be parallel to the steeply dipping schist layers was noticed near
the schist, but generally the scheelite is randomly diétributed. Along
t.he face and the east w;ll of the pit, the scheelite is concentrated in
rounded patches 2 to 3 feet in dia.m.eter.that are separated by several feet
of essentially barren tactite, The sche.elite in the ﬁo-rthernmost pit
fluoresces blue-lwhite, bul.t the remainder of the scheelite fluoresces canary
yellow,

. Sparse data vsuggest that steeply dipping metamorphic rocks strik-
ing northeast are iﬁ contact with quartz monzonite é,long a ..general north-
trending line west of the pits for at least 300 feet. The position of ti'le
contact is not known to the‘north and east, but is 1i1h‘ited by the graﬁitic
exposurés on Bartlett Peak several hundred feet to the east. .As. the meta-

morphic rocks are completely enclosed in quartz monzonite, it seems
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likely that the size of the inclusion will decrease with depth, but it is
impossible to predict the depth to the bottom of the inclusion.

Tactite, being relatively resistant, commonly crops out in thin-
ly covered areas where less resistant associated metamorphic rocks
are not exposed. Probably all the pits were sunk on exposed tactite, and
thebpossibilities for any bodies of tactite other than those exposed is
doubtful within the area of the pits and for at least 100 feet to the east and
north. The presently exposed bodies may, however, extend laterally.
Further northeast, nearer Bartlett Peak, the talus may be thicker and
other metamorphic rocks may be buried. Near the pits, however, the
talus co;arer is only 3 to 4 feet thick, and any larg_e hody of tactite would -
probably be, at least in part, exposed.

ORE RESERVES

The operators have stated that 1 percent WO3 is necessary to

profltably shlp to the nearest m111 (Getchell) Inasmuch as none of the
assays are as high as 1 percent, no calculable ore reserves are at pres-
ent exposed on the property. In the la'rgest pit a few tons of ore conta.in—
ing about 0. 25 percent WO is indicated, and a few hundred tons of ore

We have just returned from a trip to Reno, Nevada for the purpose of dis-

cussing with Mr. A. C. Johnson, Bureau of Mines, and Mr. Frank Webelt, mining engineer,

the prospect of approval of our exploration aid application on the tungsten occurrence

near Bartlett Peak, Nevada. As a result of this interview we a§§umed that on the basis

of the information available, the field team was in doubt whether granting of the loan

should be recommended or not. For these reasons we feel it 1s important to bring you

up to date on the occurrence of events, and to point out various factors which may not

have received sufficient consideration by the field team.

Briefly to bring you up to date on the occurrence of events.

A. On April 13-14 our property was examined by Mr. Webelt, mining engineer
and Don Ross, geologist from Menlo Park, California.
- |
B. We have révised our original cost estimate downward to a total expenditure
1 . The project has been divided into three phases; the approval .
—of Phase III in the amount ofA$4,29jSsLdependeﬁt upon success of Phase II.

C. We have furnished to DMEA through Mr. Johnson at Reno, Nevada, additional
papers confirming ownership rights of this mining property by the Golden
Scheelite Mining and Milling Company.

For your consideration we list the following items which we feel are ex-
tremely important, some of which may have been underestimated unintentionally by the
field team. :

A. Evaluation of assays.

1. The following assays in addition to the ones listed in the application
were presented to Mr. Johnson in the interview on May 14, 1954%. These
assays were not included in the original application because we did.
not have them here in our Springfield office.

a. July 5, 1953, sample cut nine feet in length, six inches wide and
four inches deep.

Mr. Johnson expressed opinion samples taken by us and sent to various
assayers were (Salted) due to difference between our samples and

‘Government samples. However he agreed it would be extremely

difficult to salt the six ton sample sent to the Getchell Mine 9--30--53,
copy of which was listed in the original application, which assay
ran . 0.71% W03

Considering this six ton sample, Mr. Johnson expressed the oplnion
there was no basic conflict between this sample, and samples taken
by field team across the vein in the bottom of the pit.

It was agreed that sample No. 534 which assayed 0.59% W03 and No. 538
which assayed 0.31%'W03 were more significant because these had been
cut across the vein, and in the bottom of the pit, and not higher and
parallel to vein as most of the others were.

