Nessrs. Don H. CLair, A. C. Nelson, and V. Nelson called at 
the office concerning the denial of their alication for exploration 
assistance at their L. Aces mine. You have previously received a letter 
from Mr. Clair regarding the denial and had ritten me for further in.for-
mation.


I.successfully made the applicants understand the difference 
between exploration and development and pointed out to them that your 
deial was no reflection on the merits of their mine. I got out of 
them that what they really were after was Government assistance to 
develop a known oreshoot and prepare the property for mining. Obvi-
ously, that kind of work could nofcome under a DBA loan. 


They are of the opinion that the known oreshoot extends 
laterally from the preent workings and that the extension is cut off 
by one or two faults. I told them that exploring for the extension 
might be considered exploration and advised them to make a new appli-
cation for such work. This they said they would do and I promised to 
send them Forms MF-103 as soon as our supply arrives from Washington. 
We are all out of the forms.

CONCLUSIONS. AND RECOM.M ENDATIONS 


1. Some lead-zinc ore might be found by reopening the first 


old caved level, however, repayment of even a revised exploration loan 


is doubtful.


2. S.cheelite. occurrences aretoo low grade and, too small to 


constitute ore.	 . 


The engineer recommends that the applicants request for an 


exploration loan, be denied.

The applicant requests assistance to deepen exLsting shaft 
100 feet and drift 300 feet to reopen old workings. He states this 
iork is necessary to obtain remaining ore in the nine. The description 
of this project indicates that the work is primarily development 
rather than exploration. 


An earlier application, DMA-320l, was submitted for this 
same property as a tungsten project. A field team report was prepared 
and on the basis of their recommendations the application was denied. 


The field team report refers to the L Aces mine as primarily 
a lead-zinc property. Lead-zinc-silver production from JL9S1 to time 
of examination was estimated to be about 60 tons of concentrates 
averaging 37.2% lead and 33 oz. of silver per ton. Unfortunately no 
further statements were made regarding the lead-zinc mineralization. 


This application could reasonably be denied on basis that 
the proposed work is primarily development. However, it sens best 
to have a statement from the field team about the feasibility of lead-
zinc exploration on the property. 


As the field team report gives the impression that lead-zinc 
mineralization may be significant, I recommend the appLication be 
referred to the field team for theLr recornniendation. A new examination 
should not be necessary if original examiners are avaiLable to review 
the new proposal.
