The denial of the subject application by this Division

is based on the following information: .

1. The applicant requested exploration assistance in the
amount of $23,600,00 to explore for tungsten ores along a
tactite zone which shows scheelite mineralization.

2 The property is known as the Forge and consists of nine
unpatented lode mining claims, It is located in the Eugene
Mountains, Central Mining District, Pershing County, Nevada, and
is in section 2, T. 33Ne, Re 3Lk E. It is about one mile southerly
from the Nevada-Massachusetts mill, '

3e The Forge property was first located and worked for gold-
silver values. Prior to 1918 it is reported that some silver ore
was shipped from the property. The claims were re<«located in 190
for its tungsten values. An inclined shaft, several short adits,
and a number of pits and trenches were excavated to explore a |
tungsten-bearing tactite beds Later these beds were further ex-
plored by bulldozer trenches, In 1947, a lessee drove along the
tactite zone a 285 foot adit to reach the possible dounward ex-
tension of a good surface exposure. In 1952, two other adits
were driven under the mineralized zones, but none of this work .

Further information fyom the applicant should be obtained _
before a field referral is requested. Sample assays, or an assay
map, and “some kind of geologic map are needed to support the appli-
cant's proposal.

The Mill City district is about 8 miles west of Mill City,
and I suspect the operator's claims are in this area inasmuch as he
states the claims are situated 7 miles west of Mill City. The
Nevads Massachusetts Co., Inc. owned all the commercial deposits in
this district in 1943, but the location of the applicant's claims
with respect to their properties has not been determined.

I have noted that one of the partners, H. E. Ruckteschler,

was involved in an earlier application, DMEA-2930, which was denied
on the recommendation of the Field Team.
