The development of the property previous to 
examination consisted of a 32 foot inclined shaft, 
6 shallow prospect pits, and 3 churn drill holes. 


The above work was done to explore an outcrop of 
silicified rhyolitic tuff or opalite, which appears 
as an island surrounded by alluvial fan material. 


Traces of cinnabar were seen in the opalite, mostly 
along fractures. samples cut from a fracture zone 
in the inclined shaft averaged less than two pounds 
of mercury per ton of rock, and traces of lower 
grade rock were seen in other prospect pits on the 
property. The Field Team were told by the Applicant 
that four feet of ore was cut at 140 and at 80 feet 
in hole No,, 1, and at 80 feet in hole No. 2. Also 
that the rock cut at the 140-foot mark contained







7 percent mercury. However the Field Team state 
that no cinnabar was observed in the drill hole 
sludge dumped near the site of the holes. The 
Applicant had no assay results to confirm his 
statements concerning the drill holes. 


Because no indication of ore was noted and the re-
port of ore in the drill holes could not be veri-
fied, the Field Team recommend the application be 
denied. 


The Field Team observed that in their opinion the 
financial responsibility of the Applicant was poor. 
Also, he has had very little mining experience. 
The proposed estimated cost figures submitted seem 
to confirm the Field Team's opinion.

J. H. Hedges, dated April 1, 195, notes......"There 
is no justification for exploration of the area and 
the application should be denied.

The shafting and drifting proposed by the Applicant 
cannot be justified by the available data. 


The field examiners state that diamond drilling is im-
practical because the fractured opalite is extremely 
difficult to core. Also, that churn drilling would 
be the least expensive way of exploring the opalite at 
depth but little useful data on mineralized structures 
would be gained. 


The Applicant has not signified that he would agree to 
a drilling project. Therefore this Division recommends 
that the subject application be denied.

INTRODUCTION 


Mr, W. S. Wright applied on January 10, 1955 to the Defense 


Minerals Exploration Administration for Government assistance in a 


$31,311 program to explore for mercury ore bodies at the Last One 


prospect. 


At the request of the DMEA Operating Committee a joint field 


examination of the property was made February 2, 1955 by B. H. Sheahan, 


mining engineer, U.. S. Bureau of Mines, and E. H. Pampeyan, geologist, 


U. S. Geological Survey, accompanied by the applicant. 


RECONMENDATIONS 


As no indications of ore were seen during the examination and 


reports of ore in drill holes could not be verified it is recommended 


that the application be denied. 


LOCATION AND ACCESSIBILITY 


The property is situated in section 21 (projected), T. 1 S., 


R. 34 E., M.D .B.&M. in the Fish Lake Valley mining district, Esmeralda 


County, Nevada, 2 miles southeast of the Redrock quicksilver mine, 


on the east slope of the white Mountains at an altitude of 6,500 feet. 


To reach the property from Mina, Nevada, which is the nearest 


town, follow U.S. Highway. 95 (fig. 1) southerly 29 miles to the

intersection with U.S. Highway 6, follow Highway 6 westerly 7 miles 


to Nevada State Highway 3A, follow Highway 3A southerly 16.4 miles 


to the Red Rock quicksilver mine road, follow a fairly good dirt road 


westerly 6.1 miles to the Last One group of claims.

HISTORY AND PRODUCTION 


There is practically no recorded history of the prospect. Accord-


ing to Mr • Walter Dunriigan, owner of the nearby Red Rock Quicksilver 


mine, mercury was discovered and some work was done at the property 


about 1920. About 1949 Mr. Ferguson, a water-well driller, leased 


the property and drilled the three churn drill holes. He reported that 


some mercury ore was found by this work; however, no cinnabar was 


a.

observed in the drill hole sludge dumped near the site of the holes, 


and no samples were taken by the driller. 


There has been no ore production from any of the claims.

The Last One claims contain an outcrop of silicified rhyolitic (?) 


tuff, or opalite, which appears as an island surrounded by alluvial 


fan material.

containing a white chalky material, probably finely divided opal. 


The opalite is brittle and is fractured near minor faults which are 


exposed in six prospect pits.


ORE DEPOSITS 


Traces of cinnabar were seen in the opalite, mostly along fractures. 


Samples cut from a fracture zone in the inclined shaft averaged less

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than two pounds of mercury per ton of rock, and traces of lower grade 


rock were seen in Other prospect pits on the property. Some of the 


occurrences of cinnabar pointed out by the applicant were iron oxide 


stains.

Subject: Review of application 


The applicant has proposed a project to further explore 
mercury mineralization found in two churn drill holes and in a 42 
foot inclined shaft. The work will consist of a 100 foot shaft and 
a 200 foot drift which will be developed in the area near Hole No. 1. 


The sinking of the inclined 42 foot shaft was planned to 
explore for mineralization cut by Hole No. 1 at a vertical depth of 
40_45 feet. However, at an inclined depth of 15 feet the operator 
reported that a narrow, parrallel vein was found. As a result of 
panning, he has estimated the grade of the mineralization is .25-.75 
percent mercury. 


There has been no production from the prospect and there 
are no assay certificates by which to verify the applicant's grade 
estimates. The reported showings in the drill holes may be of 
dubious value; however, mineralization in the incline may be part of 
the ore zone found in Holes No. 1 and 2. 


I recommend this application be referred to the Field Team 
for their review. It is possible that information available in their 
files will be sufficient to appraise the . feasibility of the proposed 
work without an on-site examination.
