Repayment by Opemtor.!—(a) Certification.—~If the Government considers that a
discovery or development from which production may be made has resulted from the work, the Govern-
ment, at any time not later than six months after a sufficient final report and final account (see Article

if the Operator is not the producer, shall pay to the Government a royalty on all minerals mined or

(¢) Basis for computation.—The Government’s royalty shall be a percentage of the gross proceeds
(including any bonuses, premiums, allowances, or other benefits) from the production sold, in the form
sold (ore, concentrates, metal, or equivalent) ; at the point of delivery (the f. o. b. point) ; except, that
charges of the buyer arising in the regular course of business, and shown as deductions on the buyer’s
settlement sheets, on account of the cost of trpatment processes performed by the buyer, sampling and
assaying to determine the value of the production sold, and freight paid by the buyer to a carrier (not
the Operator), shall be allowed as deductions!in arriving at the “gross proceeds” as that term is used
herein. Any costs of treatment processes, sampling or assaying, or transportation, performed or paid
by the Operator or by anyone other than the buyer, are not deductible in arriving at the “gross proceeds”
as that term is here used. The term “treatment processes,” as here used, means those processes (such as
milling, concentrating, smelting, refining, or eqpivalent) applied to the crude ore or other production after
it is extracted from the ground, to put it into a commercially marketable form; excluding fabricating or
manufacturing. ;

(h) Notice to purchasers.—The Operator shall give notice of the Government’s claim for royalty
to any purchaser of the production, and shall authorize and direct such purchaser to pay the royalty
directly to the Government and to furnish the Government with copies of the settlement sheets. If the
records of any production and sales or other disposition of production, whether the production is by the
Operator or by others, are not made available to the Government, the amount of the royalty may be
estimated by the Administrator, Defense Minerals Exploration Administration, or his successor, and his
estimate thereof shall be final and binding upon the Operator. ' ,

(i) No obligation to produce.—Nothing in this contract is to be construed as imposing any obligation
on the Operator or the Operator’s successor in interest to engage in any production operations.

(j) Government not obligated to buy.—Nothing in this contract shall be construed as imposing any
obligation on the Government to purchase any minerals mined or produced from the land.

ARTICLE 8. Termination of the Government’s obligations.—(a) If in the opinion of the Govern-

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INTRODUCTION

Pursuant to an application for Government assistance, aadressed
to the Defense Minerals Exploration Administration and dated January 15,
1955, the Antelope mine claims were examined April 19 and 20, 1955

by Earl Pafnpeya'n, ‘Geological Sur\'r'ey and Glenn Gentry, Bufeau of Mines
é,ccompaniéd by Mr. Wilford Rees, the applicant, who is also one of the
owners of the property. On the night of April 19, a detailed inspection
of the surface exposures was made with a mineralight.

CONCLUSIONS AND RECOMMENDA TIONS

The geologic setting, Vé.invexposures, both undergrbund and on
the surface, sampling, and grade of shipmbents indicate occurrences of
small but high grade ore shoots. There is a good possibility that ex~
ploration would extend the ore on claim No. 8 in depth and discover new
ore lenses on claim No. 10,

The applicant proposed to explore scheelite~-bearing quartz veins
on Antelope No. 1 and 8 claims with 400 feet of drifting, 600 feet of cross-
cutting and 100 feet of shaft sinking. He also pr.oposes the expenditure
éf $15, 000 for core drilling, raising and bulldozing on the two claims in

" conjunction with the above work, at a total cost of $71, 616, 00.

A moderate exploration program is justified to probe for further
extensions of the scheelite-—-;beaziing quartz veins observed on the surface
and adjacent to the portal of the adit,

The explération program would consist of approximately 1,730

feet of diamond drillihg, 550 feet of drifting, and 200 feet of cros scutting.

The total cost is estimated at‘approximately $38,796.00. Government
participation at 75 percent would amount to $29,097.00.
It is recommended that the revised two-stage exploration program

consisting of diamond drilling and underground work be approved for

Antelope claims No. 8 and 10.

