GENERAL GEOLOGY

The geology of the area consists of a body of quartz monzonite

~ intruded into a series of metasediments, dominantly quartzites and

silicified limestones. After emplacement, the intrusion and the host
rock were fractured and possibly faulted along several zones, most
of which trend east. Such fracture zones range from three to fifty
feet in width and may extend several hundred yards in length. The
fracture zones or fissures later served as conduits for ascending
mineral bearing solutions which carried, among other elements, a
uranium content.

The iron present in the mineralizing solutions passing through

the fissures served to change the color and gives to the fracture zones
a rust colored appearance which contrasts with the adjacent un-
mineralized rock. Furthermore, in some fissures the deposition of
iron has served to indurate and harden the fissures. Accordingly,
they resist erosion more strenuously than the adjacent country rock
and consequently stand out as bold outcrops. :

- - As:the mineral bearing solutions ascended into the upper cooler
zones of the intrusion and adjacent host rock, some deposition.of
uranium minerals occurred. A visable uranium bearing mineral,
and parenthetically metatorbernite is present in several of the min-
eralized fissures in both the quartz monzonite and in the metasedi-
ments, and gives a radiometeric reading ranging from 4 - 10 times
the normal radiometeric background. The greatest concentration in
the fissures occurs in close proximity to the actual quartz monzon-
ite-metasediment contact. '

The processes of intrusion, fissuring and mineralization describ-
ed in the foregoing paragraphs occurred while the area was deeply
buried beneath a great thickness of superincumbent rocks which
have subsequently been removed by erosional processes. As ero-
sion progressed deeper and deeper, the mineralized fissures became,
in part, exposed at the surface and were subjected to the chemical
action of the atmosphere and weather. Certain of the minerals,
uranium included, were formed into new minerals by these chem-
ical processes. During the alteration process some minerals are
rendered water soluble and are partially leached from the upper
part of the exposed fissures. The primary uranium mineral in the
fissures was most probably pitchblend, but by alteration torbernite
was formed and is the chief uranium mineral in evidence at the
surface. In most areas of abnormal radioactivity the upper several
inches of the ground surface is of relatively low count, but one to
two feet beneath the surface the count may be much greater. It
appears therefore that very nearly complete leaching of radioactive
minerals has taken place in the upper few inches of the surface. At
considerable depth it is to be expected that primary uranium min-

“erals will be present. However, with the present status of explora-

tion it is impossible to predict the depth at which such primary min-
erals will be encountered.

The geologic nature of the uranium occurrence in the Veetch
Canyon area is sufficiently understood to justify the following gen-
eralizations: (1) Uranium mineralization was restricted to ‘the fis-
sures. (2) Within the fissures the greatest uranium content is found.
in close proximity to the quartz monzonite-metasediment contact

‘both in the quartz monzonite and in the metasediment. (3) Radio-
active minerals have largely been leached from the fissures in the
‘uppermost one to two feet. (4) The chief uranium mineral present
(torbernite) is a secondary product produced by the chemical action
.of surface waters and the atmosphere. (5) A factor, not presently
demonstrable, is that at some indeterminate depth below the reach
.of percolating surface waters primary uranium minerals should be
present. However, no indication of the grade of the primary mine-
rals can be made. In the absence of sample assay data no satisfactory
.evidence is available on the content of uranium in the mineralized
fissures at or near the surface. '

i RECOMMENDATIONS

Within the area under consideration, several mineralized fis-
sures are present, some of ‘which contain a visable metatorbernite.

Over a large part of the area, the quartz monzonite-metasedi-
ment contact is easily accessible and is locally uraniferous at the
outcrop.

Keeping in mind that the surface has been subjected to the leach-
ing processes attendant to weathering, these areas which show ab-
normal radioactivity must be considered as deserving of exploratory

‘work.
The properties of the Eldorado Uranium Corporation in the

Veetch Canyon area are considered to be most deserving of explora-
tion. It is recommended that a program consisting of trenching,
stripping, and drilling be undertaken. The program should be styled
t0: (1) test the mineralized fissures at depth, by drilling, (2) test
‘the known. mineralized areas along the quartz monzonite-metasedi-
ment contact by trenching and drilling, (3) strip the overburden
from the quartz monzonite-metasediment contact to search for addi-
tional mineralized areas.
SUMMARY

The Eldorado Uranium Corporation properties are located in
an area that has been subjected to hydrothermal mineralization
which is known to have deposited some uranium.

The known mineralization in this and immediately adjacent
areas is structurally controlled by geologic features which are also
present on the properties of the Eldorado Uranium Corporation.

The area under consideration justifies exploration for uranium
.ore deposits with a reasonable expectation of encountering commer-

cial ore.

" Mining locations in the State of Nevada must be made in ac-
cordance with the laws of the United States, and must meet such
additional requirements as are prescribed by the laws of the State:

‘of Nevada. The recordation of a location certificate is required show-
ing substantial requirements and compliance with the following:

No. 1—The name of the lode or vein.

