Total estimated project cost is $13,088.

No geologic report is attached to the application. The
crude maps show no specified locations of proposed drill holes.

I have no personal knowledge of the Bonita mine. From
the character of the application (the applicant states he has no
experience in mining or drilling) I doubt that any worthwhile
results could be achleved by requesting more information from the
appllcant.
