The Applicant proposed to explore the property by 2,000
feet of diamond drilling at a total estimated cost of §15,000,00,
The exploration proposal was indefinite and a target or location
for exploration was not specifiede

Exploratory workings of the prbperty consist of a 1,000~
foot adit, a caved shaft, two caved drill holes, and a railroad cute
There has been no production.

The Field Team examined the property on September 1k, 1956,
and their report was received by this office on October 15,

Mineralization of economic value is not exposed on the
property, nor is there any indication that minerals of value may
exist thereon.

The Field Team took six samples, four in:the adit and two
on the dump, All of. these samples assayed low in copper and
molybdenum,

Six samples were taken by the examiner. One sample,
S-537, a grab sample of the dump, assayed O. 06% copper and
0. Ol% molybdenum.

As drilling and underground work and sampling have failed
to expose mineralized rock of anywhere near ore grade, the examiner
and the Field Team recommend that the application be denied.

HISTORY AND PRODUCTION

In 1927, Mr, Thomas William Foster and his partner, Mr,
Walter H. Schmelzer, found trac;:s of gold and silver rhyolite ex~
posed by a railroad excavation. The following year, they obtained a
prospecting permit from the Paiute Indian Council at Nixon, Nevada,
and two wildcat holes were drilled. An inclined hole, No, 3, inter=
sected four feet of quartz which was said to contain $22. 40 per ton in
gold. A shaft was later sunk 90 feet to further explore the quartz
but ore was not encountered. After the death of Mr. Foster, prospecting

was continued by Mr., Schmelzer and a 1000 foot adit was driven. This
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work was done with hand tools with an indefinite objective, in hope
that something of value would be discovered,

There has been no production,

PROPERTY AND OWNERSHIP

Thé property includes a 38,59 acre.tract known as the
Guanomi and Guanomi Annex., The land is within the boundary of the
Pyramid Lake Indian Reservation and is owned by the Paiute Indian
Tribe, A lease dated August 9, 1951, between the Paiute Tribe and
the Applicants, stipulates the mining of gold, silver, lead, and zinc.
Terms of the agreement require rental payments of one dollar per
acre per year plus royalty at 10 percent of net value of production
with a minimum charge of $100, 00 per year. As one of the :appliw
- cants resides at the property, this agreement provides the equiva;
lent of cheap rent.

The camp consists of one cabin, two sheds, and a few trees.
Only hand mining tools, a small blacksmith forge, and a wheelbarrow

are on the property,

DEVELOPMENT

Exploratory workings indicated on Sketch Map, Figure 2,
include a 1000 foot adit, 3 feet by 5«1/2 feet in section; a caved

shaft, two caved drill holes; and a railroad cut,

About 30 gallons of water per minute flows from the south-
east drift of the adit. The adit is unsafe due to poor ventilation and

inadequate timber supports.

GENERAL GEOLOGY

The best exposure of the fofmation is found in the railroad
above the adit, Most of the surface is covered by a few feet of al-
luvium underlain by recent iake bed sediments, This formation
caps rhyolite, Surfacé and ground waters have leached and altered
the ter'tiéry rhyolite and have depo sited gypsum and limonite., Under-
ground workings penetrated rhyolite which contained a little fine-
grained pyrite and silica, No ore minéerals were observed. Water
from the adit contains considerable soluble aluminum, magnesium
and iron sulphates which render it unfit for agriculture or domestic
use, Copper, molybdenum, g‘old, and silver mineralization is not

exposed in the mine workings, and no reserves of these metals exist.

I have been
very diligent to find out what and where such first page
is but to date have not been able to answer this question
nor can the authorities at Stewart, Nevada, seat of the

me. The only thing they have is the surveyor's map which
might be the first page. This I borrowed and copied with
the crude means I have at hand and am enclosing herewith
for your inspection. If it will serve surely the.-Government
has eqguipment for photographing such things if you wish

somé more copies, rather than insisting that I Taboriously
make three more maps by hand.

With regard to the geological reports you request, -
I have a number of them by well qualified geologists in-
cluding the finder and owner of the property, but they ~
would not serve in this case because they were made
quite a long time ago and followed only the work then
done - three very shallow and one 155 ft. drill hole.
They were drilling for gold and had found a vein that
carried well when the geologist referred to above, my
late husband, Mr. Thomas William Foster, died. That
project hes? to be abandoned. for lack of funis to carry it on
and the 1,000 ft. tunn&l showing Molybdenum ani Copper
was substituted.

I regret my inability to follow the Government's regula-
tions in this case and feel it rather inconsiderate that
you insist upon the exact requisition of your department
or the application will be cancelled August 37th. Can you
not co-operate and help us with suggestions rather than
being autocratic as your curt letter seems to me? In the
%on§ %Rn the Government or anybody else isn't going to
70 ing until they examine the property, and if you have
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no authorization to requisition one of the many, many
mining experts the Government has right here in Reno,
almost at our back door, I cannot see that the Agency
is of much use to miners. As you have been frank

as to your point of view I take the liberty of being
as frank from the standpoint of the owner of the pro-
perty. Because of the expense involved it would be
impossible for me to have a qualified geologist come
here anl make a report of the workings as they now
exist. It was for this reason that we have applied
to your Administration for help.

If you cannot Ao otherwise, please postpone cancelation
of the application for say three months and give us a
chance to understan?® one another.

I know that Representative Cliffton Young of the Congress
who is sponsoring this project and recommending us as
earnest and reliable people would appreciate your con-
sideration and forebearance as we would.
