a. In years past a prospector by the name of Coos dug open out's 
and short tunnels as follows; 


Joe No. 1 claim - Open cut 45 feet ion on N.45°W. bearing; 
15 feet deep at nOrthwestface. 


Joe No. 4 claim - Open cut 35 feet and continued as tunnel 
17 feet; bearing N. 45° W. 


Open cut 15 feet and continued as tunnel 
15 feet; bearing N. 500 W. 


Two 10 foot open cuts 


Joe No. 5 claim - Two pits about 3 feet deep 


Numerous shallow cuts less than 2 feet deep have been made 
by a small bulldozer but these do not reach bedrock and are 
not on the mineralized zones. 


b. There has been no production from this property. Mineral 
showings are not adequately exposed for estimation of ore 
reserves. 


c. The country rock on the Joe claims IS the Natchez Pass formation 
of Middle Triassic age consisting chiefly of thick-bedded 
limestone, one siliceous slate bed, and thin lenses of silIeous 
conglomerate. The general'strilce of the beds is northerly and 
dips observed range from 20 to 40 degrees east. 


Mercury mineralization found in place is confined to three 
distinct zones on the property and will be described as Zones 
No. 1, 2, and 3.(see figures 1 and 2) 


Zone 1 is a mineralized fault on the Joe No. 1 claim which has 
been developed at One point by a 45 foot open cut. The open 
cut exposes a 10 foot wide brecciated zone' in limestone and 
sandstone. The breccia zone strikes north and dips steeply, 
cutting across the limestone and sandstone beds. The limestone 
and sandstone breccia fragments have been cemented and partly 
replaced by banded calcite. Cinnabar in small irregular blebs, 
bands, and veinlets has replaced calcite, for thernost part at 
the contact of the breccia fragments. The cinnabar is a finely 
crystalline variety. Cinnabar in place can still be Seen in 
the breccia Zone walls in the open cut, but visitors have clean-
ed out much of the better material. However, an ore pile on the 
dump, Undoubtedly selected material from the driving of the 
Open •cut through the breccia zone, gives an idea of the type 
of-mercury mineralization. 	 selected grab sample from this ore 
pile assayed 1.08 percent mercury. This assay does not represent 


•	 a known width or indicate a specific tonnage. The breccia zone 
is covered on the surface but can be followed by float for at 
least 200 feet along the strike.

Zone 2 is a mineralized fault zone in limestone exposed on Joe 
claims Nos. 5 and 6.' The fault is poorly exposed but in one pit 
there is a 4foot wide zOne of bleached and recrystallized limes-
tone. Cinnabar is exposed in the above-mentioned pit and in 
another small hole about 20 feet to the north as "paint" or 
coatings on fractures and 'as minor replacements along fractures. 
Mr. Ray Whiting found a pece of cinnabar float, 12 inches in 
greatest dimensiOn, about 100 feet down the steep hill east of 
zOne No. 2. This float was a limestone •breccia repaced by 
cinnabar. Fragments from this float assayed 14.35 percent mercury. 
This type of ore has not been found in place along Zone No. 2. 


Zone, 3 is a clay zOne on Joe No. 4 claim. The clay zone trends 
in a northerly direction on the east and downhill side of a hard 
rib of massive dark gray limestone. An open cut and short 'tunnel 
have exposed a 50 foot width of light gray to yellow clay and both 
sides are as yet anexposed. The origin of the clay is not known. 
Pannings from the clay in the open cut and tunnel give a remark-
ably persistent tail of cinnabar. In several pans taken there 
were several chunks of cinnabar ranging from one-sixteenth to 
one-eighth inch in long dimension plus a , rich tail of much 'finer 
cinnabar. 


Inj?eresting panning tests can be Obtained in many of the small 
gulches on the Joe claim group indicating other zones as yet 
undiscovered.' 


The Joe claim group is in east central Pershing County in an area 
of quicksilver mines with a past production record. The producing 
part of the Goldbatiks district is about 8 miles to the northwest 
and the Mt. Tobin district is about 10 miles to the east. Ex-
posures on the Joe claim group indicate that the ierôury miner-
alization is either the interbedded sediment type and/or the 
limestone replacement type, and the cly deposit mpossib1y' 
represent a volcanic type. The three distinct zones described 
above, indicating cinnabar in place on an essentially virgin 
property, would appear to warrant an exploration program. 


d. The property is 48 miles by road south of Winnemucca, Nevada and 
70 miles by road northeast. of Lovelock, Nevada. The best approach 
is to take the graded Pleasant Valley road 43 miles south from 
Winnemucca to the old abandoned Siard ranch dwellings on' the east 
side of the road and then turn west on an unimproved road for 5 
miles to the lower or east part of the claims. Zone No. 1 is at 
the end of this road and Zones 2 and 3 can be reached by a half 
mile bulldozer road and less than l000ffeot of trail. 


