INTRODUCTION	 .I7 


On June 25, 1956, Mr. J. M. Burner applied to theDefense 


Minerals Exploration Administration, for assistance in exploring for 


lead at the Summit King Mine, at a cost of $5, 000. 00. The property 


was examined on July 13, 1956, by Glenn G..
