Most of the district has moderate to
deep soil cover,

The rocks in the general area are divided into five formations con-
sisting of cherts and shales on the western flank, Underlying this is what has
been termed locally as Blocky-Blue Quartzite which occurs in fine-grained
beds ranging in thickness from tv(zo to eight inches.
