Subject:	 eview of application, DNEA 4400, Davis and Cameron, 
Pink Horse claims, Elko County, Nevada, (uranium) 


In a poorly prepared and incomplete application the ap-
plicant proposes to explore for uranium ore in northeastern Nevada. 
The property involved consists of four mining claims. According 
to the application a 40 foot 'exploration tunnel' and 600 feet of 
'exploratory test holes' have been completed on the property. 


The applicant proposes to extend the existing adit 300 
feet and drive an inclined adit 500 feet. A crude pencil sketch 
shows a vein that dips 30 to 40 degrees. 


In order to evaluate the application better liBlieve 
the applicant should be asked for the results obtained from the 
work already completed on the property. If the applicant has 
assay returns frommples taken on the property they should be 
submitted. It would not in any way be unreasonable to ask the 
applicant to take some representative samples for analysis. 
Although a omp1ete geologic report may be difficult and expensive 
to obtain the applicant could at least tell what formation his 'show' 
is in.


I recommend that the applicant be asked for more 
information,
