The Applicant proposed to (1) drive a 300 .-foot crosscut 
southeast into the Cinnabar No, 3 Claim from the Redbird 
access adit and (2) drift 100 feet and sink 100 feet on 
the best mercury showing. 


Conclusions: Ore in the Redbird vine occurs along faults but no such 
faults exist in this claim. The poor surface showings 
confirmed by a geochemical survey end the prospect work 
done by the Applicant do not indicate that ore will be 
found at depth, or that a target can be Inferred that 
would justify Government participation under the DMBA 
program.

The examining team report that the Cinnabar lode claim 
no. 3 is adjacent to the Redbird. mine which is currently being 
explored under DMEA 3611.7, Idm-E838. The examiners do not believe 
conditions are good on the .applicant's property for minable mercury 
ore deposits. They describe how small amounts of cinnabar are 
found as disseminated crystals and as films along fractures in 
limestone conglomerate. The poor surface showings have been con-
firmed by a geochemical survey. The examiners report no evidence 
that indicates ore at depth. 


In view of the several un.favorable features of the prop-
erty, I am in agreement with the recommendations for denial of the 
application.

The applicant proposed to explore for mercury on the Cinnabar 
Lode Claim. No • 3 by 300 feet of crosscutting, 100 feet of drifting, and 
100 feet of sinking at an estimated total cost of $17,600.00. 


Examination of the property revealed that smafl amounts of 
cinnabar occurred as disseminated crystals and films along fractures 
in limestone conglomerate. However, there were no indications that 
sufficient ore was present to justify the proposed exploration program. 


I concur with the recoimnendations of the Field Team that the 
application be denied.

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INTRODUCTION 


Mr.C, A. Copp-in, Love.lock, Nevada, applied to the Defense 


Minerals Exploration Administration, docket .DMEA-4818,. for 


assistance in a $17, 600.00 program to explore for mercury on 


the Cinnabar lode claim No. 3, Pershing County,. Nevada. This. 


claim is' adj.acent to and southeast of the Redbird mine, currently 


being explore.d under Amended Contract IdmE838, docket .DA...3 647. 


A field. examination was, requested by the Operating Committee 


and was .made' September 17, 1957 by Henry W, Jones, 'U. S. Bureau 


of Mines, and. J. E. Carls.on, U. S. Geological Survey, accompanied 


by the applicant. 


A. brunton and tape survQy was made, of the' mineralized area 


and the surface' pits were correlated with .edsting underground 


workings.. Thr.ee samples were taken. Cinnabar Nos. 1 and 2 claims 


are outside the critical area,, have not be'e.n prospected by the owner, 


and were not mapped. 


CONCLUSIONS AND RECOMNDATIONS 


The Cinnabar No. 3 claim contains small amounts of cinnabar 


as diss'eminate.d crystals and as' films. along fractures in limestone 


conglorne rate.. 


The poor surface showings confirme.d by a geochemical survey, 


and the prospect work .done .by the. applicant do not indicate that ore 


1
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will b.e found at depth, or that a target .can be inferred that would 


justify Government participation under the. DME.A program. We 


recommend that the application be denied. 


LOCATION, AC.CESSffiILITY, AND LOCAL FACILITIES 


The Cinnabar No. 3 claim is in sec. 33, T. 27 N., 


R. 34 E., M.D .B. &M., in the Antelope Springs district,, Pershing 


County, Nevada (fig. 1),. nd on the south slope of Bulfalo Mountain 


at an altitude of about 5., 500 feet. 


It is reached by travelling northeast from Lovelock, 


Nevada, along U. S.. Highway 40 for 5.8 miles; then southeast 


through the iron ore loading ramps and follow a well maintained 


gravel road over a small pass into the next valley 10.4 miles, to 


a windmill; at this point leave the main road and continue straight 


along an ungraded road up a mountain wash for 3 • 2 miles; follow the 


left fork of the road past the Nevada quicksilver' mine sign and continue. 


on a progressively steeper road 1.4. miles to the. claim. The road 


leading to the Antelope Springs area is gravelled and accessible at 


all times of 'the year, although infrequent snow and rain storms make 


the last 1 .-lIZ miles of road nearly impassible for' short periods. 


Materials, equipment, and mining personnel can usually be 


obtained. in Lovelock. There is no housing at the adjacent Redbird 


mine but living quarters are available in and near Lovelock. Transmitted 
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ele ric power is available at the Nevada quicksilver mine plant 


and could be extende.d one-'half mile to the' Cinnabar No. 3 claim. 


Wal èr for mine usage is hauled 4 • 8 miles from the windmill and 


watlr tank on the valley floor. 


TORY, PROPERTY, DEVELOPMENT', AND PRODUCTION 


The Cinnabar lode claims were' located during the summer of 


I9f7. No prior claims were made on the property as it was thought 


recently to be railroad property not open to location. 


Three lode claims, the Cinnabar No. 1, Cinnabar No. 2, 


Cinnabar No. 3, are held by right, of location by C. A. Coppin, 


J. 1G. Harrison, and Liewellyn Young. They are recorded in book 2, 


pages 213, 214, and 215 at the Per's'hing County Courthouse,. Lovelock, 


Nevada,.


