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On April 28, 1958, the property was leased by the owners 
to Bruce Dailey and Adger Lindholm, and on April 29, Mr. 
Lindholm assigned his interest to Mr. Dailey. 


Geology:	 The country rock of the area is a rhyolite, which has been 
upthrust, highly leached, and altered and in which 
fault striking northwest-southeast and dipping 65 to 7 
degrees west contains minor sporadic distribution of cinnabar. 
In one area cross fracturing striking east-west has cut the 
walls of the fault. The cinnabar mineral deposition has 
occurred generally in fault gouge and breccia along the 
walls of the fault or in the joint planes of the altered 
capping.

Under the present lease four rotary drill holes have been 
drilled for a total of 977 feet. 


No production has been made by the lessees.

Subject: Review of Field Team Report 


The applicant requested assistance in exploring a mercury-
bearing fault in rhyolite, by drilling 10 5-inch; 600-foot holes. 


A small amount, about 1,000 pounds, of mercury has been 
recovered from a near-surface high grade pocket (or pockets) beneath 
an outcrop. Two adits, 30 and 175 feet long, and a 17-foot shaft 
driven in faults or a fault zone, and bulldozing and 14 drill holes 
have failed to reveal another pocket. 


The examiner sampled the exposures of slightly mineralized 
material in surface cuts and the adits. One 7-foot sample from a 
surface cut assayed 14.7 pounds Hg per ton. (The location of the 7-foot 
sample on the map (Fig. 3) does, not agree with the description in the 
narrative). The other l4 samples represent low grade to practically 
barren material. 


Unless the NW-SE fault is very wide, 1400 - 1450 feet, the 
showing above and in the lower adit seems to be unrelated to the 
showing at the 17-foot shaft, upper ad.it, and dozer trenches. 


It appears one pocket of high grade, 20-pound, rock has been 
found and mined out. Just why the 14 drill holes were placed where 
they are in a search for other pockets is not apparent, and the l0'600-
foot holes proposed are not warranted. The recommendation of the ex-
aminer that the application be denied is. quite appropriate and I concur 
with it.

The examination of the subject property revealed that 
cinnabar mineralization was lacking in surface exposures and four 
drill holes drilled to a maximum depth of 280 feet. Samples taken 
from the best mineralized area of the geological target averaged 
only 1.7 pounds hg/ton. Because of the narrow widths, the short 
strike lengths and lack of sufficient mineralization, the examiner' 
concludes there is no evidence to indicate that a significant 
discovery could be made and he recommends that the application be 
denied.


I concur in that recommendation.

Delivery, Midas, Nevada, applied to the Defense Minerals Ex-


ploration Administration, Docket DMEA.-5024, for assistance in 


a $36, 010.00 program to' explore for mercury on the Staggs.

A field examination was requested by the Oper-


ating- Committee. The examination was made on May 20 through 


May 22, 1958 by Glenn G. Gentry, U.. S.. Bureau .of Mines, ac-


companied by Mr. Bruce Dailey. 


,Sketch maps of the workings were made and 20 


sample.s were taken. 


CONCLUSIONS AND RECOMMENDATIONS 


Cinnabar mineralization is confined to and be-


tween the steeply-dipping walls' 'of a NW-SE. striking fault which 


cuts the bedding of a. rhyolite (?) flow. 


(1) No mineralization was noted in the surface exposures' from 


which the overburden, had been removed, nor in. the walls of the 


fissure.
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(2) Bulldozer cuts south of the present wor1dng.s were not suc - 


ces'sful in exposing the fissure or mineralization. 


Drill Holes Nos. 1, 2, 3, and 4, drilled to a madmum 


depth of 280 feet, were not 'succes'sful in. disclosing cinnabar. 


'The geological target is, limited to the. mineralized fault 


which is. .expo:se.d on the surface in two places totaling about 65 


feet in length. Mine ralization'.along the fault in the lower .adit 


is exposed for a strike length: of about 30 feet. 


{5) Rock from prospect pits in. the bottom of the gulch, approxi-


mately 100 feet below the. lover adit and 2, 000 feet north of the 


adit, shows no mineralization. 


The narrow widths, short strike. length's, and 


sporadic mineralization, indicate the size of the geological target 


is' small and does not justify further exploration. The weighted 


average of eight sample.s representing the best mineralized area 


is 1. 7 pounds Hg. /ton. The weighted average of 1.2 samples 


taken.from other areas. .of the property 1:8 0. 33 pound.s Hg. /ton. 


There is no' evidence to indicate that .a significant discovery 


will be. made and I recommend that the application be denied.

GENERAL INFORMATION 


The applicant is continuing drilling and hopes to 


explore the area between the upper and lower :adits to' a depth of 


600 feet. He stated that he had no intention of operating the mine 


and that his exploration was designed to prove an ore deposit 


which would enable him to either suhleas.e or sell to an operating 


company. He has had no experience in conducting an exploration 


or mining development program and has. no' definite. plans for the 


drill hole locations. The decision to' drill to' depths of 600 feet 


was reached because he had been advised that drilling to that 


depth would expose .a large' deposit of cinnabar ore. 
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Due to the attitude of the fault walls: and the 


shattered nature of the eastwest fractures, drilling will be diffi-


cult and expensive and the sampling results from the rotary type 


drill will not be conclusive. Drill Holes Nos., 1, 2,. and 3, 305 ft., 


205 ft., and 280 ft., respectively, were abandoned prior to 


completion due to: loss of circulating water:. Drill Hole NO. 4 


had reached .a depth of 187 feet on May 21 The circulating water 


was lost and the hole was cemented. After reaming, it is planned 


to continue to, a depth of 600 feet, if possible.
