Enclosed is an Application for Financial Assistance submitted to our 
office by Sonoma Mining Company, 700 Court A, Tacoma, Washington, in 
the amount of $22,100. 


The property, leased from Mr. William E. Johnson, Winnemucca, Nevada, 
is in Sec. 30, T. 34 N., R. 40 E., NDBM, 10 miles south of Golconda, 
Humboldt County, Nevada. 


The applicant proposes to drift and raise a total of 300 feet to explore 
a silver- and lead-bearing quartz vein in limestone. There has been no 
production from the property. Principal values appear to be in lead 
and zinc with an average silver content of less than 10 ounces per ton. 


The owner refuses to sign a consent to lien so that a performance bond 
will be required if a contract is granted. The average cost of about 
$41.66 per foot for drifting, crosscutting, and raising, is not out of 


i line, but the 120 days of supervision by Mr. Bissett, at $80 
1	 is unreasonable and inasmuch as he is vice president and general manager 


of the company would not be allowable under an ONE contract in any event. 


Also enclosed for your information are copies of three letters from 
Mr. Bissett and my two replies.

I 
would note also that to the north of the property values are pre-

4 The purpose of exploration is to determine grade, amount, and 
• character of ore at a prospect,,or mine, as well as factors related 


to production. The question of whether silver is the metal of pri-
mary. importance at the property and whether 'a significant silver 
production is possible here,' canonly be answered authoritatively 
by the exploration proposed 


5. A value of $13.40 per ton in silver is shown at widths of 6 feet 
or more by sample and assay. In sufficient quantity, this would be 
ore even if no lead or zinc were present. I believe that this 
property should be explored even if the base metals were absent.

In reply to your letter of January 21, 1966 concerning a possible ONE 
loan on the Johnson Prospect I was surprised to learn that copper, lead1 
and zinc are no longer eligible for exploration assistance, which is a 
change from our information on file. I wonder if you would send us a 
list of minerals presently qualifying for ONE assistance. 	 . 


As to whether the Johnson Property would qualify as a silver or gold de- 
posit, all present information is contained in the report Sent to you 
with the letter of January 11th. It . is possible that ore of a different 
character could be encountered during the course of exploration, •but this' . 
is speculative. Expectation should be based on present showing. 	 '• 


As to the character of ore now exposed, some samples show a silver content.. : 
exceeding any other metal in dollar value, but the average tenor at the 
face of the lowerdrift, which .corresponds generally with samples taken 
elsewhere, shows an average value.in dollars per ton as follows: silver 
$13.40; lead $28.50; zinc. $ 12 . 70 . Gold and copper are minor In value. 


It is true that lead has a higher, value in the ore but it is also true 
that silver is more than a by-product, but can be considered as a co-product 


I would like to note that' ; the vast majority of silver ore is as a'co-product 
with other metals,.usually lead. I would not expect that the ONE would 
grant assistance to a property, where silver was only a b r... roduct, since 
some silver is present in nearly ,, all ores, but it is my contention that 
if a commercial orebody is found here it will yield a significant silver 
production.	 i 


I respectfully request thatyou make a judgement as to whether this roperty 
will qualify for 01€ assistance, based on present samples of ore.

3. Physical Description 


(a) Past, recent, and present mining and exploration at the 
property is described in detail by the report attached as Enclosure 
#1* 	 following 'page 18. 


(b) Sonoma Mining Company's interest in the above operations 
is also given by the attached report. 


(c) There is no known past or present production at the 
property on any significant scale,. 


(d) There are no proven ore reserves on'the property. 


(e) The geologic features of the property are set forth in 
the report attached as Enclosure #1, immediately following page 18. 


(f) An ore body has been exposed' in the face of a shaft and 
in the face of a drift below this shaft. We propose to determine 
the extent of this ore by exploration. 


Ore exposed in the shaft was sampled by many channel samples. An 
assay section of this work is attached as page 16. Assays are shown 
on page 17. 


Ore exposed in the face of the drift was sampled by cutting two 
channels with a jack hammer, each filling a five gallon bucket. 
These were crushed to minus-1 inch, carefully mixed, and quartered 
several times to hand sample amount. Assays of these samples were 
sent to separate assayers, and are shown on page 18. 


It is the hope and expectation of the company that by drifting into 
the exposed ore body we will discover a commercial amount and grade 
of gold-silver values, constituting a valuable ore in itself, with-
out dependence on any possible by-product values in base metals.

5	 4. Accessibility of Property 
(a) William E. Johnson, or Anthony Mendietta, both of Winnemucca, 


Nevada, can guide a visitor to the property. •A map showing road 
routes is attached to Enclosure #1 as Sheet #1. 


