Enclosed is a new application for financial assistance from the - _h.ﬂ,J
Silver Chain Mining Co., Box 510, Goldfield, Nevada, received in
the Field Office on August 24, 1967.

Copies of letters to the two banks are lacking, as are consent to
lien and subordination agreements from the owners. The estimated
cost of about $36,000 to sink 50 feet of 5'x6' inclined shaft, and
to drive 300 feet of drift, is high, and the applicant's ability
to furnish its share of the costs is questionable. Numerous cost
items would not be allowable under an OME contract, such as a
General Manager, ore bin, purchase of compressor, jack hammer, fan,
receiving tanks, slusher, water tamnk, column bars, tool room and
repair shop, house trailer, etc. A trammer, in addition to two
miners, would not be necessary on such a small job that is so close
to the surface. Estimates of assay costs are high.

There has been no production from the property and the grade and
thickness of the vein appear to diminish rapidly with depth. Justi-
fication for a project of the size contemplated is doubtful.

ESMERALDA COUNTY, NEV. by John Woodall

The Silver Chain Mining Claims, located approx 4.5 miles south of Goldpoint,
Nevada, Esmeralda County, in the Gold Mountain Mining District, in the area of
Slate Ridge and 3 miles North of Gold Mountain. The property consists of 10
adjoining claims, each 600' by 1500°',

The éountry rock in this area, Slate Ridge,is limestone which has been in-
truded by numerous pegmatite dikes, also to the South, Gold Mountain, contains
pegmatite dikes.

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INTRODUCTION

The Silver Chain Mining Company, Box‘SiO, Goldfield, Nevada 89013,
applied to the Office of Minerals.Exploration for Government assistance
in an exploration project, Docket OME-6649, to explore for silver on the
Silver Chain Group of Claims, Gold Mountain mining district, Esmeralda
County, Nevada. The applicant infers the presence of minable silver ore
bodies along a fault zone between limestone and shale and wishes to
explore the deposit by deepening a shaft and drifting along the fault.

A field examination was requestéd by the Office of Minerals Exploration
and was made by H. K. Stager, Field Officer, on September 21, 1967,
accompanied by Mr., G. W. Rainwater, manager and active partner of Silver
Chain Mining Company. Tﬁe applicant's maps, cross section, and assay
data were examined énd compared with surface and underground exposures
in the mine area. Five samples were taken of the ore exposed in the
underground workings and ore stockpiles. The results of the assays of
these samples are given in the following report.

SUMMARY

The Silver Chain claims contain a small silver-bearing deposit
localized along a fault contact between limestone and shale. The deposit
has a short strike length, is only a few feet in thickness, and, except
for near-surface concentrations of secondary silver minerals, is too low
in grade to be minable. No geologic evidence has been found to indicate
larger or higher grade ore bodies below the near-surface exposures or

elsewhere on the claims.





The applicant proposed to explore the depoéit at a depth of about

100 feet, by deepening a shallow shaft and by drifting on the 100 level.
The low grade of the material below the 25 level, the short strike length,
and the small tonnage that can be estimated do not warrant Government
participation in an exploration project for silver on the property.
RECOMMENDATIONS

It is recommended that the application for Government assistance in
an exploration project on the Silver Chain claims be denied on the basis
that the geologic probability of discovering silver-bearing ore bodies
of minable size and grade is too remote.

LOCATION, ACCESSIBILITY, AND LOCAL FACILITIES

The Silver Chain claims are in an unsurveyed area, about R. 41 or
42 E., T. 7 S., MDBM, Gold Mountain mining district, Esmeralda County,
Nevada (Fig. 1), on the north side of Gold Mountain, at an altitude of
about 6,500 feet.

To reach the property, that is about 30 miles south of Goldfield
(the closest town), drive 15 miles south on U.S. Highway 95 to Lida Junction,
turn right (southwest) on Nevada Highway 3 and drive 7 miles, then turn
left on Nevada Highway 71 and drive 7 miles to Gold Point (a near-abandoned
mining town), then proceed southeast on a well-traveled dirt mine road
6 miles to the property. The road to the mine is rough buf passable to
ordinary two-wheel-drive vehicles except.during'heavy snow or rainstorms.

