AMENDMENT NO, 1

It is agreed this _28th day of December, 1973, between the

2. The date fixed by Article 1(a) of the Contract for completion
of the work is- extended from eighteen (18) months to twenty-four (24)
months from the date of the Contract, or until November 9, 1974,

This amendment shall not be construed to increase the estimated
total cost of the Contract, the aggregate amount which the Government may
be required to contribute, the amount of any item designated as a maximum,
nor the fixed unit cost of any item of work.

Since completion of the OME project in November 1974 the Operator has
concentrated on mining of ore shoots on the 340 and 540 levels of
the Thomas W. vein and the milling of the ore.

Interim Inspection

An interim inspection of the subject project was made by the Field
Officer, accompanied by Mr. Donald Jung, on November 20, 1974.

Since the last inspection on September 26 (Report dated September 30, 1974),
the OME crosscut has been advanced 83 feet to the east, for a total of
1,408 feet from the Thomas W. shaft on the 490 level. The Superior vein
was intersected by the crosscut at 1,392 feet and drifts were driven

about 60 feet to the north and 60 feet to the south on the vein. The
vein ranges from 6 inches to 5 feet wide and three samples, for which
assays have been received, indicate 0.207-0.333 ounce of gold and
0.09-6.56 ounces of silver per ton. Additional samples have been taken
and are being assayed. The Operator is preparing a final voucher and
Operator's Final Report that will be submitted by the end of the month.

The crosscut is again in hard greenstone after passing through about
100 feet of dense, gray, thinly bedded chert. No additional timbering
has been required and no faults or significant mineralization inter-
sected. The face of the crosscut appeared to be intersecting slightly

September 24, 1973), the OME crosscut has been advanced an additional 162 feet
to the east, for a total of 872 feet from the Thomas W. shaft on the 490 level.
The last 20 to 30 feet of the crosscut is in fractured and unstable rock and
will require timber support.. The Lander vein was intersected about 770 feet
east of the shaft and about 42 feet of drift was driven on the vein. The vein
consists of about one foot of quartz in a fault zone about 40 feet wide, but
only traces of gold and silver are indicated by assays of samples taken along
the vein.

Because of the shortage of diesel fuel the Operator was forced to stop work on
November 16 and does not plan to resume the driving of the crosscut until
additional fuel supplies are available. A recess until May 1, 1974, and a 6-
months' extension of time to complete the work will be requested by the Opera-
tor. During the recess period the Operator plans to install a vent line from
the shaft station to the face of the crosscut, place about 15 feet of timber
sets, and cut several samples of mineralized exposures for assay.

The next interim inspection will be scheduled when exploration work is resumed.

An interim inspection of the subject project was made by the Field Officer,
accompanied by the Operator, on September 20, 1973.

Since the last interim inspection on August 15, 1973 (report dated August 20,
1973), the OME crosscut has been advanced an additional 120 feet to the east, .
for a total of 710 feet from the Thomas W. shaft on the 490 level. The cross-
cut continues in greenstone and no timbering has been required. At about 680
feet east of the shaft a fault zone, about 25 feet wide, was intersected.

This zone contains abundant sulfides and a thin quartz vein about 2 inches wide.
The quartz contains sparse galena, sphalerite, and another black sulfide that
appears to be tetrahedrite. A sample will be sent for assay. This mineralized
fault zone probably correlates with a weakly mineralized fault that has been
prospected at the surface.

NEW. PASS MINE, Nev. .

— (NEA) — Listen. Hear
it? When the air is quiet one
can almost feel the days of
used-to-be.

It was late in the 1800s.

Gold Rush. Tinhorns and
hurdy-gurdies. And this
mine, on the slopes of the
Desatoya Mountains, siz-
zling in the sun, was thriv-
ing. One thousand men
scratched the earth for ore;
dozens of sleep shacks
leaned against the wind
amid the scrub and scor-
pions; bar-keeps and
whores sat at their windows
waiting for eventide. There
was a post office, a general
store, a sawbones — and of
course gold.

TODAY MUCH of the
frontier flavor of New Pass
is long gone. The population
has been reduced to one
small family — Donald
Jung, his wife, two children
and three dogs — most of
the shacks have given up to

the elements, the booze, the -

babes and the other ameni-
ties are merely anecdotes of
. another time.

