The application appears to be complete and in good order except for answers
to questions 3(e) and 5(a).

3(e). No adequate geologic maps or descriptions are available although the
district is mentioned in Nevada Bur. Mines Bull. 62, p. 118-122, 180.

5(a). The proposed drilling is to search for the continuation of the _
Carnation(?) vein. The vein is suspected to have been displaced
by faults because the ore "played out" before the mine was shut
down. The attitudes of various faults and of the vein are known
but their locations are not illustrated.

4. Accessibility of Property: (a) Mr. Dale Briner, Presi-
dent of Drilling and Pumps, Inc., 3521 Spring Mountain Rd., Las
Wegas, Nevada 89102, Tel. No. 702-876-7694. The old mine shaft
is inaccessible due to caveing and flooding. (b) Boulder City,
Nevada (Railroad) approximately 35 miles; Searchlight, Nevada
approximately 20 miles (mill site); in addition we understand a
new mill is being built approximately 12 miles from drilling sites.

5. Exploration Work: The proposed exploration work anticipates
approximately six core holes depending on information developed as
drilling progresses and cores are taken. Approximate average footage
per location three hundred feet, Size hole 5 to 5% inches, size
Pore & 7/8 inches. The bid of Drilling and Pumps Inc., 3531 Spring
Mountain Road, Las Vegas, Nevada 89102 would be accepted. Core
hole number one would be seven hundred (7009 feét N. 30° E. of the
surface opening of the old Carnation (Efdorado Boulder) mine shaft.
This location would be in the postulated NW - SE trending fault
zone whichnmay have off-set the Carnation vein. Core holé number
two would be seven hundred (700') feet due north of the Carnatdon
mine shaft and is also in same fault zone as core holé.number one.

FURTHER REPORT ON
C. N. WILLIFORD - L., WATSON CLAIMS
IN EL DORADO MINING DISTRICT
CLARK COUNTY, NEVADA

This report is intended as a supplement to an earlier
report to Roy Simmons, dated April 27, 1971. This earlier re-
port described the geological features pertaining to these
claims, as far as could be ascertained from literary research.
The present supplement is based on a surface examination.

It was not possible to examine the face of the aban-
doned Carnation mine, the condition of the shaft seeming too
dangerous, since I was alone. I believe, however, that with
assistance I could achieve the total depth. This would be of
use in determining the bearing of the fault which interrupted
- the vein.

On the surface, the area several hundred feet north-
east of the shaft entrance is dceply covered by flonat (rubble)
of what appears to be Lower Patsy Mine volcanics. This float
obscures outcrops, so that Hansen's tentative fault cannot be
mapped. There is, however, a change from monzonite to lava as
one moves northeast of the old mine entrance.

As Mr. John Eckhart, overseer of the Williford claims,
observed, "This country is like a jigsaw puzzle." However,
the most predominant character of the faults is: strike N
20°-30° W, upthrown to the east, with often a counter-clockwise

shear. This would bear out Hansen's fault and my own observa-





tion. In other words, the vein (whose main trend was N 45° E)
has probably been shifted 300 to 500 ft. in a NNW direction.

I therefore propose two core holes: (1) due north 500
ft. of the shaft entrance, (2) 150 ft. east of the first hole.
Two other holes might be necessary, depending on the results
of the first two. These holes should be planned for 300 ft.,
with equipment capable of 600 ft. Depending on surface dif-
ficulties, a lateral tolerance of 50 ft. is permissible.
Adequate drilling water is available in a spring near the old
shaft.

Somewhat more promising possihilities exist around the
old clay pit north of the Watson cabin. This clay (see earli-
er report) is the distinct result of interaction along the
contact of the quartz monzonite which intruded the Patsy Mine
Volcanics. The clay contains niimerous seams of gypsum (cal-
cium sulfate.) The significance of this is that sulfur and
calcium are both, in this area, benign indicators of ore.

