The application is well prepared and appears to be complete except for bids
for bulldozing and drilling. The cost estimate is realistic, but it pre-
supposes Government participation of 75 percent which may not be allowable.
According to the applicant, the ore that probably could be mined may average
$42 or more in silver, $7 in gold, and $38 in copper (lead and zinec, $41),
which suggests a participation rate of 62% percent.

The work proposed is confined to the Silent Friend Claim, although the Fay

Claim and Fay Mine are included in the project area. An earlier application
(DMEA-2577) on the Fay Mine was withdrawn. '

The Kongsberg Mine, Fay, Imperial, and C.0.D. patents are
some of the oldest mines in Nevada, having been located prior
to the General Mining Laws of 1872, in the 1860's, under local
" rules and customs of the White Pine Mining District.

In the early history of the White Pine rush the claims
were worked with each one being developed separately. No
significant work was done in the early days as the ore contain-
ed too much copper to be treated by the mills of the area. The
properties have been held in several separate ownerships for
over 100 years, and now are finally grouped into one holding
so they can be prospected and worked as a unit. The re-organized
properties contain six patented claims and eight unpatented
claims and have been re-named the IMPERIAL SILVER MINES.

The‘following ﬁotes are a brief description of the ore
showings on the claims:

FAY MINE. The Fay Mine was an obvious high grade ore body

and one of the first mines located at Hamilton. The ore was,

however, impossible to work by the early day methods of ex-

traction which were limited either to the Amalgam Pan or early .
stamp mills. The ore is high grade, but complex.

This sample was not a select sample but would probably
be typical of the ore that was mined and could be mined on the
average from the bedded deposits filled by the east west
mineralizing fissures, except it is lower in Silver and Copper

than much of the ore mined. The gangue of the vein (bedding)

is silicious and also runs approximately 10% iron and various
other metals, some of which might also pay; such as Mercury
and Molybdenum.

There is little question extensions of this ore bedded
horizon can be mined by additional work.

An important aspect of this horizon is that it shows the
replacement characteristics which accompany favorable horizons
and structure when cut by the important mineral feeders.

A remarkable similarity exists between the thin quartzite
beds at this horizon and the quartzite at the Euréka Quartzite
horizon which horizon underlies thé afea and is several hun- ' ‘

dred feet thick.

It is reasonable to expect that an additional ore horizon
for bedded ore will occur, in the Eureka Quartzike horizon,
similar to the Fay type ore deposits which have already been
mined. The replacement of the Fay type of quartzite beds is
not an isolated occurrence as they also made similar ore bodies
in other localities in the district, such as the productive
Homestake Mine.

The Fay bedding replacement type ore body was a pre-mineral
bedding plane of duartzite, also cut by pre-mineral fault.
pattern. The last phase of fault was the mineral fissure
which introduced the ore solutions. As the early miners work-
ed from the outcrop along the 20° dip of the bed they sank
on the ore.

This pattern of occurrence should persist approximately
1,000 feet easterly to the east boundary fault, which would
displace this occurrence on a down fault pattern approximately

IMPERIAL MINE: The Imperial Mine is upon the strong-
est vein system developed in the Hamilton mining area. This
vein protrudes near the exact center of the uplift at the
most mineralized center of the district. The vein makes
very rich ore along an ore shoot several hundred feet long
on an east west trend. The vein width was stoped out as much
as 15 feet wide and has a tendency to pinch and swell. The
~early miners could not work the ore with much success despite
the high silver grade due to the complexity of the ore which
contains a high percentage of Copper, Lead, Zinc, and other
metals.

Lessees worked the mine at a later time than the early

SUMMARY , ;

The dolomite rocks of the Sllent Frlend claim,
the Fay ¢laim and portions of adjoining claims, contain.
strong mineralization along numerous east-west fractures.

The oxidized mineralized material runs high in silver;
copper, lead and zinc. In addition to the m1nera11zed
"feeder" fractures there are several horizons of bedded

ore fed by the "feeder" fractures. One of the most impor-
tant horizons for bedded ore is that of sandy dolomite at
the horizon of thin quartzite beds in the dolomite. At the
Fay mine and at the Rocco-Homestake mine 1% miles. west; old
stopes at the above mentioned '"quartzite horizon" are as much
as 5 to 7 feet high. The accompanying cross sections show
proposed diamond drill holes to explore for bedding mineral-
ization in- the dolomite rocks of the Silent Frlend claim.