It has been characteristic in this ore body that where the ore is de-
composed, the -fines in the ore generally carry 65 to 70% of the
scheelite. Since the pit was exposed to freezing and thawing conditions
through the winter, it is our opinion that the fines had eroded con-
siderably from the walls of the pit where the majority of the samples
were taken by the Government field team which would account in part for
a lower assay.

While we respect the concientious work done by the field team to make
a fair appraisal of this property, we feel the team erred in not using
a canvas to catch all of the ore coming from a particular cut. We did
not make issue of this, since we were confident the ore would run
sufficiently high on the basis of previous samples; especially the

six ton Getchell sample. We feel the failure to use a canvas is also
a contributing factor to the relatively low assays, since as stated
above the fines in the ore carry about 65 to 70% of the tungsten.

B.

Geology

We are not sure the geological report by Don Ross was unfavorable, and
cannot see how it could be as we have all the associated minerals and
contacts usually found where substantial tungsten deposits have been
developed, and in addition a much greater width of vein than usually is
found in surface tungsten occurrence. As we recall, mention was made by
Don Ross that in his.opinion the ore body was surrounded by quartz monzonite
which may indicate an ore body of questionable depth.

We cannot account for this conclusion, in view of the fact that in his
book, Paul F. Kerr, Columbia University, March 9, 1946, Tungsten Mineral-
ization in the United States, Memoirs 15, Geological Society of America,
in describing Contact Metamorphic Deposits (Page 41) writes quote: The
assoclated intrusive is prevailingly acid igneous rock. The types most
frequently represented are granite, granodiorite, quartz monzonite, and
quartz diorite, together with their facies or porphyritic equivalents.

Page 42- Shows contact Relationship (Quartz Monzonite) 0ld Hickory Mine,
Milford, Utah.

Page U6- Copper King Mine - Milford, Utah.

There is a strong similarity between both Bartlett Peak and Mill City
Tungsten as to the surface contacts and mineral assoclation. Was informed
last summer Mill City Tungsten were mining at a depth of 1,800 feet.

Shows ore body
surrounded by quartz Monzonite.

Conclusion

Since we have spent considerable money to develop this tungsten occurrence,
into a large and favorable prospect, and in view of the geologic evidence
submitted, it does seem to us an occurrence of scheelite of this size
should be worthy of the small exploratory aid fund, as set forth in the
revised DMEA application. We feel this exploration would serve a twofold

purpose.

An appreclable amount of Tungsten can be produced and édded to the
nation's stockpile in these critical times.

Secondly, this exploration would brovide the government with needed
geologic and mineral information about this unexplored area of Nevada.

Comments: The Geological Survey has no infomation on this specific
deposit or area. Tungsten mineralization is known to occur north of
Bartlett Peak, however, nearer the Oregon border, and the geologic
setting seems to be favorable. The applicants appear to be intelligent
men with backgrounds that should fit them for exploration of the type
proposed, and the application is well prepared. Though it is out of my
field, I would question whether a modest program involving nine laborers
needs both a General Manager and an Assistant Manager drawing about
one-third of the total payroll. Some of the equipment sounds a little
elaborate to me also. A lot of commercial assays can be made for the
$1,000 proposed for laboratory equipment and supplies.

More adequate meps are needed to show details of the proposed
adit, and especially of the drilling objectives.

Recommendation: TRefer the application to the Field Team for examination.

Tungsten mineralization is known to occur north of
Bartlett Peak, however, nearer the (regon border, and the geologic
setting scems to be favorable. The applicants appear to be intelligent
men with backgrounds that should fit them for exploration of the type
proposed, and the application is well prepared., Though it is out of my
field, I would question whether a modest program involving nine laborers
needs both a General Hanager and an Assistant lianager drawing about
one-third of the total payroll. Some of the equipment sounds a little
elaborate to me also. A lot of commercial assays can be made for the
¥1,000 proposed for lsboratory equipment and supplies.

_ liore adequate maps are needed to show details of the proposed
adit, and especially of the drilling objectives.

hecommendation: Refer the application te the Field Team for examination.