LOCATION, ACCESSIBILITY, LOCAL RESOURCES
The Rees tungsten mine is on the west slope of the Antelope
Range in ﬁhe northeéstern portion of White Pine County, Nevada.
The mine is reached by traveling northerly from Ely, Nevada via
U.S. Highway No. 93-a distance of 38.1 miles, thence easterlyvvia
Schellbourne Pass and an unimproved road‘for‘a distance of 31.6 miles.

From U.é. Highway No. 93, an all weather road, the traveler
follows an‘unimproved desert road for a distance of 31.6 miles.

This portion of the road ié moétly narrow and with steep grades over
Schellbourne Pass. During the winter months, from October to April,
this pass will be closed for indefinite periods as considerable
'snoﬁ and high winds are to be expected. Mining opérations during
the winter months should‘consider the difficulty of transportation
and supplies and the operatér Should make arrangements to avoid
unnecessary delays.

Eiy, Nevada, located approximately 70 miles southwest of the
mine, is the nearest reliable source of experienced mine labor.

HISTORY AﬁD PRODUCTION

Mre. Wilford Rees reports that the Rees tungsten mine was
located during 1940 and that exploration and development work has
been conducted intermittently since that time.

All of the production of scheelite ore has been obtained from
" the 160 foot adit and the two‘smail stopes, located on the Antelope
No. 8 claim. All of the crude ore shipped has been hand sorted at
the mine under a mineralight in order to upgrade the shipments.

A partial list of the production has been obtained from Mr.

Antelope mining claims Nos. 4, 7, 8, 10, 13 and 19. These claims

are unsurveyed and are reported to be recorded in the office of the

County Recorder, White Pine County, Nevada at Ely, Nevada. Mr.

Rees reports that'all assessment work for the year 1955 has been done

and that no debts have accrued against the property.

The application as submitted by Mr. Rees, states that Antelope

claims Nos. 1, 2, T, 8, 13 and 20 are recorded in Book 172, pages

Mr.'Wilfofd Rees, who sfafes that he expects to supervise

. the exploration project, is principally engaged in the sheep business
in and around Smithfield, Utah. He,alse reports ownership of a
feed store in Smithfield, Uteh.

While Mr. Rees has been quite successful in mining and producing
a moderate tonnage of high greae scheelite ore, it is apparent that
most of the actual work had been done by leasers. Future exploration
should be superﬁieed by an experienced miner in order to secure adequate
footege at reasonable costs. Mr. Rees states that he has sufficient
funds to pay for his share of the proposed exploration cost.

Claims No. 8, 10, 7, and 13 (fig. L) will be included in the
contract area. The block of miﬂeralized ground lying above the

existing No. 8 drift is to be excluded from the contract area.

DEVELOPMENT

Surface facilities include housing for four men, one air
compressor, miscellaneous mining tools, ore bin and mine reil.

The principal mine development has' been conducted on the Antelope
claim and has consisted of approximately 160 feet of adiﬁ and crosscuts
together with two small stopes which have each been extended approx-
imately 30 feet above the adif. The mine workings are dry and only
a minor amount of timber Supports have been required. The broken

rock is hand shoveled into a mine car and hand trammed to the dump.
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GEOLOGY

Paleozoic limestone underlies most of the claims held by the
- applicant. The limestone has been intruded by granitic rock near
the southeast edge of the cleims (fig. L) and is overlain by alluvium
near the west edge of the properﬁy. Many northeast striking quartz
veins, some of which contain scheelite, cut the limestone.

Most of the limestone is dark gray to black, fine-grained and
in layers averaging one foot fhick. Platy, coarse-grained black
limestone and very thin-bedded, siliceous black and white laminated
limestone are locally interbedded with the gray limestone. Bedding
strikes N. 32°-55° E. and dips 72°-90° northwest. The limestone,
where cut by quartz veins, is usually bleached for six inches to two -
feet away from the veins; The quartz veins are localized by fractures
and faults which trend predominately northeast with probable small
diSplacement; Some of the veins contain irregular lenses of fluorite,
scheelite and silver-bearing copper minerals.