No. 2—The name of the locator or locators, together with the:
post office address of such locator or locators.

No. 3—The date of the location and such description of the loca-
tion of said claim, with reference to some natural object.
or permanent monument, as will identify the claim.

No. 4—The number of linear feet claimed in length along the
course of the vein each way from the point of discovery
with the width on each side of the center of the vein,
and the general course of the vein or lode as near as may
be.

In my opinion, the location certificates described herein are in
substantial compliance with the requirements of this statute, Nev-
ada Compiled Laws, 1931-1941 Supp., and the certificates were re-
corded within 90 days from the date of location.

No opinion can be given as to the validity of the facts contained
in said location certificates as such would require an inspection of
the ground on which the claims were located.

In each instance, the location work or discovery shaft consisted.
of an open cut, from which 320 cubic feet of earth or rock was re-
moved, disclosing a vein or lode in place as stated in the location cer-
tificates. Nevada Compiled Laws, 1929, sec. 4121, requires that the
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locator of a lode mining claim must sink a discovery shaft upon the
claim located 4 feet by 6 feet to a depth of at least 10 feet from
the lowest part of the rim of such shaft at the surface, or deeper,
if necessary to show by such work a lode deposit of mineral in
place. The statute further provides that a cut or crosscut or tunnel
which cuts a lode at a depth of 10 feet or an open cut along said
ledge or lode, equivalent in size to a shaft 4 feet by 6 feet by 10
feet deep, is equivalent to a discovery shaft. The location certificates
mentioned hereinabove show an open cut displacing more than the
required rock or earth. However, it is always a question of fact as
to whether such work is equivalent to a discovery shaft. If, as stated
in the certificates, the cuts disclose a vein or lode in place along the
length of the cut, in my opinion this work would be sufficient and
the equivalent of a discovery shaft.

The locations are subject to the paramount interest of the Unit-
ed States in all fissionable materials withdrawn from entry.

No opinion can be given as to whether there are any conflicting
claims or interests inasmuch as the records of mining locations in
Nevada are indexed by name of the claim and the names of the
locators, so that any conflicting locations under a different name
by persons not in the chain of title of the claims mentioned herein
* would not necessarily be found through the index to mining records.

No opinion can be given as to whether the claims are located on
open; unappropriated public domain as such information is not
available in the office of the Lander County Recorder.

It is not necessary for the location certificate to state the dimen-
sions of the posts or boundary markers, or to state that the monu-
ment was located at the point of discovery or that the boundaries
were marked within 20 days from the date of posting the notice
of location. From the dates appearing in the certificates, it would
affirmatively appear that the boundaries were marked within 20
days from the date of location and that the boundaries are of a
sufficient height. It must be assumed that the boundary markers
are at least four inches in diameter and that a monument was located
at the point of discovery.

The location certificates refer to the clalms as being in the Rees
River Mining District of Lander County, whereas the claims must
be located in the Reese River Mining District. I would not regard
this error in name as important, as there is no Rees River Mining
District in said Lander County and due to the identical sound of
the names, it is apparent that locators intended the Reese River
Mining District. "It is not essential to list the mining district, in any
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event, except to assist in identifying the place of location. |

It is not required by Nevada Statutes to record a copy of the
Notice of Location, which ordinarily would contain the name of
the claim, the names of the locators, the number of linear feet
claimed, the date of the location and the date at which the bound-
aries were fixed, as distinguished from the Certificate of Location.
mentioned hereinabove, which must be recorded.

In my opinion, as stated hereinbefore, there has been a substan--
tial compliance in regard to the recordation of the location certifi-
cates. -

The applicant has proposed to explore five uranium-bearing
fissure zones by diamond drilling ebout 25 holes to an average depth
of 300 feet.

There are insufficient data in the application for a falr
appraisal of the proposed exploration work.

We do not bhave any information in our files which is
specific to the Eldorado claims. However, the Trace Elements
Investigations Report 390, June 1 to November 30, 1953, Semiannual
Progress Report, p. 214, refers to reconnaissance investigations in
the Reese River mining district by A. 0. Teylor of the U.8.G.S. It
is possible that the Eldorado claims were examined in the course of
Taylor's field investigations.

I recommend that the applicant be requested to submit more
complete data, i.e., maps, sections, sample locations and assays,
etc. before any final action is taken on this application. Also, a
letter should be sent to the Denver Field Team office for possible
U.S.G.S. and A.E.C. information on the Eldorado property.

HISTORY AND PURPOSE

The Eldorado Uranium Corporation was organized under the

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HISTORY AND PURPOSE

The Eldorado Uranium Corporation was organized under the
laws of the State of Nevada on the 15th day of June, 1954, having its
principal office at Austin, Nevada. The principal incorporators are
the present directors and officers of the corporation.