Shipping facilities are 48 miles away at Winnemucôa where both the 
Western Pacific and'Southern Pacific railrOad.s are present. 
Winnemucca and Lovelock are the cosest residence and supply 
pdnts. 


e.Manpower is available at Winnemucca, LOvelock or Reno. Groceries, 
small mining supplies, etc,, can be acquired at Winnemucca or 


O Lovelock. Major mining equipment can be found at Reno. Abundant 
water is available in springs a mile north and also a 'mile west 
of the property. A power line is located about 16 airline' miles 
south of the claims.

5. The exploration roject 


a. Exploration is for mercury and the mineral is cinnabar, although 
related minerals such as metacinnabar and native mercury might 
be found. 


b • FIRST PHASE 


Surface stripping of the three separate zones asdescribed under 
4c. and shown on figures 1 and 2is recommended. The actual 
amount of stripping possible in depth is hard to determine due 
to an irregular bedrock surface. The surface area to be stripped 
on the zones is as follows: 


Zone 1 - An area 200 feet along the reccia vein and 20 to 
30 feet wide will be st2ipped. With lOcal assist-
ance by drilling with a jackhammer a depth of 15 
to 20 feet should be attained. Four additional 
bulldozer cuts normal to the extended strike of 
the Vein are planned as indicated on figure 1. 
Estimated time 5 shifts with bulldozer (8 hours 
per shift). 


Zone 2 - An area 200 feet along the strike of the Vein and 
30 feet wide will be .st,ripped on this zOne. Three 
additional cuts normalto the vein are planned as 
indicated on Figure 1.1 Estimated time: 3 shifts 
with bulldozer (8 hours/shift). 


Zone 3 - Stripping in the clay zone in Zone 3 involves an 
area 300 feet long and 100 feet wide. It is 
possible that some 30 to 40 feet can be stripped 
off of this zone. Four additional cuts are planned 
as shown on figure 1. Estimated time: 1 shifts 
with the bulldozer (Shrs/shift). 


A rented compressor and jackhammer will be used in conjunction 
with the bulldozer operation. As the bulldozer uncovers areas 
of interest, two men with the jackhammer, pick, and shovel 
will move in, clean off the vein, and drill it. This drilling 
will only be done down to 5 or 10 feet below the bedrock surface 
for sampling and evaluation purposes. 


• If the bulldozer work appears sucessfu1, 3 shifts (8 hrs./shift). 
should be spent on the 5 miles of road across the sagebrush 
flat to the graded Pleasant Valley road in anticipation of 
heavyavel in the second phase of the project. 


SECOND PHASE 


If the first phase successfully uncovers a reasonable show of 
cinnabar mineralization and approval is given, the following 
development work is r Oommended. It is realized that inorniation 
gained in the first phase work will probably modify or change 


.	 some of these redommendations. It is unlikely that second phase 
work will be undertaken on all three zones. The country rock 
is chiefly limestone which will be easy to drill and should 
require little or no timber. An exceptithn is the clay area in 
Zone 3, but old tunnels show little indication of caving.

Drifts will be driven approximately 5 by 7 feet and one and a half 
compartment prospect shafts will be sunk (4 X 6 feet). Water is 


.	 not expected in any of these shallow workings. 


Zone 1 - Relief is such i; this area that a small prospect 
shaft is recomznexed instead of tunnel work. A 60 
foot vert%cal shaft, including sump, is planned as 
shown on tb lower diagram, figure 2. Two hundred 
feet of drifting on the 50 foot level is recommended 
as shown on figure 2 but surface work in the first 
phase may indicatecthat all of it should be done 
north or south of the shaft. 


Zone 2 - If Success is attained in the first phase in this 
area, a crosscut tunnel and drift on the Vein is plan-
ned as shown in the upper diagram on figure 2. The 
crossóut is 150 feet long and the strike drift is 
175 feet. Another 50 feet of tunnel work is added 
for crosscutting along the vein zone (not shown on 
figure 2). About 60 feet of backs will be present 
above the drift under the known surface outcrop of 
cinnabar. 


Zone 3 - A 200 foot crosscut tunnel and 200 feet of drifting 
is planned for this zone as shown on the middle 
diagram in figure 2. This work would give about 
60 feet of backs above the strike drift if the bull-
dozer work in the first phase did not come below the 
floDr of the old cut and tunnel . (see Sedtion 13-B'). 
In the case that the bulldozer cut extends consider-
ably below this level it will be more practical to 
develop this zone by a shallow shaft with drifts from 
the bottom. The cost of this type of development 
would probably be about the same as that estimated 
for the crosscut tunnel and drift.