The adjoining Redbird claims have been worked intermittently 


sinc'e 1907 and approximately 2,270 flasks of mercury has been 


produced from two stopes developed on three levels. 


No work has. been done on the Cinnabar' 1 and 2 claims, but 


Cinnabar No. 3 claim is explored by about 250 feet of bulldo'zercuts 


a:nd three shallow pits. There has been no production from the claim. 
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GENERAL GEOLOGY 


The rocks in the claim area are limestone, limestone 


conglomerate and shale of the Pershing formation of upper Triassic 


age. They have been tentatively correlated, whole or in part, with 


Dun Glen strata farther north, The relation of the bedded limestone 


to the lime stone conglomerate is not certain, but the conglomerate 


appears to overlie the limestone. 


The limestone is dark gray, f1nely . crystalline, unfossiliferous, 


and heavily veined with calcite. Black fis sue shale in discontinuous 


lenses in the limestone has probably been derived in place from the 


limestone by removal of the carbonate fraction and concentration of 


the argillaceous material. 


The lime stone conglomerate is dark gray to olive, subangular 


to rounded, limestone and dolomite fragments in a yellowish-brown 


dol,o:mite matrix, and contains veinlets and clots of calcite • The 


individual fragments may be as much as 3 inches in diameter, 


although they average onequarter inch. This conglomerate is 


depositional in origin; locally, it resembles breccia. 


Light yellowish..brown fissile shale is exposed on the surface 


and overlies both limestone and conglomerate. It is continuous and 


probably has no relation to the black shale seen in the Redbird mine. 
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The structural relationships in this area are. complex, and. 


the rocks may p:o.s sibly be overturne.d (R. E. Wallace, oral 


communication), "These (rocks) a.re folded into a shallow, 


northwesterly-plunging syncline. The south flank of the syncline 


is cut by a major, northwest..trending fault (Canyon fault) that clips 


50° to 75° SW. The southwest side of the fault is .downthrown; 


displacement is about 300 feet • Other faults. that trend generally 


west to nor thwe st and dip from 300 to 500 S • and. SW. cut the 


sedimentary rocks ," (Reeves and Jones, Supplemental Application 


Report, DMEA-3647,) The cinnabar ore bodies of the Redbird mine 


are along these wes.t.trending faults. 


ORE DEPOSITS 


The ore deposits on the adjacent Redbird and.Redbird. No. 1 


claims have been, describe.d by Reeves and Jones in. Supplemental 


Application Report DIvA3.647, and by Pampeyan . and Jones in 


Application Report DA,3647. 


The ore occurs as crystalline and, earthy cinnabar in the 


bedded limestone, limestone conglomerate, and calcite. a.ssociated 


with these rocks, It is locallized'by the generally west-trending 


faults of small displacement under the shale. cap • Harold's Club 


stope of the . Redbird. mine contain.s cerusite, hemimorphite and

bindheimite in addition to earthy cinnabar. Bailey suggests. that 


1/ Bailey, E • H., and.

10 feet in diameter are in limestone 


and limestone conglomerate that has had bedding and texture altere.d by 


mineralizing solutions • Pits 1 and. 2 contained no visible cinnabar and. 


pit No. 3 contained cinnabar in trace amounts. Cinnabar paint was 


seen. in nearby outcrops, but much of the claim was covered by rock 


rubbLe. Limonite is common along fractures and dis seminated in the 


rocks.


Faults along which ore occurs in the Redbir:d mine strike west 


and northwest, approximately parallel to and north of the north side 


line of the claim. No faults were observed on Cinnabar No. 3 claim, 


but fractures in all attitudes are common.

The applicant proposes to explore for new mercury ore 
deposits on tlu'ee newly acquired lode mining claims. The proposed 
project would consist of 300 feet of drifting, 100 feet of cross-
cutting, and 100 feet of sinking on the vein - probably winzing. 
Total estimated. cost of the work would. be $17,600. 


The applicant proposes to drive a 300-foot drift south-
eastward from the Redbird. mine. The Redbird mine1 j the site of 
DA 36147, Contract Idm-E838, has been partly successful,as a 
small tonnage of ore was found, and some royalty payments have been 
made to the Government. 


In an Interim Report, DIvIEA 3614.7, dated August 12, 1957, 
by H. W. Jones, Mining Engineer, Mr.. Jones describes how bulldozer 
trenching by the Ojerator on some recently obtained mining claims 
west of the mine uncovered some favorable cinnabar mineralization. 
The applicant mentions some bulldozing he has done; but the pro-
posed work Is southeast of the mine. 


The property may warrant more exploration with DMEA parti-
cipation. I recommend that the Field Team be asked to review and 
appraise the application. A field examination may not be necessary 
as field personnel are familiar with the property from the previous 
contract. Several excellent maps of the Redbird. mine and vicinity 
are in DMEA Docket No. 3614.7.	 -