The lower adit is open and the ore face can be.inspected and 
sampled. Unless flooded by. recent heavy rain, the same can be 
said of the shaft. 


(b) A railhead at Golconda, Nevada is about ten miles from 
the property. Winnemucca is about thirty miles distant. 


5. Exploration Work 


(a) It is proposed to continue the present drift northerly 
with a standard size working,4 by 6 feet if hand-mucked and 4 1 by 9 
feet if machine-mucked, laying rail as the work proceeds.

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MEMORANDUM


December 9, 1965 


TO: The Directors, Mineralands, Inc. 


From: The General Manager 


Subject: Technical Report, Johnson Property 


To provide information concerning the Johnson Property to the office of 
Mineral Exploration, and other interested professional mining personnel, 
a technical report is needed and herewith supplied. 


1. SUMMARY: 


The Johnson Property is located in the Adelaide District, Humboldt Co., 
Nevada, exactly on the outcrop of one of the major thrust faults of the 
Sonoma Range. Recent underground working at the prospect has encountered 
a limestone member in which a body of base-metal. ore is exposed. A shaft 
face and a drift face in this body show ore with a thickness of 7 feet 
with values averaging about $60 per ton, predominantly in lead and silver, 
with some zinc, and minor copper and gold. 


The limestone and its contained ore are concealed below the upper plate of 
the thrust. Subsurface exploration is required and recommended to determine 


n


	 the extent and scope of the discovery. 


2. OWNERSHIP 


Claims are shown by sheet #2 attached. Present exploration is in the Galena 
#1 Claim, which encloses all ore known to date. The three Galena Claims are 
owned by Mr. William E. Johnson, Winnemucca, Nevada, leasing toMineralands, 
Inc. Lease is perpetual provided a minimum royalty of $100 per month is 
maintained. Royalty is 10% of net smelter returns. 


Three claims, the Hidden Treasure and Mystery #1 & 2 were staked by David H. 
Bissett in behalf of Mineralands, Inc Mineralands has assigned all its 
interest in the property to Sonoma Mining Co., a limited partnership recorded 
in King County, Washington. 


3. LOCATION & ACCESS 


The property is in Section 30 of 'l? 3L N, R -i-O E, in the Adelaide or Gold Run 
District in Humboldt County, Nevada. From Winnemucca, a major highway leads 
northeast to Golconda, from which a graded county road runs south 10 miles 
to the district. A siding of a major rail line, with dumping ramp, is present 
at Golconda. See Sheet #1, Attached. 


The property is situated on the east margin of the Sonoma Range in lower 
foothills adjoining a flat desert valley. Grasses and Sage are the only 
significant flora, with sparce Juniper in the range. A small spring above 
the property can be developed to provide water for preliminary development, 
and larger streams in the Sonoma range could provide water for milling.
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Li.. HISTORY OF THE DISTRICT 


The Adelaide District was the scene of considerable prospecting, promotional, 
and mining activity from 1860 to 1915. This led to the establishment of two 
moderate sized mines, the Adelaide and the Crown. The district had a popula-
tion of several hundred, and was served by a railroad from Gblconda. 


The present workings, dumps, and abandoned facilities of the two mines suggest 
that they each had a gross production of from one to five million dollars. No 
reliable records can be found. By 1915 these two mines had apparently been 
worked out, along with several smaller operations, and the district was aban-
doned. 


In the 1930's the Crown, a gold mine, was reactivated. The streams below the 
mine, which had been placered in the 18001s, were reworked by a drag-line. 
An open pit was started at the Crown, on a 20 foot low-grade vein, supplying 
a 400 tpd cyanide mill. 
The district was shut down and abandoned except for sporadic prospecting by 
World War II. No production is known since 1943. 


5. GEOLOGY OF THE DISTRICT 


The company has done little work with surface mapping other than reconnaissance 
in the near vicinity of the Johnson Prospect. The district is in the Winnemucca 
Quadrangle, which was mapped in 1951 by Ferguson, Muller, and Roberts of the 
USGS. My reconnaissance findings agree with this mapping entirely and their map 
and text are used in this report. A portion of their map is reproduced as sheet 
#3, attached. 


The dominant feature of the district is a strong conspicious fault which can be 
traced for many miles, dipping from 20 to 30 degrees west. Its strike is gen-
erally north-south, although its intersection with the surface hills gives it a 
sinuous outcrop. Ferguson et al call this the Adelaide fault, a part of the 
complex large scale thrusting in the Sonoma Range. It is post Ordivician Valmy 
formation and pre Tertiary Rhyolite. From evidence developed elsewhere it is 
assigned to Jurassic age. 