The drive from Goldfield usually requires about 1 hour.





Mail and telephone services are available in Gpldfield. Labor,
mining equipment, materials, supplies, trucking services, and timber are
available in Tonopah, Nevada (63 miles), or in Bishop, California (100 miles).
There is a railroad siding in Bishop or at Mina, Nevada (95 miles). Water
is available in Gold Point or from small springs in the vicinity. Assay
service is available in Los Angeles or Salt Lake City at $3-$5 per sample
for silver and gold. The local wage scale for miners is about $3.00 per
hour. Ore trucking rates from the mine to the smelter at Selby, California,
are $15 per toﬁ, and to Hayden, Arizona, $16-$17 per ton.

PROPERTY

History and Production

The property was discovered about 1965, and the original name was the
Valentine claim. During 1966 the owners drilled several shallow wagon-
drill holes in the deposit and found silver-bearing material. The property
was sold to the applicant in December 1966. The inclined shaft was started
in January 1967. There has been no production from the pfoperty, and there
are no nearby mines that have yielded silver ore. About 80 tons of silver-
bearing material has been mined by the applicant and is stockpiled at the
property.

Ownership

The property consists of 10 unpatented mining claims, known as the
Silver Chain No. 1 through No. 10, owned by Andrew H. Boucher and
Norman Bailey. The applicant is the purchaser of these claims under comntract,

a copy of which was attached to the application. The claims are recorded

at Goldfield, Nevada, as follows:

Payments on the contract ($300 per month) were current to
September 1967, at the time of the examination. One of the owners
(Mr. Boucher) has consented to sign a Lien and Subordination Agreement
but the other (Mr. Bailey) refuses to sign until he is paid the sum of
$800 that he claims he is owed by the applicant for work done by him
on the shaft and headframe. The applicant does not wish to pay the
$800, as the work was not considered éatisfactory, but stated that if
an OME contract was approved the sum would be paid in order to obtain

Mr. Bailey's signature on a Lien and Subordination Agreement.

Financial Eligibility

The applicant furnished copies.of letters to two banks requesting
loans for the proposed ﬁork and also copies of letters denying fhe loans.
The applicant proposed to furmnish its share of the exploration costs by
furnishing labor, use of equipment, and the balance in available funds.
Development

The property is developed by several shallow pits and trenches along
the outcrop of the vein and by an inclined shaft, 60 feet in depth, with
about 35 feet of driftiﬁg at the»25 level, Surface faciiities consist
of a small hoist house that houses the gasoline-driven hoist, a 165-CFM
compressor, a 10-KW generator, and miscellaneous small tools and

equipment.





GEOLOGY

Geologic Setting

The Silver Chain claims are in an area of low relief and, except for
a shallow cover of slope wash and alluvium, the exposures are good.

The oldest rocks exposed in the vicinity of the mine are chiefly
siltstone interbedded with thin limestones and shales of the Wyman
Formation of Precambrian age that strike about east-west and dip moderately
south. These sedimentary rocks are intruded.by granitic rocks of Tertiary
age and numerous dikes and veins of pegmatite and quartz. A prominent
vein, of barren white quartz, that strikes N. 10° W. and dips about
70° E., is exposed on the Silver Chain No. 3 claim. It is offset by two
steeply dipping normal faults that strike east-west about 300 feet north
and south of the shaft. About 20 feet west of this quartz vein is a
parallel mineralized fault zone that is about 5 to 6 feet in thickness
where exposed by shallow surfaée pits. It is within this fault zone that

the silver-bearing ore is localized.

Ore Deposits

The silver-bearing material expoéed on the property is localized
along a fault zone that strikes about N. 10° W. and dips 70° E. The
mineralized part of the fault is exposed for a strike length of about
300 feet north of the shaft and probably continues under a shallow cover
of alluvium for an equal distance to the south. The mineralized zone
at the surface is about 5 feet in thickness with the major part of the

silver values concentrated in a vein about 18 inches in thickness.