But the gold? Ah, the
gold. It’s still here as be-
fore. '

And how, says Donald
Jung. As present owner of
the New Pass mine he be-
lieves millions of dollars in
gold is still’ locked in the
rocks of these hills. He be-
lieves a ‘couple of men,
working steady, can haul
out $800-$1,000 worth of ore
a day. To prove it for visi-'
tors, he picks up a random
handful of milled dirt, puts
it in a pan of water, shakes
the mixture into separation
— and: ‘See, there it is,
pure gold!”’

DOUBTLESS, New Pass
is well endowed. The-chief
reason the century-old mine
was abandoned in the past
is that the world price of the
metal did not allow profita-
ble extraction.

Interim Inspection

An interim inspection of the subject project was made by the Field Officer,
accompanied by the Operator, on May 15, 1973.

Since the last interim inspection on April 5, 1973 (report dated April 9,
1973), the OME crosscut has been driven an additional 64 feet to the east

for a total of 321 feet from the Thomas W. shaft on the 490 level. 1In
addition a drift has been driven for 23 feet, to the south, on a mineralized
shear zone intersected 120 feet east of the shaft. All of the workings are
in greenstone and no timber has been required. No-significant gold or silver
mineralization was found in the drift although abundant oxidized pyrite is
present. Assays of samples taken by the Operator indicate a trace to 0.043
ounce of gold and a trace to 1.872 ounces of silver per ton. At 295 feet
east of the shaft the crosscut intersected a shear zone 5 to 6 feet wide,
that dips 40° E., and contains a quartz vein from 2 to 4 inches wide. The
quartz vein contains sparse oxidized pyrite and pans a few colors of gold.

In the face of the crosscut at 321 feet another quartz vein, from 2 to 3
inches wide, was exposed. This vein dips 45° E. and contains abundant galena
and some pyrite. No samples had been taken at the time of the inspection

but some additional work may be justified in this area at a later time.

The heavy snow cover has now melted and the mine access road is again dry.
The work continues to progress satisfactorily and with better weather is
expected to advance at-a more rapid ‘pace.





The Operator plans to operate the mill on weekends, and did so on May 12-13,
milling ore from the 340 level of the Thomas W. vein.

The next interim inspection is planned for early June at the time of the
application examination for OME-6884 (Mardon Inc.).

An interim inspection of the subject project was made by the Field Officer,
accompanied by the Operator, on April 5, 1973.

Since the last interim inspection on March 7, 1973 (report dated March 9,
1973), the OME crosscut has been driven an additional 87 feet for a total of
257 feet from the Thomas W. Shaft on the 490 level., The crosscut continues

to be in resistant greenstone and no timber is required. A second mineralized
shear zone, about 25 feet wide, was intersected between 215 feet and 240 feet
east of the shaft. Abundant iron oxides indicate an earlier sulfide-rich

zone that may contain some gold and silver. Samples of this material had

not been assayed at the time of the inspection.

The work continues to progress satisfactorily although very heavy snows
during March greatly hampered the work and made access to the mine difficult.
During April the Operator plans to drive several drift rounds on the
mineralized fault zone at 120 feet east of the shaft.

The next interim inspection is planned for May 15.

An interim inspection of the subject project was made by the Field Officer,
accompanied by the Operator, on March 7, 1973.

Since the last interim inspection, on January 17, 1973 (report dated January 22),
the OME crosscut has been driven an additional 85 feet for a total of 170

feet from the Thomas W. Shaft on the 490 level., All of the crosscut is in
greenstone that is resistant and stands well and no timber has been required
since leaving the shaft station. A mineralized shear zone, about three feet
wide that strikes about north-south and dips steeply east, was intersected at
120 feet east of the shaft. Several chip samples, of the pyrite and oxidized
iron and copper-stained brecciated quartz and greenstone, assayed from a trace
to 0.291 ounce gold and a trace to 0.08 ounce silver per ton. The Operator
plans to slab-off several feet of the crosscut walls in this area, to make room
for an air receiver tank, and will take several additional samples for assay.
Some drifting on this mineralized zone may be justified when the crosscut is
completed.

The work is progressing satisfactorily although much time has been lost because
of heavy snows, near impassable mine access roads, and the conversion from

a slusher operation to conventional rail and mucking machiné. One miner has
quit, for personal reasons, and another miner has been hired to replace him.