1 therefore recommend that one core hole be drilled
at the north edge of the clay pit and another 400 ft. N 45° W
of the Watson cabin. Depth and lateral tolerance should be
the same\as previously recommended. An additional four holes
may be nécessary, depending on results in the first two.

This report has only mentioned possibilities in the
vicinity. of the Carnation, Lombard, E & W, and Bowery claims.
The other 19 Williford claims &also dre in a favorable monzo-
nite but I recommend that action on these claims be delayed
pending results from the suggested core drilling.

Reference is made to the letters of November 15, 1972 and January

5, 1973 from Mr. Harold Kirkemo Chief, Office of Minerals Exploration.
As we discussed on the telephone the existence of the Carnation,

and Black Hawk off the same main fault as well as the existence of
the Wall Street and other mines in the close vicinity indicate that
this area has good mining possibilities. It might Jjust be the use of
their terminology but I would consider the work to be undertaken
under the suggested program to be exploration work and not pros-
pecting as I tend to think of the latter term in connection with
surface inspection and location and not work undertaken to explore
promising known geologic faults or lodes based on prior production
experience. In this regard I hope the information contained herein
will be sufficient to meet the requirements of the 0. M. E. Enclosed
is a copy of a map showing additional geological information.

In reference to the Geology in the vicinity of the Carnation claim
in the E1l Dorado Mining District fault outcrop is observable, the
Nelson quartz Monzonite can be seen in the area of the Carnation
shaft and to the west of it. ZEast of the Carnation, Patsy Mine
Volcanics and float are observable. S. M. Hansen also observed

this and shows a North, Northwest striking fault Just ILast of the
Carnation (The Geology of the Eldorado Mining District, Clark
County, Nevada, S. M. Hansen, 1962, available at University Library).
It is my belief that this major fault should be located by two core
holes to determige the Northeast extent of the Carnation vein, which
strikes North 45 West and dips Northeast. It evidently represents
implacement of metalics along a spur fault from the major fault.

The estimated position of the main fault and the Carnation spur

are shown on our map. This implacement of ores occurred during

the intrusion of the Nelson Quartz Monzonite into the Pabsy Mine
Volcanics. It is likely that most ore implacement in this vicinity
occurred along such spurs from larger faults. A third core hole

and possibly several others are needed to explore an apparent
second spur just North of the Carnation in the area of the clay
pit. There is no natural clay in this area and this clay is ob-
viously the result of alternation of the Patsy Mine Volcanics
North of the Carnation by the same gases which implaced gold and
silver ores in the faults below. This clay is Kaolinitic and
contains many gypsum crystals.

In reference to the suggested re-entry and exploration of the

0ld Carnation shaft, flooding and the poor condition of the shaft
would indicate that this is not economically feasible unless
government support were offered for such exploration.. However,

I believe with proper scuba gear and one assistant I could make.

a limited underwater exploration of the o0ld mine and secure ore
samples and make a rough survey of the orientation of the shaft

and location of the stopes. This could be undertaken at the same
time I am supervising the core hole drilling and therefore would
only involve the rental of scuba eéquipment and payment for an
assistant to accompany me. Total costs should not amount to more
than Nine Hundred Dollars. Perhaps O. M. E. will accept a letter
amendment covering this additional cost if they are willing to
proceed with your application in light of the additional information
contained herein. However, unless the ore samples secured would

be of greater value than I anticipate even with the substantial
increases in gold and silver prices I doubt the existing conditions
of the old shaft would warrant re-entry for production purposes
but, of course, this could be determined at the same time.

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INTRODUCTION

Mr. Roy Simmons, P.0O. Box 270, Mexia, Texas 76667, applied to the Office
of Minerals Exploration for Government assistance in an exploration project,
Docket OME-6881, to explore for gold and silver at the Carnation Mine, Clark
County, Nevada. The Applicant infers the presence of minable gold-silver ore
shoots in a vein along a fault in quartz monzonite of Tertiary age, and wishes
to drill from 3 to 6 rotary holes from surface sites to find a possible faulted
segment of the vein.