' INTRODUCTION '

The Silent Friend - Fay area is about 8000 feet
S. 15° W. from the Hamilton Townsite in the White Pine .
Mining District, Nevada. A graded road from Hamilton to’

dolomite; the Lone Mountain Dolomite, the underlying Hanson
Creek Dolomite, and the Eureka Quartzite underlying the Hanson
Creek Dolomite.‘

‘There are two fault blocks of the Lone Mountain
Dolomite exposed in the Treasure Hill area east of the Belmont
~Fault. One block containlng the Silent Friend - Fay deposits,
on the west slope of Treasure Hill, is exposed for a length
of about three miles, in a north-south direction, gradually
being faulted out to the north. The basal member of the
formation is not exposed. -

The second block, about one mile square, comprises
the Rocco Canyon Fault block. It is east of the large Bel-
mont Fault and about one mile west of the first mentioned
block. Both blocks of rock are strongly fractured and faulted.

The Hanson Creek Dolomite and the Eureka Quértzite
should underlie the Lone Mountain Dolomite .in these two fault
blocks.

. 'DESCRIPTION OF MEMBERS OF THE -
LONE MOUNTAIN DOLOMITE
Member 1 (bottom) consists of about 450 feet of
light gray, coarse-grained dolomite. Member 2, 300 to 400
feet thick, consists of a lower dark fine- gralned dolomite
‘ which weathers to a faint reddish tinge, overlaid by 200 feet
of mostly light gray, coarse-grained dolomite.-

~ These are regarded as one member}because there are
beds of the dark, fine-grained dolomite in the light gray,
coarse-grained dolomite. = Member 3, which averages about 300
feet thick, is a very fine-grained, white porcelaneous dolo-
mite. There is an unusual and significant series of thin
quartzite beds and sandy dolomite beds in the upper part of
this member. (This is a horizon that is particularly amenable
to ore-mineral replacement.) Member 4 consists of approximate-
ly 300 feet of coarse-grained sugary, alternatlng medium and
light gray beds, with a few dark gray beds. Member 5 is dom-
inantly a dark to medium gray, mottled dolomite between 500
and 700 feet thick. It is gradational with Member &4 over a
stratigraphic interval of more than 100 feet with alternating
beds of coarse-grained, light gray dolomite and mottled, dark
gray dolomite. The mottled appearance.of portions of this
member is commonly distinct on weathered surfaces. Small
medium to light gray lenses are in a matrix of dark gray fine

- to medium-gralned dolomite.
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A The ‘basal portlon of the overlying Nevada Limestone
consists of thin bedded limestone with buff and reddish part-
ings quite distinct from the overlying massive limestone. In
the general area of the Silent Friend claim this thin bedded
limestone is dolomitized and sometimes mlnerallzed as in the
Madison Adit No 1. :

ORE MINERALIZATION
One of the most favorable horizons for bedded ore
in the Lone Mountain Dolomite is the quartzite - sandy dolomite
horizon, about 40 feet thick, at the top of Member 3; but also
there are a number of dolomlte beds in Members 4 and 5 that
are particularly amenable to replacement. These are distinct-
ly seen cropping out in the southern half of the Silent Friend

claim, and some are shown on the sections of proposed drill
holes.

While certain favorable porous beds of dolomite are
particularly amenable to ore mineral replacement fed by solu-
tions following fractures, there are also important fissure

or vein type deposits in the Lone Mountain Dolomite. Two

important examples in the Silent Friend - Fay area are in the
Imperial claim and the Onetha claim.

- This type of deposit varies from the bedding replace-
ment in that the replaced material was first ground up along
a strong fissure or fault producing wide tabular bodies of
broken and pulverized dolomite. This material would be very
permeable and so could be easily ''flooded" and replaced by
mineral bearing solutions.  These fissure or vein deposits
are easterly bearing with steep dip and are obviously the
same as other mineralized east-west fissures, except that
they accomodated a greater amount of brecc1atlon

RESULTS OF RANDOM SAMPLES

Random samples of mineralized rock in place and
from piles on dumps of various prospects and mine workings
in the Silent Friend - Fay area were taken for the purpose of
determining the type of mineralization (oré metals present)
and the percentage range that might be expected. They were
not taken for the purpose of attempting to indicate a develop-
ed ore tonnage. ~

The cross sections show known bedding mlnerallzatlon
and also the approxmmate depth to the quartzite horizon.