A small amount of tactite occurs along the intrusive contact
between grénite and limestone and a negligible amount of scheelite

can be found in the tactite.

ORE DEPOSITS
Scheelite 6ccurs in quartz veinlets which range from a knife
edge to one foot in thiqkness. Locally the quartz veinlets form a
branching network/sg zflﬁive feet wide in brecciated limestone.

Malachite, azurite, chalcocite, and fluorite occur sporadically along

the veins.
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The main veih is exposed on the surface for 120 feet where it
is strohgly mineralized for 70 feet (fig.‘Q),,and averages two feet
in thickness (fig. 3). On the surface the richest.spots in the vein
appear.to be where two northeast-striking branch veins split from it.
No scheelite was seen east of the eastern split and the main vein
pinched to nothing a few feet east of this split (see fig. 2). The
main vein could not be traced beyond the portal of the drift.

Three ore shoots were cut in the main vein by the No. 8 drift:
(1) the Portal, (2) the No. 1 stope, and (3) the No. 2 stope. Stopes
No. 1 and No. 2 are on downward continuations of the surface exposure.
Each of these shoots contained ore averaging approximately two percent
WOy which by hand sorting for shipment was upgraded to as much as
nine percent WOB. Thé ore shoots at and near the portal have been
mined to the surface and the third shobt has been stoped up 30 feet
from the track; these shoots appear to pitch steéply westward. High
grade ore extends under the track at the portal and at the No. 1 stope,
but it is doubtful how much mineraliged rock lies beneath No. 2 stopee.

The trench, pit and shaft on No. 1 claim (fig. 3) were made by
the applicant in search of silver and coppef. Small amounts of
scheelite reported in the prospect pit at.the northeast end of the
vein did not show up in the asSay.

On claim No. 10 a mineralized ouicrOp measuring 10 by LO feet
showed some scheelite under the lamp. This brecciated and bleached
zone is on a fault wﬁich can be traced for more than LOO feet and is
mineralized sporadically along its length. No work has been done
on this outcrop but it appears to be a'very favorable spot for pros-

pécting. When lamping the outcrop its grade was estimated to be about

0.7 percent WO3.
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Other scheelite-bearing quartz veins on claim No. 8 north and
east (No. 1548, 1550, fig. 2) of the main vein were sampled and some
contained appreciable amounts of tungsten. One sample, No. 1550,
assayed 3.L0 percent WOg.
- Small amounts of scheelite occur in a tactite zone on claim No.

The applicant controls the Antelope Nos. 1, 2, 7, 8, 13,
and 20 unpatented mining claims, in White Pine County, Nevada. He
reports that a strong tungsten showing on the No. 1 claim has been
explored by a 100-foot cut and a 50-foot shaft, but that no appre-
ciable ore has been shipped from this claim., The No. 8 claim has
been explored by a 160-foot tunnel and stopes therefrom. Production
from the No. 8 claim, during the preceeding 12 months, is reported
at $100,000.00.

_ In section 5(a) of the application, the applicant proposes

to explore the No. 1 claim by 200 feet of drifts and 300 feet of
crosscuts. No. 8 claim is to be explored by a 300-foot tunnel,
extending the present tunnel 200 feet, 40O feet of crosscuts, and
100 feet of shaft. In section 6, however, the applicant lists under
costs of the project, $15,000 of core drilling, raising, and bull=-
dozing;: where this latter work will be done is not known.

No maps were submitted with the application nor was there
any description of the geology of the deposit.

On the basis of the production record, the property has
merit and probably warrants further exploration. In its present

ARTICLE 1. This contract is entered into under the authority of the Defense Production Act of
1950, as amended. It consists of this form (MF-200A), the attached Exhibit “A,” Annex I, and .........._.

The Operator shall not transfer or assign thls contract or any rlght thereunder without the written
consent of the Government. . .