The Adelaide fault separates the Preble formation, east and footwall, from the 
Sonoma _ -ange formation in the west hanging-wall, both at the prospect and in 
the district as a whole. The Preble is a Cambrian sequence of schist, slate, 
and hor . ls, with members of interbedded limçtone. The Sonoma Range formation 
consists dominantly of dark chert and siliceous argillite of Ordivician age. 


Granodiorite stocks outcrop in the district, youner than the fault and older 
than the Tertiary Rhyolite. They have been assigned to Jurassic age by Ferguson 
et al. Dikes and sills of fresh, unaltered post-mineral rhyolite occur in the 
district, and a capping of Tertiary Rhyolite is mapped south of the prospect. 


6. MINERALIZATION IN THE DISTRICT 


Although a few prospect pits were dug to the west of the Adelaide fault, mineral-
ization and alteration are conspicuously stronger to the east, and the vast 
majty of prospecting activity took place close to the fault on the footwall 
side. This might be due to (a) large scale post-ore fault movement (b) better 
favorability of the Preble formation (c) the Adelaide fault serving as a barrier 
to hydrothermal activity, or (d) some combination of the foregoing.
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The Adelaide fault is rhineralized, and has been extensively prospected by pits 


S
and adits. There is no evidence of any significant ore having been found in 
the fault itself, the Adelaide and Crown mines and several smaller producers 
being located on veins formed in the footwall of the fault. 


The Adelaide Mine has an open adit and can be studied. Ore occurrence is in 
a black and white banded marbleized limestone, with erraticly distributed 
blebs of chalcopyrite associated with a garnet lime-silicate skarn. Although 
the main workings are flooded, study of.dup:rock suggests that the ore bodies 
of the mine were formed on a granodiorite contact. The mine would appear to 
be a typical pyroinetasomatic copper property. 


The Crown mine is located just east of the Adelaide fault, on a vi striking 
N 30 W. dipping 70 degrees west. This vein is an .i,dized sheeted zone about 
20 feet wide, swelling in at least one location to 80feet. Earlier mining 
was in search of small high gra4e pockets in this zone; in the late thirties 
the entire vein was mined by open it. The oxides of the zone suggest that the 
primary mineralization was pyrarsenopyrite, and minor base-metal sulphides. 
Country rock is schist. The only values of the mine were in gold and silver. 
The vein can be inferred to pass under the Adelaide fault to the south; extent 
of mineralization there is not known. 


In the southern portion of the district there are a few small producers and 


j	 several large prospects. These are lead 7 zinc-silver ocurrences on the Adelaide I


	


	 fault and in veins below this fault. nion of dump material suggests that 
the ore was largely restricted to calcareous black phyllite lenses interbedded

in the schists of the Preble formation. 


7 . HISTORY OF THE JOHNSON PROSPECT 


As can be seen by Sheet #2, this prospect is located on the Adelaide fault. 
The fault is well mineralized, with intense alteration, so that prior to 
World War I it was prospected continuously along its outcrop by pits and adits. 
This work exposed a number of pods and streaks of lead-silver-zinc oxides and 
sulfides, but no true orebodies. Since this early work the area was essentially 
idle. 


In 1963 the site attracted the attention of a prospector named William E. Johnson, 
of Winnemucca, Nevada. At the portal of one of the old adits he started sinking 
an inclined shaft down the fault. After an advance of about 15 feet he encoun4 
tered a quartz vein with good average values in base metals. In the fall of 1963, 
when Mineralands obtained a lease on the property, vein to a thickness of 2 feet 
was exposed. 


The first work by Mineralands was done during the summer of 1964, when the shaft 
started by Mr. Johnson was continued for an additional 8 feet, and widened. This 
exposed the vein to a further extent. Channel samples for an aggregate thickness 
of 7 feet gave a weighted average as follows: Silver, 9.27. oz/ton. Lead.9.26%. 
Zinc 3.30%. Copper 0.21%. Gold O.O1 )4bz/ton. The gross-value of this ore at 
Novein1965 metals prices comes to $53 per ton. 


The "lower adit" of the prospect, shown on Sheet #2 and the accompanying map #20, 


S	 was reopened and surveyed during this period. This working cut the fault 110 feet 
south of the discovery shaft and at 37 feet lower elevation. 


For various reasons it was decided to drift north from the lower adit, to a point 
below the discovery shaft. This work was completed in October, 1965-
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The drift, starting in schist, soon encountered limestone. It also encoun- 


•	


tered ore on a vein named for Johnson. The probable relationship between 
this vein and the discovery shaft is shown by Sheet 4, attached. The present 
face shows L feet of vein, a representative sample of which assayed as follows: 
Silver, 10.4 oz/ton. Lead 8.9%. Zinc 4.4%. Copper 0.5%old 0.05 oz/ton. 