Ore minerals are cerargyrite and possibly some embolite or bromyrite. Some
galena, probably argentiferous, was observed on the 25 level and at the
bottom of the shaft. Gangue minerals are quartz, calcite, iron oxides,

and locally epidote. Alteration of the limestone hanging wall and shale

footwall is slight and indicates that the volume of mineralizing solutions

was small,

A short drift and small stope on the 25 level has yielded about 80 to

90 tons of mineralized material that is stockpiled on the surface. No ore

has been shipped or milled.

Minable ore consists of near-surface concentrations of secondary
silver minerals. The silver content of the deposit diminishes rapidly with

depth and minable ore probably does not extend below the 25 level.

Sampling

Five samples were taken during the examination. Assays and descriptions

of these samples are as follows:

Ore Reserves

Indicated and measured ore reserves, contained in the several small
stockpiles and exposed in surface trenches and the 25 level drift, total
about 1,200 tons of ore estimated to average about 10 ounces of silver
and 0.1 ounce of gold per ton. These reserves are in the vein that is
estimated to average about 2 feet in thickness and 600 feet in length
above the 25 level. No reserves of minable grade material are inferred

below the 25 level.
EXPLORATION

Applicant's Proposal

The applicant proposed to explore the deposit by deepening the
shaft 50 feet and driving 300 feet of drift on the 100 level. During
the examination it was pointed out to the applicant that the silver-bearing
vein had pinched out between the 25 level and the bottom of the shaft,
at 60 feet, and that the silver content had diminished to only traces of
gold and silver. The question of the existence of a silver-bearing vein
at the proposed 100 level was raised and it was suggested that a small
drilling project, consisting of 2 or 3 drill holes to intersect the
structure at the 100 level, should precede the applicant's proéosed work,
The applicant was not in favor of a drilling project because of the probable
high unit cost for a small footage contract in this isolated area and the
possibility that the results would be inconclusive. He stated that he was
sure it would be necessary to sink the shaft and do the drifting anyway.
I did not pursue the suggestion further as it appeared probable that OME

participation would not be justified in any event.

The above properties are situated approximately 4.5 miles South

of Gold Point,Nevada,in the Gold Mountain Mining District and in
the area of Slate Ridge. We made a brief visit to the 10 mining
claims owned by the Silver Chain Mining Company on April 22,1967.
Outcrops were examined and a 60 foot shaft on Claim No.3 was also
inspected. The headframe and hoist works were operable and Mr.G.W.
Rainwater was in the process of deepening the shaft,

The regional geology of the area of Slate Ridge is described in
the U.S. Geological Survey Bulletin No.308 by S.H.Ball, 1907.0ur
brief examination and the available more recent data indicate that
the limestone and shale formations of the claim area should be
assigned Pre-Cambrian age. The sedimentary series are traversed by
numerous granite, pegmatite and quartz dikes of Tertiary to Meso-
- zoic age. The mineralization of the area is related to these in-
trusive bodies as well as the prevailing faulting of the region.

The ore of Silver Chain claims is complex carrying beside silver

also copper,lead,iron and some gold. The silver appears as Cerar-
~gyrite (AgCl) and Bromyrite (AgBr) = 60% to 75% Ag. However, based

on the numerous assays of the ore submitted to us, the tenor of the
ore varies from a few oz to almost 300 oz per ton . The samples were
obtained from the surface test pits and at different levels of the
deep shaft. The mineralization is assumed to be of epithermal origine.

The shaft at the Silver Chain mine apparently follows a fissure vein
dipping approximately 70° East with a NNE - SSW strike. The mine-
ralized vein is about one to two feet wide where it carries good
values; it is traceable on the surface for about 300 feet with a
width of 5 to 6 feet NNE of the shaft.

a fissure vein or fault plane bringing in contact the |imestone beds
of the hanging wall with the shaley formation of the footwall - this,
however, should be verified by additional field work.

From the above preliminary data it would appearsthat the mineralization
could be largely metasomatic with both primary and secondary minerals
present. Considerably more exploratory work on the properties would

be required for a valid opinion on the ultimate potential of the

Silver Chain mining claims. The assays and some of the data on this
Preliminary Report were supplied to us by Mr.John W.Woodall,Field
Assistant,and Mr. G.W.Rainwater,owner.