About six feet of advance is obtained per shift by using seven-foot drill
steel. The larger hoist is at the hoist house and will be installed this
month. A larger skip will then be placed in the shaft to facilitate more
rapid removal of the waste rock from the crosscut.

Interim Inspection

An interim inspection of the subject project was made by.the Field Officer,
accompanied by the Operators, on January 17, 1973.

Since the last interim inspection on November 29, 1972 (report dated

December 1, 1972), the new OME crosscut has been driven 85 feet east from the
Thomas W. Shaft on the 490 level. All of the crosscut is in greenstone and,
except for a few sulfides at the shaft station and traces of copper staining
along fractures near the face, no mineralized zones have been intersected.
The first significant mineralized fracture zone exposed at the surface is
about 350 feet east of the shaft and will probably be intersected by the
crosscut at about 200 feet.

The work is progressing satisfactorily and, with the addition of a new miner
on January 15, the crew of four men is now averaging about 6 feet of advance
per shift. The rock is resistant and stands well. No timber has been re-
quired except for about 10 feet at the shaft station, The waste rock from
the crosscut is being spread in the shaft yard area and on the road to reduce
the mud problem. At the time of the examination, several truckloads of rock
were being dumped and spread on a steep part of the access road near the mine,
to overcome the slick surface caused by snow and frozen mud.

An interim inspection of the subject project was made by the Field Officer,
accompanied by the Operators, on November 29, 1972,

The contract, dated November 9, 1972, was signed by the Operators during the
week of November 12 to 18 and preparatory work was started immediately.
Ladders, and some timbers, in the Thomas W. Shaft were repaired or replaced;

The term "treatment processes" means -those processes (such as milling, concentrating, smelting,
refining, or equivalent, but excluding fabricating or manufacturing) applied to the crude ore or

other production after it 1s extracted from the ground to put it into a commercially marketable

form.

(2) The Government's royalty shall be computed and paid currently upon each lot sold, held,

or used in integrated operations, as the case may be.

(&) Unsold prodiction.--If any production (ore, concentrate, metal, or equivalent), after the
lapse of six months from the date the ore was extracted from the ground, remains neither sold nor used .
in integrated manufacturing or fabricating operations (for instance if it is stockpil_ed), the Govern-
ment, at its option, as long as it so remains, may require the computation and payment of its royalty
on the value of such production in the form (ore, concentrate, metal, or equivelent) it is in when the
Government elects to require computation and payment. If any production is used in integrated manufact-
uring or fabricating operations before the Government makes its election, the Govérnment's royalty on
such production shall be computed on the value thereof in the form in which and at the time it is so
used. "Value" as here used means what is or would be gross income from mining operations for percentage
depletion purposés in Fedeyal income tax determination, or the market value, whichever is greater.

(e) Lien for payment.--To secure the payment of royelty (see Article 6(b)), the Operator hereby
grants to the Qovernment & lien upon his interest in the land and upon any production of minersls and
metals therefrom until the royalty claim is extinguished by lapse of time or is fully paid.

(£) Notice to purchasers.--The Operator or producer shall give notice of the Government's claim for
royalty to any purchaser of the production, and shall authorize and direct such purchaser to pay the
royalty directly to the Government and to furnish the ‘Government with copies of the settlement sheets.

If the records of any production and sales or other disposition of production, whether the production is
by the Operator or by others, are not made avallable to the Government, the amount of the royelty may be
estima.ted by the Government, .and this estimate shall be final and binding upon the Operator or producer.

(g) No obligation to produce.--Nothing in this contract shall be construed as imposing any obliga-
tion on the Operator or the Operator's successor in interest to engage in any production operations.

(r) Government not obligated to buy.--Nothing in this contract shall be construed as imposing any
obligation on-the Government to purchase any'xﬂinere.ls and metals mined or produced from the land.

ARTICIE 7. Termination of the Government's Obligations.--(a) If the Government determines that’
operations at any time have failed to achieve anticipated results and further work is not Justified, the
Government may give the Operator written notice thereof, and thereupon:

(1) the Government shall be free of all obligation to pay on account of units of work not then
performed; and
(2) the Operator shall be free of all obligation to prosecute the work other than such as may

be necessary and incidental to final accounting and reporting. .