A review and field examination was requested by the Office of Minerals
Exploration and was made by H. K. Stager, Field Officer, on October 18, 1972,
accompanied by Mr. Dale Briner, drilling contractor, representing the Applicant.
The Applicant's maps, reports, and other data were examined and compared with
surface exposures on the property. Several telephone conversations were held
with the Applicant and his consulting'geologist, Mr. Neal Neece, Jr., to obtain
additional information.

SUMMARY

The Carnation Mine contains a gold- and silver-bearing quartz vein along
a fault cutting quartz-monzonite of Tertiary age. Most of the underground
workings on the property are in unsafe condition or are completely inaccessible
because of caving and flooding.‘ The Applicant did not provide a map of the
underground workings and the Field Officer did not attempt to examine the
workings Beyond the portal areas. Available recordé, and the results of the
field examination, indicate that the ore shoots that have been mined were small
and low grade. Three old sites were found where previous“drilling had tested

the down-dip continuation of the vein but the Applicant did not provide any






information relative to the results of this drilling. The three sites for

the drilling proposed by the Applicant were inspected and found to be so far

removed from the mine area that the work must be considered as entirely pros-
pecting in nature.

The Applicant proposed to test the down-dip continuation of the deposit
by drilling 3 to 6 rotary drill holes totaling about 1,800 feet at a total cost
of about $28,686, including supervision, access roads, and assays. The work
was estimate& to require about 3 months to complete.

RECOMMENDATIONS

It is recommended that the application be denied on the basis that the
proposed work is prospecting and not exploration of specific targets.

It is also recommended that the Applicant be informed that before the
applicatién can be reconsidered it will be necessary for him to clean out and
rehabilitate the old mine workings on the property, prepare a geologic map of
the surface and underground eprsures, properly sample the ore-bearing structure,
and furnish the results of the previous drilling.

LOCATION, ACCESSIBILITY, AND LOCAL FACILITIES

The Carnation Mine is in sec. 4, T. 26. S., R. 64 E., MDBM, Eldorado Canyon
District, Clark County, Nevada (Fig. 1), on the west side of the Eldorado
Mounfains at an a;titude of about 3,500 feet.

To reach the property, that is about 35 miles southeast of Las Veéas (the
nearest major town),,drivé southeast on U, S. Highway 93—95'for 19 miles to .
Alunite, then turn south (right) on Highway 95 and drive 10 milés to the junction
of State Highway 60, turn east (left) on Highway 60 and drive 12 miles tO‘NeiSOH,

turn west (right) on the unpaved Eldorado Canyon road and drive about 1 mile






to the Black Hawk Mine, take the right fork in the road and continue about
a half mile to the Carnation Mine. The road is passable to ordinary passenger
cars and the drive from Las Vegas requires about one hour.

Labor, mining equipﬁent and supplies, and all services are available in
Las Vegas. Water is available from shallow wells and flooded mine workings on
the property. Drilling contractors are available in Las Vegas or Boulder City
(28 miles).

PROPERTY

History and Production

Gold was discovered in Eldorado Canyon about 1857 and the Colorado District

was organized in 1861. 01d arrastres and prospect pits found in the area in
the 1860's suggest that the district may have been previously'mined by Spanish
or Mexican prospectors several hundreds of years ago. The Southwestern Mining
Company erected a 15-stamp chlorination mill at the mouth of Eldorado Canyon
on the Colorado River in 1864, and this company subsequently acquired most
of the mines and dominated the district until 1897. During this period the
company operated several mills and a fleet of river boats for bringing in
supplies from the Pacific Coast via the Colorado River. The mines of the
district were intermittently active until closed by Federal Order L-208 in
1942 and produced 609,191 tons of ore with a value of $5,620,611 in gold,
silver, copper, lead, and zinc, for an average of $9.23 per ton.

The Carnation Mine has been operated under several ownerships and names.
The application contains production data for five months during 1941 and 1942
when the Eldorado Boulder Mine produced about 740 tons that averaged about $5

per ton in gold and silver, with a gross value of $3,782.82. Previous pro-

duction, that was probably of higher grade ore, is not known.