My prelimlnary recommendation is to drill. proposed
holes H1, H4, and H7A. These holes should be drilled to the
depth of the'quartzite horizon. The approximate position of
the quartzite horizon is shown on the cross sections at a
probable minimum dip of 25 degrees and a probable maximum
dip of 35 degrees. In addition there is at least one other
known horizon of potential bedding mineralization on each
section (except H8) above the quartzite horizon; and there
could be several because the bedding mineralization shown in
each section is not the same stratigraphic horizon.

‘Hole Hl will have a depth ranging between 250 feet
and 320 feet

Hole H4 will have a depth ranging between 300 feet
and 380 feet.

Hole H7A will have a depth ranging'between 230 feet
and 300 feet.

With any reasonable encouragement from one or more
of the above three holes then hole H5 should be drilled. This
hole would have a depth. ranging between 230 feet and 300 feet.

Following the drilling of the above four holes,
again with any reasonable encouragement, holes H7, H2, and H6
should be drilled followed in turn by holes H3 and H8. (Hole
H7 might be moved 50 feet easterly depending on information
from H7A.)

Most known mineralized fractures (''feeder fractures')
are easterly bearing, having a steep dip approaching vertical.
In order to explore by drilling for such mineralized fractures
or '"veins" wide enough to make ore bodies as in the Imperial
claim, it will be necessary to have a drill rig that is capable
of drilling angled holes. The previously proposed drilling
program may give some encouraging data relative to the min-
eralized fractures or 'veins', in which case an additional
drilling program of angled holes may be contemplated.

A recommended project, separate from the drilling
programs, is continued mapping and sampling in and around
the Madison Adit No. 1. The two samples No. 13 and No. 15
represent bedding mineralization 8 inches thick and one foot
thick respectively from the Madison Adit. .They are among the
richer samples collected for this report. Mapping and sampling
should also be done in and around the old worklngs at the
northeast corner of the Madison claim to tie in with the »
Madison Adit No. 1. 6 3 |

INTRODUCTION

Frank W. Lewis, 120 Greenridge Drive, Reno, Nevada 89502, applied to the
Office of Minerals Exploration, Docket OME-6892, for financial assistance
in a $20,000 project to explore by drilling for silver-copper-gold ores at
the Silent Friend-Fay Property, White Pine mining district, White Pine County,
Nevada. A field examination was requested by OME and was made August 29,
1973, by R. M. Smith accompanied by the applicant and his brother, Don Lewis,
614 High Street, Ely, Nevada. ‘

The Silent Friend No. 1 adit was mapped and other prospects on the Silent
Friend Claim were inspected and checked against the map in the application.
The Fay Mine had been examined in 1952 by R. M. Smith and others, Docket
DMEA-2577. No samples were taken because the grade of the ore showings is>
well documented by intermittent sampling over the past 50 years.

The district is described by Fred L. Humphrey, 1960, Geology of the White
Pine mining district, White Pine County, Nevada, Nevada Bureau of Mines Bulletin
57, 119 pages.

CONCLUSIONS AND RECOMMENDATIONS

Although each of the four proposed drill holes is in a favorable locality,
there is no basis for inferring which part of each locality may be mineralized.
Without such a basis the probability of hitting a small ore body with one hole
is very small, and the proposed work is considered to be prospecting rather
than exploration. I recommend, therefore, that the application be denied.

In view of the applicant's request of September 29, 1973, to hold the
application until he has time to revise it next spring, I suggest that it be
denied without prejudice, and that he be informed that it can be reopened any

time by submitting a revised proposal and new bank letters.






LOCATION, ACCESS, FACILITIES

The Silent Friend-Fay property is in secs. 19 and 30, T. 16 N., R. 58 E.,
MDBM, White Pine mining district, White Pine County, Nevada, on the west
slopes of Treasure Hill (east slope of Shermantown Canyon), altitude 8,000~
9,000, about a mile southwest of Hamilton townsite, and 50 miles by road west
of Ely. The last half mile requires a 4-wheel drive vehicle. The property
is usually accessible from June through November but, rarely, snow may block
the roads between those dates.