ARTICLE 2. Operator’s property rights.—(a) The land which is the subject of this contract- (here-

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(d) The Operator shall preserve and maintain his right, title, and interest in the land and his right
to the possession thereof for the purposes of this contract, and shall devote the land and all existing
improvements, facilities, buildings, installations, and appurtenances to the purposes of this contract.
Until the lapse of the time within which the Government may make a certification of discovery or
development without any such certification having been made, and after any such certification has been
made, the Operator shall neither transfer, convey, nor surrender the land nor any right, title, or interest
therein, nor permit nor suffer any claim, 11en, or encumbrance thereon, without expressly referring to and
providing in the instrument of conveyance, lien, or encumbrance for the preservation of the Government’s
right to a percentage royalty on production and lien for the payment thereof. If the Government makes
no certification of discovery or development within the time limited in Article 7, it shall thereafter have
'rzu()bc)la(lin)n against the land or any production therefrom except for any productlon referred to in Article

ARTICLE 3. The exploration project.—The project is a search for indicated or undeveloped deposits

of .....tungsten ... The work to be performed
is deseribed in Exhibit “A.” The Operator on or before ..o shall commence

the work, and-on or before ... June: 30, 3956 (unless the Operator’s obligation to complete
the work is terminated-—see Article 8) shall complete the work. ) .

ARTICLE 4. Performance of the work.—(a) Operator’s responsibility.—The work shall be per-
formed with reasonable diligence, efficiently, expertly, in a workmanlike manner, in accordance with
good mining standards and State regulations for health and safety and for liability insurance covering
employment; and with suitable and adequate equipment, facilities, materials, supplies, and labor, to
bring it to completlon within the time fixed. -

(b) Government may inspect.—The Operator shall consult with and inform the Government on all
phases of the work as it progresses. The Government may enter at all reasonable times to inspect the
work under the contract, and also after a certification of discovery or development to inspect production
operations and underground workings. The operator shall provide the Government with all reasonable
means of access for such inspections.

~ARTICLE 5. Contribution by the Government.—A fixed cost for each unit of work to be performed
(per foot of drifting, per foot of drilling, per hour of operations, etc.) is hereby agreed upon, and
is set forth in Exhibit “A” in connection with the estimated total -cost of the project in the sum
of $.38,760.00 . .. The Government will contribute ..7§ percent of the fixed unit costs as
‘work is performed, in a total sum not in excess of $29,070400.................: Provided, That until the
Operator has rendered to the Government his final report, and any final auditing requlred by the Gov-
ernment has been made, and a final settlement of the contract has been made, the Government may with-
hold from the last voucher or vouchers such sums as it sees fit not in excess of 10 percent of the estimated
total cost of the work. The Government will make its contribution on the basis of the monthly vouchers
referred to in Article 6 (b), but all payments by the Government are provisional only, subject to audit, until
the account between the Operator and the Government is finally audited and settled. To the extent that
excesses over fixed unit costs or any excess over the estimated total cost may be necessary for the per-
. formance of the work, the Operator shall incur and pay such excesses for his own account without con-
tribution by the Government The Government may make payments directly to 1ndependent contractors
and suppliers for the account of the Operator rather than to the Operator

ARTICLE 6. Reports, accounts, audits.— (a) Operator’s records.—The Operator shall keep suit-
able records and accounts of the units of work performed and of any production in which the Govern-
ment may have an interest; and shall preserve those with respect to work performed for at least three
years -after final payment by the Government, and those with respect to production for at least three
years after any obligation to pay royalties to the Government has terminated. The Government may
inspect and audit said records and accounts at any time, either by itself or by a certified public account-
ant. The Comptroller General of the United States or "his representative, until the expiration of said
three-year periods, shall have access to and the right to examine any pertinent books, documents, papers,
and records of the Operator. All of the Operator’s vouchers and records and accounts relatmg thereto
and the Government’s payments thereof remain subject to adjustment until final audit by the Government.