.J.jf Total values equal $59 per ton at November,l965 metal prices. Drilling shows 
the vein to have a minimum thickness of 6 feet in ore at this drift face. 


8. GEOLOGY OF THE JOHNSON PROSPECT 


The Adelaide fault at the prospect site is a strong structure, with several 
feet of slips and gouge, dipping 30 degrees west and striking N30 W. In 
places it has been intruded by two to three feet of rhyolite. The rocks east 
of the fault consist of schists of the Preble formation. Bedding is contorted, 
especially in proximity to the fault, but generally strikes about north-south 
with a dip of about 60 degrees west, and hence is cut by the fault. The bedding 
west of the fault is black siliceous phyllite of the Sonoma Range formation, and 
is generally parallel to the fault, but strongly contorted close to the thrust. 


The Johnson Vein is not exposed on the surface, being covered by the upper plate 
of the Adlelaide thrust except possibly in the gully north of the discovery shaft 
where it is covered by alluvium. Where exposed underground the vein strikes 
N 30 W, and dips 40 to 45 degrees west. Present evidence is inconclusive as to 
whether this is a split from the Adelaide fault or a separate structure. 


The limestone exposed by underground workings also does not outcrop in the 
prospect vicinity. It is a black and white banded marble identical in appear-
ance to that seen at the Adelaide Mine. It is in the footwall of the fault 
and appears to be "smeared out" along the thrust. Nothing definite can be said 
about the strike and dip of this member. The thickness and extent of the lime-
stone is of considerable interest. A thousand feet distant from the Johnson 
Prospect in the next gully to the south a vertical diamond drill hole is evident. 
According to the owner of the claim here, this hole went through the Adelaide 
fault and was in limestone for 120 feet, to the bottom of the hole. He showed 
me a pile of AX core in a pit near his cabin; it contained much black and white 
banded marbleized limestone, abundantly pyritized. Banding had a dip of about 
30 degrees.	 T2//2 


From the above evidence it would appear that there is a member of limestone in 
the Preble formation covered by the upper plate of the Adelaide thrust. Its 
extent is uncertain, but 'a short distance from the prospect it probably has a 
minimum thickness of 100 feet. 


MINERALIZATION AT THE JOHNSON PROSPECT: 


The Adelaide fault which is here about 10 feet wide with numerous slick planes 
and abundant gouge, is heavily stained, with much hematite, limonite, and 
ja.rosite. In many places the fault shows blebs, streaks, and pods of galena and 
sphalerite, or oxides derived from base metal, iron,nd arsenic sulphides. 
Lenses of bull quartz, sometimes with sparce base metal sulphides, are randomly 
encountered by the many pits and adits in the fault. 


The footwall of the fault has been altered extensively for several hundred feet 
by hydrothermal activity. In prticular, the black slate has been intensively 
silicified.. The hanging wall rocks are less extensively altered, perhaps be-
cause they were siliceous to begin with. Pyritization is widespread, and numer-
ous stringers of quartz and calcite are evident.
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The Johnson Vein is massive non-vuggy quartz with pyrite, pyrrhotite, galena, 
• and sphalerite, with minor chalcopyrite and arsenopyrite. The footwall of 


the ore is a hard green rock of quartz, epj.ate, and calcite, apparently a 
highly altered limestone. Present-Information leads me to believe that the 
ore on the vein is a inesotherinal replacement in limestone. qer Qr4 
10. CONCLUSIONS 


From present evidence I set forth my opinions herewith: 
Jurassic stocks of granodiorite have intruded schists of the Cambrian Preble 
formation, below a major thrust fault. Hydrothermal mineralization is wide-
spread, but tends to be concentrated in the footwall of the thrust fault, 
favoring calcareous sediments. Commercial base metal ore occurs in a lime-
stone member of the Preble formation at the Adelaide Mine. No other outcrops 
of limestone were located by my reconnaissance of the district .Cow	 '? 
A limestone member has been encountered underground at the Johnson prospect. 
Diamond drilling suggests it may be of appreciable size. Where the Johnson 
Vein passes into this limestone, ore of good grade is exposed. 


The extent of the limestone member, and of ore it might contain, is concealed 
below the thrust plate of the Adelaide Fault, and must be determined by sub-
surface exploration. 


11. RECOMMENDATIONS 


Continue north from the present face of the lower drift, long-holing and 
cross-cutting as required to follow the ore and expose it to its full width. 
Raise as required for ventilation and access. Continue to the limit of ore 
at the present level, plus a reasonable distance in waste. 


Further recommendations should be deferred until the foregoing is complete. 
Additional activity can be expected to concern itself with the following: 
(a) Vertical extent of ore now exposed (b) Horizontal extent of this ore at 
lower levels (c) Definition of the limestone, and general search within it 
for replacement bodies of ore.