(b) If the Government determines that the Operator is in default under the terms of the contract,
the Government may give the Operator written notice of such default with a specification of reasonable
time within which the default must be -cured; and if the Operator fails to cure such default as required,
thereupon:

(1) the Government shall be relieved of all obligation to pay on account of units of work not
performed when the notice was given, and
(2) the Operator shall be free of all obligation to prosecute the work other than such as may be
necessary and incidental to final a.ccounting and reporting. '
The Government may &lso aveil itself of any other remedy the law may provide for breach of contract, in-
cluding the right to rescind the contract and to dema.nd repayment of all moneys contributed by the Govern-
ment under the contract.

We return herewith the subject contract which we have approved for legal
.sufficiency.

We note that a new application form, dated October 26, 1972, has been
submitted wherein Lotar Jung has joined.the original applicant Donald E.
Jung, his son, as a cooperator. . As you will recall this office suggested
that this be done due .to the fact.that original applicant had indicated

that funds for his share of the cost of the project ($18,550.00) are to be
furnished by his father. However, in a letter dated August 28, 1972 Lotar
Jung indicated that he '"would prefer to assume .all payments for . the purchase
of machinery and supplies necessary to the mining operation. This would be
paid on a monthly basis or paid when goods ‘are .purchased.  .This would not
‘require a large withdrawal to Don's account."

As we indicated to you orally we believe the procedure proposed by Lotar

Jung would be unacceptable for the reason that an applicant for an OME

contract should have the source of his share of the expenses of the project

. under his direct management and contract inasmuch as he is the party contracting
with the United States.. This .requirement protects the interest of .the United
States in that it provides reasonable assurance that once .the contract is
executed the project will not fail either because the financial backer has
reneged on his promise to furnish theé money, or because, in the case of death

of relative who has agreed to loan the money, the money might not be readily
available when needed from the executor of his estate.

. To meet this requirement we .suggest that in the future whenever an applicant
indicates that.it is proposed that a person who is not to be a party to an

OME contract will supply the applicant's share of .the cost of .the project

work he should be required to show his backer's firm intention to bind himself,






his heirs and assigns to furnish the required funds by .submitting to your
office an executed legally sufficient document obligating the backer either

to transfer the funds directly to the applicant upon demand, or to irrevocably
deposit the required funds in.a bank upon execution of an OME contract in
either the applicant's name or .in a trustee's account. The essential point

is that the backer must show that he will or has turned control of the funds
over to the OME operator, or in the latter case, to a trustee for the
operator's benefit.

A preferred alternative to.the above procedure is of course that the financial
backer of the applicant become a cooperator in the OME contract as was done

in this case.. Unless.the financial backer is willing to take either of these
alternatives we recommend that OME refuse to accept the application.

The Lien. and .Subordination Agreement -executed by Lotar Jung on September 30,

/1972 is of course no longer needed inasmuch as he will become a cooperator
. upon execution of OME Contract 6699.

INTRODUCTION

Mr. Donald E. Jung, Box 69, Austin, Nevada 89310, applied to the Office
of Minerals Exploration for Government assistance in an exploration project,
Docket OME-6699, to explore for gold and silver at the New Pass Mine, Lander
and Churchill Counties, Nevada., The Applicant infers the presence of minable
gold- and silver-bearing ore shoots in quartz veins that occur along faults
cutéing metavolcanic rocks on the property and wishes to explore for these
ore shoots by driving a crosscut from the 490 level of the Thomas W. Shaft
and drifting on the veins.

The application was first submitted on February 26, 1968, but was with-
drawn by the Applicant on April 24, 1968, when he was unable to provide the
necessary capital to finance his share of the estimated costs. The present
revised proposal was submitted én Juné 21, 1972, A review and field examina-
tion was requested by the Office of Minerals Exploration and was made by H. K.
Stager, Field Officer, on July 20, 1972, accompanied by the Applicant. The
Applicant's maps, assays, and other data were examined and compared with
surface and underground exposures on the property.