Ownership

The property consists of 23 unpatented lode mining claims. Clark County
was formed in 1909 when it was separated from the southern part of Lincoln
County. The claims located prior to 1909 are therefore recorded in Lincoln

County.

The Applicant furnished copies of letters to two banks requesting loans
for the proposed work and also copies of letters denying the loans. The Appli-
cant proposed to furnish his share of the costs in cash.
Development

The Carnation Mine is developed by two inclined shafts and numerous shallow
prospect pits, shafts, and trenches. The extent of the underground workings is
not known but from the size of the dumps it is estimated that the principal
workings do not exceed 1,000 feet. Several vertical shafts are flooded to within
about six feet of their collars and the inclined shafts are reported to be
flooded in the lower parts. The upper parts of the two inclined shafts are open
but in an unsafe condition and would require cleaning out, removal of loose
material from the backs, and some retimbering before they would be safe to enter
for sampling or study. There is no hoisting machinery or other equipment on
the surface and only one building in poor condition.

GEOLOGY

Geologic Setting

The Carnation Mine is in an area of moderate relief and exposures are good.
The rocks exposed are chiefly a fine-grained quartz monzonite of Tertiary age
that intrudes volcanic rocks also of Tertiary age. The volcanic rocks are
rhyolite and andesite-flows, breccias, and tuffs. These rocks are cut by
numerous faults that in general strike north and dip moderately to steeply west.
Other low angle to steeply dipping faults, that strike NE. or NW. and dip north,
cut the quartz monzonite and locally extend into the voléanic rocks. It is
along this set of faults that the ore deposits occur. Alteration, both propylitic

and argillic, is common and locally is intense.






Ore Deposits

The ore bodies that have been mined at the Carnation Mine and other mines
in the district consist of gold- and silver-bearing ore shoots in veins along
faults in quartz monzonite. The vein material consists of brecciated and
strongly propylitized quartz monzonite wall rock cemented by calcite and quartz.
Most of the veins are near the margins of the quartz monzonite and some extend -
into the adjacent volcanic rocks. Ore minerals are native gold, auriferous
pyrite, sphalerite, galena, and chrysocolla. The ratio of silver to gold is
about 23 to 1 and the veins with dips steeper than 60° contain more gold than
the veins with lower angle dips that contain higher amounts of silver. Steeper
veins are generally narrower, higher grade, and more persistent along the strike.
Lower dipping veins are generally thicker, lower grade, and lack continuity.

The vein that has been mined at the Carnatipn Mine strikes about N. 45° W.,
dips about 37° NE. at the outcrop, and flattens to 20° about 25 to 50 feet down
dip. Where mined the vein was about 8 to 10 feet thick but apparently was of
short strike and dip length. The ore mined during 1941 and 1942 consisted of
about 740 tons with a gross value of $3,788, or an average value of about $5
per ton. Most of the value was in gold although the ratio of silver to gold
was about 20 to 1.

Sampling

There were no exposures of ore available for study or sampling at the time
of the examination and no samples were taken. The application contained assays
ofv10 samples that were analyzed by the U. S. Bureau of Mines in November 1969
and by Newmont Exploration Ltd. in June 1970. These assays indicated only a

trace to 0.02 ounce of gold, less than 0.25 ounce of silver per ton, and less

than 1 percent lead, zinc, and copper.
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Ore Reserves

There are no measured or indicated ore reserves on the property and avail-
able information is insufficient for an estimate of inferred reserves. -
EXPLORATION

Applicant's Proposal

The Applicant proposed to drill from 3 to 6 rotary holes on the property
for a total of about 1,800 feet of drilling at an estimated cost of $28,686
including access roads, supervision, assaying, and office expenses. The work
was estimated to require about 3 months to complete.