Most services and supplies are available in Ely. Drilling contractors
and assayers are located in Reno and Salt Lake City. Water must be trucked
about a mile to the drill sites.

PROPERTY

The applicant is the owner of six patented and seven unpatented lode

Financial Eligibility

The applicant has $10,000 cash on deposit with a Savings and Loan Company
which is available to pay his share of the costs. -

Development and Production

The largest workings on the property is the Fay Mine; production is not
known, but the ore body was stoped 150 feet along the strike, 200 feet down
the dip, and a few incﬁes to 5 feet wide. Judged by the size of the stopes,
at least 1,200 tons was mined.

Of three adits on the Silent Friend Claim, the No. 1 adit is the longest--
a 40-foot crosscut, 75-foot drift east, 50-foot winze, and two 10-foot stopes
may have yielded a ton or more of ore. Two other adits and small stopes may
have produced a few tons. Numerous prospect pits probably produced only a few
hundred pounds in all.

GEOLOGY

Geologic Setting

In the White Pine district, Paleozoic sedimentary formations, which total
about 18,000‘feet thick, are mainly limestone or dolomite, but include also
the Eureka quartzite (250-400 feet) and Pilot shale (150-200 feet). Granitic

rocks are exposed only on the west edge of the district at Monte Christo






(4 miles west). The sedimentary rocks are gently folded and are cut by at
least five sets of faults with measured displacements of as much as 15,000
feet; bedding faults (thrusts?) may have displacements of a few miles. North-
trending normal and reverse faults, north-trending bedding-plane faults, and
east-trending normal faults and fractures are premineral; east- and southeast-
trending.normal faults and north-trending Basin and Range faults are post-
mineral. There is very little postmineral movement on the premineral faults.

On the Silent Friend-Fay property only Lone Mountain Dolomite (Silurian)
crops out. It dips 25°-40° eastward and is about 2,000 feet thick. Humphrey
(1960, p. 26) divided it into five members; a series of thin quartzite beds
near the top of the middle member is locally so persistent it serves as a
marker bed. Surface showings of ore are above the quartzite in Member 4 of
the dolomite; they project downward to cut the quartzite which is the target
of the proposed exploration.

Ore Deposits

In the White Pine district the largest ore bodies were found along the
top of Treasure Hill (a mile east of the Silent Friend-Fay property) along a
major lOWHangie bedding fault in brecciated Guilmette Limestone just under
the Pilot shale, which is eroded from most of the hill. Smaller ore bodies
were found along parts of many other bedding faults below the major one, not
only on Treasure Hill but throughout the district. At least two of these,
the Fay and Rocco-Homestake (1-1/4 miles west of the Fay, DMA-866), were
along the quartzite marker bed. Other smaller-ore bodies formed along east-
striking cross fractures, the most persistent of which were traced continuously

for about 800 feet along the strike in the Onetha Mine (three-fourths of a






mile south) and intermittently for 1,000 feet on the Imperial Claim (one-
fourth of a mile south).

On the Silent Friend-Fay property most of the ore that was mined was
from an east-dipping bedding fault (Fay Mine) along the quartzite marker bed
in an area where it is intersected by steep east-trending cross fractures.
Three of the cross fractures also contained ore and were stoped above the
quartzite.  The ore appears to rake along the shattered intersection--it does
not continue down the dip of the cross fractures to the Enterprise adit
directly below. Other cross fractures on the property can be traced on the
surface for 100 feet or less.

In the Silent Friend adit No. 1, the rake of the ore on the cross
fracture could not be.observed directiy, but if the winze followed it, then
it, too, raked down the intersection of the bedding with the cross fracture.
The ore shoot was 9 inches thick and no wider than 10 feet along the strike.
Elsewhere on the Silent Friend Claim the east-west fractures are mineralized
1- to 12-inches wide for 3 to 20 feet along the strike.