(b) Progress reports and vouchers.—The Operator shall provide the Government with five copies
of monthly progress reports in three sections as follows: (1) Operator’s Monthly Report and Voucher
showing a detailed statement of units of work.performed during the reporting period; (2) Operator’s
Unit Cost and Progress Report showing the various types of work performed durmg the reporting
perlod and the fixed unit costs incurred for each type of work; and (3) a Narrative Report of the work

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performed during the reporting period including adequate engineering-geological maps or sketches, drill
hole logs and locations, and assay reports on samples taken concurrently with advance in mineralized
ground. (Forms for reporting under (1) and (2) above will be provided by the Government.)

(¢) Final report.—Upon completion of the work or termination of the Government’s obligation to
contribute to costs, the Operator shall furnish the Government with five copies of a final report (in
addition to the final progress report and voucher). This final report shall include a geological and engi-
neering evaluation of the results of the work performed under the contract with an estimate of the ore
reserves resulting from such work, complete assay data, adequate geological and engineering maps or
sketches, and a summary of the work performed and the unit costs thereof.

(d) Report of sales—The Operator shall provide the Government with suitable accounting and
documentary evidence covering all production to which the Government’s percentage royalty relates, such
as copies of smelter or concentrator settlement sheets, and certified accounts of production and sale or
other disposition of production. :

(e) Compliance with requirements.—If in the opinion of the Government any of the Operator’s
reports, records, or accounts are insufficient or incomplete, or if the Operator fails to make them, the
Government may procure the making or completion of such with suitable attachments as an expense of
the work to which the Operator shall contribute. The Government may withhold approval and payment
of any vouchers relating to insufficient or incomplete reports, records or accounts.

ARTICLE 7. Repayment by Operator.—(a) Certification.—If the Government considers that a

discovery or development from which production may be made has resulted from the work, the Govern-
ment, at any time not later than six months after a sufficient final report and final account (see Article
6) has been rendered, may so certify in writing to the Operator. Such certification shall describe broadly
or indicate the nature of the discovery or development.
_ (b) Royalty on production.—The Operator, as principal if the Operator is the producer, or as surety
if the Operator is not the producer, shall pay to the Government a royalty on all minerals mined or
produced from the land, as follows: (1) regardless of any certification of discovery or development,
from the date of the contract until the lapse of the time within which the Government may make such
certification, or until the total net amount contributed by the Government without interest is fully repaid,
whichever occurs first; or (2) if the Government makes a certification of discovery or development,
within a period of ten years from the date of the contract, or until the total net amount contributed by
the Government without interest is fully repaid, whichever occurs first.

. " (¢) Basis for computation.—The Government’s royalty shall be a percentage of the gross proceeds
(including any bonuses, premiums, allowances, or other benefits) from the production sold, in the form
sold (ore, concentrates, metal, or equivalent), at the point of delivery (the f. o. b. point) ; except, that
charges of the buyer arising in the regular course of business, and shown as deductions on the buyer’s
settlement sheets, on account of the cost of treatment processes performed by the buyer, sampling and
assaying to determine the value of the production sold, and freight paid by the buyer to a carrier (not
the Operator), shall be allowed as deductions in arriving at the “gross proceeds” as that term is used
herein. Any costs of treatment processes, sampling or assaying, or transportation, performed or paid
by the Operator or by anyone other than the buyer, are not deductible in arriving at the “gross proceeds”
as that term is here used. The term “treatment processes,” as here used, means those processes (such as
milling, concentrating, smelting, refining, or-equivalent) applied to the crude ore or other production after
it is extracted from the ground, to put it into a commercially marketable form ; excluding fabricating or
manufacturing. B :

(d) Unsold production.—If any production (ore, concentrates, metal, or equivalent), after the lapse
of six months from the date the ore was extracted from the ground, remains neither sold nor used by
the Operator in integrated manufacturing or fabricating operations (for instance, if it is stockpiled),
the Government, at its option, as long as it so remains, may require the computation and payment of
its royalty on the value of such production in the form (ore, concentrates, metal, or equivalent) it is in
when the Government elects to require computation and payment. If any production is used by the
Operator in integrated manufacturing or fabricating operations before the Government makes its elec-
tion, the Government’s royalty on such production shall be computed on the value thereof in the form in
which and at the time when it is so used. “Value” as here used means what is or would be gross income
from mining operations for percentage depletion purposes in Federal income tax determination, or the
market value, whichever is greater.