SUMMARY

The area of the New Pass Mine contains numerous gold-bearing quartz veins
that occur along faults in greenstone. The results of the examination and of
past exploration and mining indicate that downward continuations of ore
shoots along the Superior vein may be discovered by the proposed exploration
and that the probability of discovering other gold-bearing veins, between
the Thomas W. and Superior veins, is good. As a result of discussions with

the Applicant, some revisions in the planned work and estimated costs were
|






considered advisable;"The'revised'program consists of 1;600.feet of cross-
cutting and drifting, 200. feet of timbering: and the assaying of 40 samples
for gold and silver. The work will require about 18 months to complete and
is acceptable to the Applicant. The project site is accessible and facilities
for accoﬁplishing the work are available;

RECOMMENDATTIONS

It is recommended that the Government enter into a contract with
Donald E. Jung to provide 75 percent of the costs of the proposed program
to explore the New Pass Mine. The program will require about 18 months to
complete and the Government's share of the estimated total cost of $74,200
would be $55,650,

LOCATION, ACCESSIBILITY, AND LOCAL FACILITIES

The New Pass Mine is in secs. 9, 10, and 16, T. 20 N., R. 40 E., MDBM,
New Pass mining district, Lander and Churchill Counties, Nevada (Fig. 1),
near the south end of the New Pass Range at an altitude of about 7,400
feet. The county line passes through the mine area and most of the workings
are in Churchill County (Fig. 2).

To reach the mine, that is about 25 miles northwest of Austin (the
closest town), drive 23 miles northwest on U.S. Highway 50 to New Pass
summit, turn right (north) on a graded dirt road and drive about 5 miles
to the mine camp. The mine road is maintained by Lander County and is
passable to ordinary passenger vehicles except in winter when it may be
blocked by snow for briéf periods. The drive from Austin usually requires
about one hour.

Mail and telephone service, some supplies, and mine labor are available

in Austin, but most supplies, equipment, and materials are obtained





from Fallon, Nevada (90 miles), or from the Reno-Sparks area (150 miles).
Mine dimension timber is available at a price of about $120 per M. Water
is available on the property or from nearby wells. Assay service is
available in Reno or Salt Lake City. The local wage scale for good miners
is about $4.00 to $5.00 per hour.

PROPERTY

History and Production

Gold was discovered, and the New Pass district was organized, in 1864
or 1865 by a group of miners from Austin. A small 5-stamp amalgamation mill
was moved to the district from Austin in 1868 and operated for several years,
treating about 12,000 tons of ore. The district was then idle until about
1900 when renewed activity resulted in the establishment of a post office
at the New Pass camp and this office remained in operation until about 1904,
In 1917 the Nevada Austin Mines Company constructed a cyanide mill of about
100-tons-per-day capacity, but the company was unsuccessful and the mill was
sold after treating about 5,500 tons of ore. Mining was again resumed about
1930 and continued intermittently on a small scale until about 1941. Except
for a brief period from 1960 to 1964 the mines in the district have been
inactive in recent years. Total production from the district is estimated
to be about 35,000 tons of ore that averaged about 1 ounce of gold and
1 ounce of silver per ton. Most of this production came from the Thomas W.
and Superior veins.

Financial Eligibility

The Applicant furnished copies of letters to two banks requesting loans
for the proposed work and also copies of letters denying the loans. The
Applicant proposes to furnish his share 6f the exploration costs by furnishing
supervision and engineering, use of equipment and supplies, and the balance
in cash that will be provided by Lotar and Anita Jung, parents of the Appli-
cant, to be deposited in the Applicant's account at the ﬁevada National Bank,

Austin, Nevada, if a contract is granted.





DeveloBment

The New Pass Mine is developed by numerous shafts; the deepest of which
is the Thomas W. Shaft at about 550 feet, many adits, and several miles
of underground workings. The principal workings are about 4,000 feet of
drifts on 6 levels, along a vein developed by the Thomas W. and Gold Belt
Shafts and 4 drift adits, with about 5,000 feet of drifts and crosscuts, on
the Superior vein. Most of these workings are open and accessible. The
Thomas W. Shaft dips about 71° to the east and passes into the hanging wall
of the vein between the 240 and 340 levels. This shaft has recently been
rehabilitated and is equipped with a hoist. The proposed exploration crosscut
is planned to start from the shaft station on the 490 level.