The drilling, as planned by the Applicant, 1aéks specific targets and is
entirely prospecting in nature. The hole sites are far away (600 to 1,000 feet)
from any vein outcrop or mine working and have little chance of intersecting a
mineralized structure. In order to properly plan an exploration project on
the property it would first be necessary to prepare a geologic map showing the
surface and underground geology. Drilling, if appropriate, should be by
diamond core drill and should start within 50 to 100 feet of known mineralized
vein exposures.

The rotary type drilling that the Operator proposed generally does not
yield satisfactory results, does not provide good samples, and the results are
often difficult to interpret. Bid costs of $10 to $12 per foot are also

excessive inasmuch as this type of drilling is usually available for $4.50 to

$5.00 per foot.

Reference is made to your recent telephone conversation with

Mr. Neece concerning production data on the "Carnation" mine.

I refer to the mine as the "Carnation" as many of the old timers
in the area use this name. However, production records which we
sent to you refer to it as the El1 Dorado Boulder mine and other
records reflect it as the Boulder El Dorado. A number of old
timers also refer to it as the Tex Evans or Evans mine. Extensive
correspondence with Mr. John H. Schi#lling, Acting Associate
Director of the Mackay School of Mines at the University of
Nevada has failed to show production under any of these names.
Mr. Schilling stated in his letter to me of July 20, 1972, that
it is likely that production was under some other name, mentioning
the fact that several claims are commonly worked as a unit.

Dr. Spenst M. Hansen, in 1962, did his doctorate dissertation

at the University of Minnesota on the Geology of the El Dorado
Mining District, and in the dissertation, Dr. Hansen'refers to
it as the "Carnation Mine". I secured Dr. Hansen's dissertation
sometime ago, and have it on hand, and should you think it would
be beneficial to our application we will forward it on to you.
Among his comments with respect to the "Carnation Mine" is that
"the workings include two inclined Shafts suhk along the vein,
and an unknow amount of under-ground workings. An open slope is
developed along the northeasterly dipping vein. Room and pillar
mining methods were used. The underground workings were not
examined in d&tail. The surface establishment was at one time
extensive and a mill formerly located at the site has been
disassembled and removed. Gross production figures are not
available"., He further comments that "Athe the surface, the
Carnation vein strikes about N. 45%° W. and dips 37° N.E. It
flattens to about 20° between 25 and 50 feet beneath the surface.
The mine workings are only a few hundred feet south of the '
contact between the Nelson quartz monsonite and the Patsy Mine
volcanics". The dissertation goes on with other generalized
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geological findings pertaining to the Carnation claim.

Mr. Leslie Watson from whom Mr. Carl Williford inherited these
claims was originally a native of Freestone County, Texas, and

his brother Ed Watson who resided in Teague, Texas, had an
interest in the mine at one time. I know, strictly from hearsay,
that during the late thirties the mine was quite productive,

and a small placer depos1t was located one year that produced over
$50,000.00 in gold.

The Bureau of Land Management map No. 121 shows these mine workings,
and of course I can send you duplicate copies of these maps if
they would be of any assistance to our application.

In addition to the favorable geology, based on the data we have
been able to assemble, one of the items which I took into con-
sideration relative to further exploratory work in this area was
the ready availability of water in sufficient quantity to conduct
milling operations if we should prove successful in discovering
commerfial grade ore., You may rest assured we are continuing to
make every effort to locate additional production data, and details
with respect to the Carnation mine, and its operation, but because
the companles that produced fitran this mine are no longer in business,
we have serious doubts that any further data in this regard can

be located.

Mr. Neece indicated that you had observed some core holes, and would
like to advise that these were quite shallow holes, which I had
Mr.: Dudley Phillips take in connection with proving-up the claims

a couple of years ago. The samples were sent to the Department

of the Interior, and the results are contained in our application.

I do not believe that any of the holes went to a depth of 25 or 30
feet, as the equipment Mr. Phillips was utilizing could only go

to a depth of 50 feet at maximum.

We are most anxious to begin exploration work as proposed, and
anything you can do to expedite our OME application will certainly
be appreciated.