In the Fay Mine the ore bodies contain malachite, uﬁidentified silver,
lead, and zinc minerals, a little silver-bearing(?) black calcite, and a
little residual galena in a gangue of iron oxide, white calcite, brecciated
dolomite and quartzite, and a little manganese oxide. A character sample of
ore assayed 0.02 ounce gold and 81 ounces silver per ton, 21 percent copper,
9 percent lead, and 10 percent zinc. Ores on the Silent Friend prospects are
similar but lower grade: a sample of typical ore (Sample 9, No. 1 adit)
assayed 29 ounces silver per ton, 8 percent copper,llz percent lead, and 14

percent zinc.






Ore Reserves

A few tons of measured and indicated ore remain in pillars and around
the edges of the Fay stopes, and a few pounds are exposed in the Silent Friend
prospects. A few thousand tons of ore averaging about $100 per ton in silver,
copper, lead, zinc, and gold is possible along the downward continuation of
the Fay deposit, but ité location cannot be inferred because its rake is
unknown. There are no inferred reserves on the Silent Friend Claim.
The basic problem, as yet unsolved, in finding concealed ore bodies in
the White Pine district is that neither the source of the mineralizing solu-
tions nor the channels they followed is known. Continuations of ore, therefore,
cannot be reliably inferred. The obvious alternative, "Get on the bloody ore
and stay on it," is not possible because the ore bodies are apparently isolated--
their continuations too small to follow, or displaced by faults too far to find..
Five different structural controls or sets of "feeder fractures" have been
suggested, and each was the basis at one time or another for prospecting.
1. Steep barren calcite stringers and small veins
These were perhaps the first guides to be used, and they led to
several significant ore bodies along the nearly flat bedding on
Treasure Hill and Chloride Flat. Hundreds of them, however,
pinched out or were abandoned.
2. Steep east-trending faults
Two of these wére mistaken for the walls of the Eberhardt bonanza.
Their projected position 1,500 feet below the ore body was the
target of the 6,000-foot Eberhardt Tunnel. The ore body is now
known to be horizontal, and the faults to be postmineral (Smith,

1970, Econ. Geol., v. 65, p. 538).






3. North-trending reverse faults
Two of these, one on each side of Treasure Hill, were considered by
Humphrey to be the feeders of the '"main ore channel." No ore has
been found directly on them, but they were the targets of unsuccessful
crosscuts in the early days.
4. Bedding-plane thrust faults
Breccias along a major thrust contain the major ore bodies on
Treasure Hill. Numerous small, isolated ore bodies, some of them
cut by steep calcite stringers, occur along bedding fractures below
the major thrust. Drifts along portions of the major thrust near
the main ore channel were driven without success in the early days. -
5. Steep east-trending cross fractures
Many of these contain.a little ore above a bedding-plane ore body,
but the two largest of them (Onetha and Imperial) were mined for
1,000 feet without evident relationship to a major bedding deposit.
The applicant and also Fred Humphrey consider these ore-bearing cross
fractures to be feeders to the bedding-plane ore bodies. Which were feeders
and which were fed, however, is not actually known.
EXPLORATION
The applicant proposed to drill 1,083 feet in four vertical core drill
holes on the Silent Friend Claim, one in each of four localities where east- .
dipping ore-bearing beds on the surface overlie the east-dipping quartzite
marker bed. One hole (H-1) would also cut the quartzite near a steep east-

striking ore-bearing fracture presumed to be a "feeder."






On the surface 100 feet west of H-1, there is no ore where the "feeder"
cuts the quarﬁzite, so part of the intersection is known to be barren. Other
parts might be mineralized, but since the rake of the small mineralized show-
ings is not known, no projection can be made. An ore body might be found by
prospecting with several holes in each favorable locality as suggested by
Humphrey, but the chance with one hole is about the same as finding a plum
in a charity pudding by one jab with a hatpin.

ENVIRONMENTAL STATEMENT

The purpose of the proposed project is to explore by diamond drilling
from the surface for concealed silver-copper-gold ore bodies along an east-
dipping quartzite stratum near its intersections with steep east-striking
mineralized cross fractures at depths of 250 to 400 feet. Parts of about a
mile of existing road will have to Be repaired, and a few hundred‘yards of
new road is required for access to drill sites. The land has no potential

use except for mining: the proposed work will have a small beneficial impact.