(e) Percentages of royalty—The percentages of the Government’s royalty shall be as follows:

One and one-half (115) percent of amounts (“gross proceeds” or “value”) not in excess of eight

dollars ($8.00) per ton of production in the form in which sold, held, or used, plus one-half (14)

percent for each additional full fifty cents ($0.50) by which such amounts exceed eight dollars ($8.00)

per ton, but not in excess of five (5) percent of such amounts. 16—70618-1
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* (For instance: the royalty on an amount of five dollars ($5.00) per ton would be one and one-
half (114) percent; on an amount of ten dollars ($10.00) per ton, three and one-half (314) percent.)

(f) Time for computation and payment.—The Government’s royalty shall be computed and paid
currently upon each lot sold, held, or used in integrated operations, as the case may be, as above provided
in this article.

(g) Lien for payment.—To secure the payment of its percentage royalty, there is hereby granted to
the Government a lien upon the land or the Operator’s interest in the land and upon any production of
minerals therefrom, until the royalty claim is extinguished by lapse of time or is fully paid.

(h) Notice to purchasers.—The Operator shall give notice of the Government’s claim for royalty
to any purchaser of the production, and shall authorize and direct such purchaser to pay the royalty
directly to the Government and to furnish the Government with copies of the settlement sheets. If the
records of any production and sales or other disposition of production, whether the production is by the
Operator or by others, are not made available to the Government, the amount of the royalty may be
estimated by the Administrator, Defense Minerals Exploration Administration, or his successor, and his
estimate thereof shall be final and binding upon the Operator. :

(i) No obligation to produce.—Nothing in this contract is to be construed as imposing any obligation
on the Operator or the Operator’s successor in interest to engage in any production operations.

(j) Government not obligated to buy.—Nothing in this contract shall be construed as imposing any
obligation on the Government to purchase any minerals mined or produced from the land.

ARTICLE 8. Termination of the Government’s obligations.—(a) If in the opinion of the Govern-
ment operations at any time have failed to achieve anticipated results that indicate the probability of
making a worthwhile discovery, and in the opinion of the Government further operations are not justi-
fied, the Government may give the Operator written notice thereof, and thereupon the Government shall
be free of all obligation to pay on account of units of work not then performed, and the Operator shall
be free of all further obligation to prosecute the work other than such as may be necessary and incidental
to winding up, reporting, and accounting.

(b) If in the opinion of the Government the Operator is in any manner in default under the terms
of the contract, the Government may give the Operator written notice of such default with a specification
of reasonable time within which the default must be cured; and if the Operator fails to cure such default
as required, thereupon the Government shall be relieved of all obligation to pay on account of units of
work not performed when the notice was given, and the Operator shall be free of all obligation to prose-
cute the work other than such as may be necessary and incidental to winding up, reporting, and account-
ing. The remedy provided for the Government in this paragraph “(b)” is in addition to any other remedy
provided in this contract, and in addition to any other remedy the law may provide for breach of contract.

(¢) The giving of any notice by the Government under the provisions of this Article 8 shall not
affect the Government’s rights as provided for in the contract with respect to a percentage royalty, and
such rights shall be fully preserved.

ARTICLE 9. Notices to be given by the Government may be delivered to the Operator, or may be
sent by registered mail addressed to the Operator at his mailing address stated in this contract. If
mailed, notices are deemed to have been delivered five days after the date of mailing.

ARTICLE 10. Officials not to benefit.—No member of or delegate to Congress or resident commis-
sioner shall be admitted to any share or part of this contract or to any benefit that may arise therefrom;
but this provision shall not be construed to extend to this contract if made with a corporation for its
general benefit.