Surface facilities consist of numerous mine buildings, cabins, and two
mills. A small (10 stamp) mill on the Thomas W. Claim is still intact but
a newer 45-tons-per-day ball mill, with amalgamation, gravity, and flotation
circuits, on the Independence No. 1 Claim is in better condition and was
operating at the time of the examination. All necessary mining and milling
equipment, machinery, and supplies are on hand and in operating condition.

GEOLOGY

Geologic Setting

The New Pass Range consists of chert and quartzite of the Ordovician
Valmy Formation overlain by conglomerate of the Battle Formation. These
rocks have been overthfust by rocks of the Pennsylvanian and Permian Havallah
sequence which are depositionally overlain by Triassic rocks. Most of the
range consists of shales, siltstones, cherts, and greenstones of the Havallah
sequence, with some conglomerate and siltstone of Triassic age. These sedi-

mentary rocks in general strike north and dip west in a west-dipping homocline,

Volcanic rocks, chiefly ash—fléw tuffs with some local units of tuffaceous
sedimentary rocks, of Tertiary age overlie the sedimentary rocks in the
northérn, eastern, and southern parts of the district. Numerous faults have
formed a series of gently east-dipping fault blocks. The gold and silver
deposits occur in quartz veins along faults that cut the Havallah sequence

rocks.

Ore Deposits

The gold- and silver-bearing deposits consist of free gold, with minor
amounts of silver occurring with lead and copper sulfides, carbonates, and

oxides, in quartz veins along steeply dipping faults that cut a massive green-

stone unit. The veins strike north or northwest and are vertical or dip steeply

east or west (Fig. 2). The ore shoots are from less than a foot to as much
~as 10 feet thick but where mined averaged about 3 feet. They were as much as
300 feet in length, and have been mined down dip for as much as 500 feet.
Most of the ore is oxidized but some sulfide minerals are reported from the
deeper levels of the mines. Gangue minerals, in addition to quartz, are
iron oxides with some pyrite.

The Thomas W.-Gold Belt vein strikes N. 15° W., dips 70° to 80° NE., has
been mined for a strike length of about 900 feet, and to a depth of more than
500 feet.

The proposed exploration and cost estimates were discussed with the
Applicant and some changes and modifications were suggested. The crosscut
was originally proposed to start from a point about 150 feet north of the
Thomas W. Shaft but it was agreed that the crosscut should start at the
shaft station, thus saving some footage and making a more efficient operation.
The Applicant had not provided for any timbering and it was pointed out that
some may be necessary. Inasmuch as the Applicant, at his own expense, had
almost completed the repairs to the shaft, it was agreed that this item could
be deleted from the proposed costs and 200 feet of timbering substituted.

The Applicant also agreed to increase the total footage by 100 feet, thereby
allowing about 200 feet of drifting on the veins to be intersected by the

Examiner's Proposal

I propose, and the Applicant has agreed, to increase the crosscutting
and drifting footage to 1,600 feet so as to permit about 200 feet of drifting
on the target quartz vein, or veins. If, when the 1,600 feet of crosscutting
and drifting‘is completed, additional drifting is reduired to properly
explore the intersected veins, then an amendment to further increase the
total footage will be considered. I propose, and the Applicant has agreed,
to delete the estimated shaft rehabilitation costs and to provide instead
for 200 feet of timbering that may be necessary where the crosscut intersects

faults or other fractured zones.





Proposed Exploration Costs

The application contains considerable cost data and the Applicant
supplied additional information at the time of the examination and by letter
during the preparation of this report. Labor costs are high, because of the
remote area and the cost of taxes and insurance that ﬁotal about $20 per $100
of payroll. The necessity of having a full-time hoistman and a supervisor
greatly increase the costs per foot. Costs per foot of crosscutting will be
low initially, but as the distance from the shaft station increases the costs
for tramming and ventilation will also increase. The Applicant estimates the
average cost per foot will range from about $40 at the start of the project
to more than $50 as the work progresses. An overall average of $45 per foot
is probably low but the Applicant appears willing to accept this figure.

The ground stands well and little support has been required in the
workings, some of which are more than 100 years old. Some timbering may be
required, however, where the crosscut intersects possible faulted and
fractured zones beneath the canyon between the two major veins and along the
veins that will be explored by drifts. A cost of about $10 per foot is
estimated for 200 feet of timbering. If this item is not used, the excess

can be utilized for additional drifting.
