AMENDMENT NO. 1 


It is agreed this 24th day of November, 1975, between the United 
States of America, acting through the Department of the Interior, 
U.S. Geological Survey, hereinafter called the "Government", and Mardon, 
Inc., hereinafter called the "Operator", that Exploration Contract 2314 
(OME 6906), dated April 30, 1975, is amended effective November 1, 1975, 
as follows: 


1. (a) Work under the Contract may be suspended during the 
period beginning November 1, 1975, and ending no later than 
June 1, 1976. 


(b) The Government shall not contribute to any costs 
incurred during the period of suspension. 


(c) The Government shall not contribute to or be liable 
for any costs of rehabilitation or repair oany other costs 
which would not have occurred if there had been no suspension 
of work, or which may arise out of this suspension. 


(d) The Operator, at its own cost and expense, without 
contribution by the Government, during the period of suspension 
shall preserve and protect the project work. 


2. The date fixed by Article 1(a) of the Contract for completion 
of the work is extended from twelve (12) months to eighteen (18) 
months from the date of the Contract, 'or until November 1, 1976. 


3. It is the essence of this amendment that.the work shall be 
resumed on or before the termination of the period herein fixed for 
suspension; and if not so resumed, the following provisions shall 
thereupon become effective: 


(a). The Contract and all obligations of the parties thereunder 
except as hereinafter otherwise provided, shall be and are hereby 
terminated effective November 1, 1975, if work on the Contract has 
not been recommenced on or before June 1, 1976. 


(b). The Government will contribute only to allowable costs 
incurred prior to the date set forth in 3(a) above. 


(c). The Operator shall promptly perform all winding-up and 
settlement actions provided for in the Contract, including the 
rendering of the final report and final account.

(4). The Operator, as principal if the Operator is the 
producer, or as surety if theOperator is not the producer (for 
example, if the Operator either transfers or fails to .retain its 
interest in the land), shall pay to the Government the royalty 
provided for in the Contract in th.e same manner and amount, for 
the same period, and subject to the same provisions as provided 
for in the Contract as amended herein as if a certification of 
possible production had been made, such. certification of possible 
production, percentage royalty and liens to secure payment thereof, 
reports (including the preservation of Operator's record), accounts, 
audits, and . the right to recover any overpayments are hereby 
preserved. 


(e). The Operator hereby releases and agrees to save the 
Government har.mless from all claims or demands under or arising 
out of the Contract, except as provided for in this Amendment 
No. 1. 


This amendment shall not be construed to increase the estimated 
total cost of the Contract, the aggregate amount which the Government 
may be required to contribute, the amount of any item designated 
as a maximum, nor the fixed unit cost of any item of work. 


Except as herein amended, Exploration Contract 2314 (OME-69O6) 
dated April 30, 1975, shall remain in full'force and effect.

It is agreed April 30, 1975 between the Jnited States of America, acting through the 
(Date) 


Department of the Interior, U. S. Geological Survey, hereinafter called the "Government," and 


Mardon, Inc., a New Mexico corporation 


whose mailing address is	 i r.min- Vecjnr , Tucson, Arizona 85715 
hereinafter called the "Operator," as follows: 


ARTICLE I. Authority and scope. --(a) This contract, entered into under the authority of Public 
Law 701, 85th Cong., 2d sess,. (72 Stat. 700; 30 U.S.C.	 61.1.1 - 611.6), consists of this form, the 
attached Annex I (land description), Exhibit A (work and costs), and the maps and documents listed. 
The work is a search for new or unexplored deposits of the commodity designated above. The Operator 


shall begin the work on or before 	 19	 , and, subject to the provisions of Article 7 
(Date) 


and Exhibit A, shall complete the work iithin 	 12	 months from the date of the contract. 


•	 (b) The description of the work and the fixed cost for each unit of work to be performed (per 
foot of drilling, per foot.of drifting., per hour of operations, etc.) are hereby agreed upon as speci-


fled in Exhibit A. The estimated total cost of the work is $ 21,00000 The Government will con-


tribute 5percent of the total fixed unit costs of the work performed, not in excess of $ 15,7cn..00 
in accordance with the provisions of Articles L and 5. 


(c) Interestcomputation. --Simple interest at the rate of ________percent shall accrue from 
the dates Federal funds are made available until the period specified for payment of royalty expires, 
or until the amount of Federal funds contributed is fully repaid with interest. 


(d) The Operator shall not transfer or assign this contract or any right or obligation there-
under without the written consent of the Government. 


ARTICLE 2. Operator'srightsin _land. --(a)The Operator represents and undertakes that Annex I 
crrectly describes the land which is the subject of this contract and the nature of the Operator's 
right of property and possession therein (whether as owner, lessee, or otherwise)., and that such right1-
title, or interest is subject only to the following claims,, liens, or encumbrances:

(b) The Subordination Agreement of the holder of any claim, lien, r encumbrance listed above and 
(if the Operator does not hold the legal title) the Lien Agreement of any holder of the legal title of 
the land (lessor, seller, optionor., etc.) are atached.as follows:

(c) The Operator shall preserve and maintain his right, title, or interest in the land and his right to 
the possession thereof for the purposes of this contract, and shall devote the land and all existing improve-
ments, facilities, buildings, installations, and appurtenances t,o the purposes of this contract. The Opera-
tor shall neither transfer, convey, nor surrender the land; nor any right, title, or interest therein, nor 
permit nor suffer any claim, lien, or encumbrance thereon,r without expressly referring to and providing in 
the instrument of conveyance, lien, or encumbrance for the preservation of the Government's right to a 
royalty on production and liens for the payment thereof. Two true copies of such instrument shall be fur-
nished to the Government. If the Government's rights to royalty as provided in Article 6 have been terminated, 
the provisions of this paragraph (c) shall become inapplicable. 


ARTICLE 3. Performance of the work. --(a) Operator's responsibility. --The work shall be performed dili-
gently, efficiently, in a workmanlike manner in accordance with good mining standards, and in compliance with 
State laws governing health, safety, and liability insurance covering employment. The Operator shall provide 
suitable and adequate equipment, facilities, materials, supplies, and labor to complete the work as speci-
fied in Article 1(a). 


(b) Government may inspect. --The Operator shall consult with and inform the Government on all phases of 
the work as it progresses. The Government may enter at all reasonable times to inspect the work under the 
contract and production operations during the period that royalty is payable to the Government. The Operator 
shall provide the Government with all reasonable means of access for such inspections. 


ARTICLE Ii. Contribution by the Government. --The Government will make Its contribution on the basis of 
the monthly vouchers referred to in Article 5(b), but all payments by the Government are provisional only, 
subject to audit., Until the account between the Operator and the Government is finally audited and settled 
and the Operator' s final report has been received, the Government may withhold such sums as are necessary 
to protect its interests. To the extent that amounts in excess of fixed unit costs or in excess of the 
estimated total cost may be necessary for the performance of the work, the Operator shall Incur and pay 
such amounts for his own account without contribution by the Government. The Government will not contribute 
to the cost of any work performed prior to the date of this contract. The Government may make payments for 
the account of the Operator directly to independent contractors and suppliers rather than to the Operator. 


ARTICLE 5. Reports, accounts, audits.--(a) perator's records.--The Operator shall keep suitable 
records and accounts of the units of work performed and of any production in which the Government may have 
an interest; and shall preserve those with respect to work performed for at least three years after final 
payment by the Government, and those with respect to production for at least three years after any obligation 
to pay royalties to the Government has termirtted. The Government may inspect and audit said. records and 
accounts at any time, either by itself or by a certified public accountant. The Comptroller General of the 
United States or his representative, until the expiration of said three-year periods, shall have access to 
and the right to examine all pertinent books, documents, papers, and records of the Operator. 


(b) Monthly reports. --The Operator shall provide the Government with four copies of monthly reports in 
three sections as follows: 


(1) Operator's MonthlyVoucher claiming costs for work performed; 
(2) Operator's Progress Report showing the number of units of the various types of work performed; 


and


(3) a narrative report of the work performed during the reporting period, including adequate engi-
neering-geological maps or sketches, drill hole logs and locations, and assay reports on samples taken 
concurrently with advance in mineralized ground.	 -	 . . 


(Forms for reporting under (1) and (2) above will be provided by the Government.) 
(c) Final report.--Upon completion of the work.or termination of the Government's obligation to con-


tribute to costs, the Operator shall furnish the Government with three copies of a final report (in addition 
to the final monthly report). This final report shall include a geological and engineering evaluation of the 
results of the work periormed under the contract with an estimate of the ore reserves resulting from such work, 
complete assay data, adequate geological and engineering maps or sketches, anda'sunnnary of the work performed 
and the unit costs. thereof. 


(d) Report of sales. --The Operator shall provide the Government with suitable accounting and documentary 
evidence covering all production to which the Government's royalty relates, such as two copies of smelter or con-
centrator settlement sheets and certified accounts of production and sale or other disposition of production. 


(e) Compliance with requirements.--If the Government determines that any of the Operator's reports, 
records, or accounts are insufficient or incomplete, or if the Operator fails to make them, the Government 
may procure the preparation or completion of same with suitable attachments as an expense of the work to which 
the Operator shall contribute. The Government may withhold approval and &yment of any vouchers relating to 
Insufficient or incomplete reports, records, or accounts. 


ARTICLE 6. Repayment by Operator. --(a) Certification. --If the Government considers that mineral or 
metal production from the land covered by the contract may be possible as a result of the exploration work, it 
shall so certify in writing to the Operator at any time not later than six months after a sufficient final 
report and final accounting (see Article 5) have been furnished. 
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(b) Ryalty on prodtction. --The Operator, whether or not the producer.. (for example, if the Opera-
tor either transfers or does not retain his interest in the land), shall pay to the Government a roy-
alty on all minerals and metals mined or produced from the land as follows: 


(1) irrespective of any certification of possible production--from the date of the contract 
•	 until the lapse of the time within which the Government may issue such certification or until the 


total net amount contributed by the Government is fully repaid with interest, whichever occurs 
•	 first; or	 . 


(2) if the Government issues a certification of possible production--for a period of ten 
years from the date of the contract or until the tbtal net amount contributed by the Government is 


•	 fully repaid with interest, whichever occurs first. 
(c)	 yment of royalty. --(1) The Government's royalty sha.l]. be five percent of the gross proceeds 
(including any bonuses, premiums, allowances, or other benefits) from the production sold, in the 
form sold (ore, concentrate, metal, or equivalent), at the 'point of delivery (the f.o.b. point); 
except, that charges of the buyer arising In the regular course of business and shown as deductions 
on the buyer's settlement sheets (such as treatment processes performed by the buyer, sampling and 
assaying to determine the value of the production sold, and freight payable by the buyer to a 
carrier (not the Operator or producer)), shall, be allowed as deductions in arriving at the "gross 
proceeds" as that term is used herein. Nocosts of the Operator or producer are deductible in 
arriving at the "gross proceeds" as that term is here used. 


The term "treatment processes" means those processes (such as milling, concentrating, smelting, 
• refining, or equivalent, but excluding fabricating or manufacturing) applied to the crude ore or 


other production after it is extracted from the ground to put it into a commercially marketable 
form.


(?) The Government's royalty shall. be computed and paid currently upon each lot sold, held, 
or used in integrated operations, as the case may be. 
(d) Unsold production. --If any produôtion (ore, concentrate, metal, or equivalent), after the 


lapse of six months from the date the ore was extracted from the ground, remains neither sold nor used 
in integrated manufacturing or fabricating operations (for instance if it is stockpiled), the Govern-
ment, at its option, as long as it 80 remains, may require the computation and payment of its royalty 
on the value of such production in the form (ore, concentrate, metal, or equivalent) it is in when the 
Government elects to require computation and. payment. If any production is used in integrated manufaôt-
uring or fabricating operations before, the Government makes its election, the Government's royalty on 
such production shall be computed on the value thereof in the form in which and at the time it is so 
used. "Value" as here used means what is or would be gross income from mining operations for percentage 
depletion purposes in Federal income tax determination, or the market value, whichever is greater. 


(e) Lien for payment. --To secure the payment of royalty (see Article 6(b)), the Operator hereby 
grants to the Government a lien upon his interest in the land and upon any production of minerals and 
metals therefrom until the royalty claim is extinguished by lapse of time or is fully paid. 


(f) Notice to purchasers. --The Operator or producer shall give notice of the Government's claim for 
roye..ty to any purchaser of the production, and shall authorize and direct such purchaser to pay the 
royalty directly .to the Government and to furnish the Government with copies of the settlement sheets. 
If the records of any production and sales or other disposition of production, whether the production is 
by the Operator or by others, are not made available to the Government, the amount of the royalty may be 
estimated by the Government, and this estimate shall be final and binding upon the Operator or producer. 


(g) No obligation to produce. --Nothing in this contract shall be construed as imposing any obliga-
tion on the Operator or the Operif'or's successor in interest to engage in any production operations. 


(h) Government not obligated to buy. --Nothing in this contract shall be construed as imposing any 
obligation on the Government to purchase any minerals and metals mined or produced from the land. 


ARTICLE 7.. Termination of the Government's Obligations. --(a) If the Government determines that 
operations at any time have failed to achieve anticipated results and further work is not Justified, the 
Government may give the Operator written notice thereof, and thereupon: 


(i) the Government shall be free of all obligation to pay on account of units of work not th 
performed; and 


(2) the, Operator shall be free of all obligation to prosecute the work other than such as may 
be necessary and incidental 'to 'final accounting and reporting. 
(b) If the Government determines that the Operator is in default under the terms of the contract, 


the Government may give the Operator written notice of such default with a specification of reasonable 
time within which the default must be cured; and if the Operator fails to cure such default as required, 
thereupon:


(1) the Government shall be relieved of all obligation to, pay on account of units of work not 
performed when the notice was given, and 


(2) the Operator shall be free of all obligation to prosecute the work other than such as may be 
necessary and incidental to final accounting and reporting. 


The Government may also avail itself of any other remedy the law may provide for breach of contract, in-
cluding the right to rescind , the contract and to demand repayment of all moneys contributed by the Govern-
ment under the contract.







(c) The giving of any notice by the Government under the provisions of this Article 7 shall not 
affect the Government's rights as provided for in the contract with respect to royalty ana liens to 
secure the payment thereof, and such rights shall be fully preserved. 


Cd) The determinations of the Government are subject to appeal under Article 11. 


ARTICLE 8. Notices to be given 'by the Government may be delivered to the Operator or may be sent 
by certified mail addressed to the Operátór at his mailing address stated in this contract. If mailed, 
notices are deemed to have been delivered five days after the date of mailing. 


ARTICLE 9. Officials not to benefit. --No member of or delegate to Congress or resident conimis-
sioner shall be admitted to any share or part of this contract or to any benefit that may arise 
therefrom; but this provision shall not be construed to extend to this contract if made with a corpora-
tion for its general benefit. 


ARTICLE 10. Nondiscrimination in nploymant. --The provisions respecting nondiscrimination in em-
ployment which are required by section 301 bf'Exëcutie Order 10925, dated March 6, 1961, as amended 
and supplemented, are attached hereto as Exhibit B/and are hereby incorporated in and made a part of 
this contract.	 1 


• ARTICLE 11. Disputes. --Any dispute arising under this contract which is not disposed of by agree-
ment shall be decided by the Director, U. S. Geological Survey, who shall reduce his decision to 
writing and mail or otherwise furnish a copy thereof to the Operator. The decision of the Director, 
U S. ' Geological Survey, shall be final and conclusive unless, within 30 days from the date of receipt 
of such copy, the Operator mails or otherwise furnishes to the Director, U. S. Geological Survey, a 
written appeal addressed to the Secretary of the Interior. The decision of the Secretary or his 
duly authorized representative for the.determination of such appeals shall be final and conclusive 
unless determined by a court of competent jurisdiction to have been fraudulent, or capricious or 
arbitrary, or so grossly erroneous as necessarily to imply bad faith, or not supported by substantial 
evidence. 


The term 'Director, U. S. Geological Survey," as used herein includes his duly authorized 
representative. 


ARTICLE 12. Work Hours Act of 1962 - Overtime Compensation. --This contract, to the extent that 
it is of a character specified in the Work Hours Act of 1962 (Public Law 87-581, 76 Stat. 357-360) and 
is not covered by the Walsh-Healey Public Contracts Act (141 U.S.C. 35-1.1.5), is subject to the following 
provisions and to all other provisions and exceptions of said Work Hours Act of 1962. 


(a) Overtime requirements. --No Operator or subcontractor contracting for any part of the con-
tract work which may require or involve the employment of laborers or mechanics shall require or per-
:mit any laborer or mechanic to be employed on such work in excess of eight hours' in any calendar day or 
in excess of forty hours in any workweek unless such laborer or mechanic receives compensation at a 
rate of not less than one and one-half times his basic rate of pay for all hours worked in exces's of 
eight hours in any such calendar day or in excess of forty hours in any such workweek, as the case may 
be.


(b) Violations; liability for unpaid wages; liquidated damages. --In the event of any violation of 
the clause set forth in subparagraph (a) of this paragraph, the Operator and any subcontractor res-
ponsible therefor shall be liable to any affected employee for his unpaid wages. In addition, such 
Operator and subcontractor shall be liable to the United States (in the case of work done under con-
tract for the District of Columbia or a territory, to such District or to such territory), for liquid-
ated damages. Such liquidated damages shall be computed, with respect to each individual laborer or 
mechanic employed in violation of the clause s'et forth in subparagraph (a) of this paragraph, in the 
sum of $10 for each calendar day on which such employee was required or permitted to work in excess of 
eight hours or in excess of the standard workweek of forty hours without payment of the overtime wages 
required by the clause set forth in subparagraph (a) of this paragraph. 


(a) Withholding for unpaid wages and liquidated damages. --The U. S. Geological Survey may 
withhold or cause to be withheld, from any moneys payable on account of work performed by the Operator 
or subcontractor, such sums as may administratively be determined to be necessary to satisfy any li-
abilities of such Operator or subcontractor for unpaid wages and liquidated damages as provided in the 
clause set forth in subparagraph (b) of this paragraph. 


ARTICLE 13.' Copeland (Anti-Kickback) Act--Nonrebate of wages. --The regulations of the Secretary 
of Labor applicable to cntractors and subcontractors (29 CFR, Part 3), made pursuant to the Copeland 
Act, as amended (140 U. S. C. 276c) and to aid in the enforcement of the Anti-Kickback Act (18 U. S. C. 
8714) are made a part of this contract by reference. The Operator will comply with these regulations 
and any amendments or modifications thereof and will be responsible for the submission of affidavits 
required of independent contractors thereunder. ' The foregoing shall apply except as the Secretary of 
Labor may specifically provide for reasonable limitations, variations, tolerances, and exemptions. 
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ARTICLE lii. Changes and added provisions.--

The purpose of the project is to explore by'drifting, 
crosscutting and raising for gold and silver-bearing ore shoots in or 
along the Maren quartz vein which cuts rocks in the Havallah sequence of 
Pennsylvanian and Permian age. 


General Provisions 


Drifts, crosscuts, and raises shall be not less than 5 by 7 feet 
in cross section and shall be timbered or rock-bolted as necessary. 
Timber sets shall be not less than 8-by-B inch timber or equivalent 
round timber. Raises shall be timbered to provide a chute and manway 
with 3-inch thick lagging on the chute side and ladders on the manway 
side. Rock bolts shall be not less than 6 feet long. 


Mine rails shall be not less than 16-pound size,. air lines 
not less than 2-inch diameter, water lines not less than 1-inch diameter, 
and vent lines not less than 14-inch diameter. 


All significantly mineralized areas traversed by the drift, 
crosscuts, and raises shall be sampled normal to the trends of the 
deposits at intervals not exceeding 5 feet. In addition, a representative 
bulk sample may be taken of each round broken.

Interim Inspection 


An interim inspection of the subject project was made by the Field 
Officer accompanied by Mr. Don Hargrove, president of Mardon, Inc., 
on July 7, 1976. 


Since the last inspection on May 26 (Report dated June 2, 197.6) the 
OME drift has been driven an additional 70 feet to the north along the 
Maren fracture zone. Several sets of timber have been required to 
hold the wet brecciated rock. 


The fracture zone is about 3 feet wide and dips about 80 0 to the east. 
There are abundant vein quartz fragments in the brecciated.materiaj. 
and most of these contain fine gold particles but assays of car samples 
indicate only a trace to 0.01 oz of gold and a trace to 1.17 oz of 
silver per ton. 


The face of the drift is under, or a. short distance past, the ore 
shoot exposed at the surface. If the shoot rakes to the north, as do 
the ore shoots in the nearby Superior and Thomas W. veins, an ore body 
may yet be discovered by the OME work.

Interim Inspection 


An interim inspection of the subject project was made by the 
Field Officer accompanied by Mr. Don Hargrove, president of 
Mardon, Inc., on May 26, 1976. 


Work on the project was resumed on May 3, after a recess of 
about six months. About 80 feetof drifting had been completed 
during May, or a total of about 100 feet since the last inspection 
on October 8 (Report dated October 14, 1975). All of the drift 
appears to be along the footwall of the Maren fracture zone in 
highly brecciated rock with abundant quartz vein fragments that 
locally show fine gold particles on panning. No recent samples 
have been assayed. On the day of the inspection the drift face 
was in wet fault gouge that will probably cave readily and 
require timber support. 


The face of the drift is now under the downward extension of 
the ore shoot exposed by surface trenching. About 100 feet of 
drifting and/or raising remains to be completed. Under the 
contract and at the present rate of advance the project will 
probably be completed by the end of June.

We were forced. to conclude our operations for the year in early 
October due to increasingly inclement weather and a health prob-
lem which affected Mr. Hargrove. 


We made 1.s5 feet of advance in the tunnel during the first eight work-
ing days. We then got our timbering caught up and "closed-up" 
for the season. 


We are still in the footwall of the fault apparently. We are driv-
ing in a more or less fractured zone of mildly altered green-
stone on a heading of N 03° W, so we should be crosscutting toward 
the fault. We hit several minor slips striking roughly N 200 W and 
dipping steeply to the east. We have encountered ocassional siderite, 
and quartz and calcite stringers. 


The ground is standing well without timber at this time, however it 
is turning "blockier" at the face and there are one or two small 
open fissures. Although this proves nothing yet, in the past 
this has proven to be a rough guide to the proximity of the fault 
zone. 


We intend to do some long hole drilling with a heavier machine 
aid longer drill string this next Spring before we resume our 
cross cutting.

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INTRODUCTION 


Mardon, Inc., 7239 E. Camino Vecino, Tucson, Arizona .85715, applied 


to the Office of Minerals Exploration for additional Government assistance 


in an exploration project, Docket OME-69O6, to continue the exploration 


for gold and silver on the Maren Lode Group of Claims, Lander County, Nevada. 


This work was started under a previous contract, Docket OME-6884, Con-


tract No. 2311, during the period August 15, 1973 - August 3, 1974. The 


applicant infers the presence of rninable gold- and silver-bearing ore shoots 


in a quartz vein that occurs along a fault cutting metavolcanic rocks on 


the property and wishes to explore for these ore shoots by continuing to 


drift, and raise, on the vein exposed by the previous work. 


The new application was received in the Field Office on January 9, 1975. 


Inasmuch as the Field Officer is familiar with the geology of the property 


and all of the work accomplished during the period of the previous contract, 


a field examination was not necessary. 


SUMMARY 


The area of the New Pass district contains numerous gold- and silver-


bearing quartz veins that occur along faults in greenstone. The results 


of the previous work discovered the downdip extension of a mineralized 


quartz vein exposed at the surface on the Maren No. 1 claim but the part 


of the vein drifted on did not contain an ore shoot. The additional work 


proposed would allow the exploration on the vein to the north beneath a 


known ore shoot exposed on the surface of the Maren No. 2 claim. The 


proposed exploration consists of an additional 500 feet of drifting,
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crosscutting and raising along the Maren vein, and the assaying of 40 


samples for gold and silver. The work will require about 12 months to 


complete and some of the costs will be slightly higher than in the first 


contract. Facilities for accomplishing the work are available, the project 


site is accessible, and the impact of the proposed work on the environment 


will be small.


RECOMMENDATIONS 


It is recommended that the Government enter into a new contract 


with Mardon, Inc., to provide 75 percent of the costs of the proposed 


program to further explore the Maren vein. The program will require about 


12 months to complete and the Government's share of the estimated total 


cost of $21,000.00 would be $15,750.00. 


LOCATION, ACCESSIBILITY, AND LOCAL FACILITIES 


The Maren Lode Group of Claims is in sec. 10, T. 20 N., R. 40 E., MDBM, 


New Pass mining district, Lander County, Nevada (Fig 1), near the south end 


of the New Pass Range at an altitude of about 8,000 feet. 


To reach the claims, that are about 25 miles northwest of Austin (the 


closest town), drive 23 miles northwest on U.S. Highway 50 to New Pass 


summit, turn right (north) on a graded dirt road and drive about 5 miles to 


the New Pass mine mill and camp, turn right (northeast) on a poor dirt road 


and drive about 1 mile to the property. The road to the New Pass mine camp 


is maintained by Lander County and is passable to ordinary passenger vehicles 


except in winter when it may be blocked by snow, or made impassable by mud, 


for 1ief periods. The drive from Austin usually requires about 1 hour.

Mail and telephone service, some supplies, and mine labor are 


available in Austin, but most supplies, equipment, and materials are 


obtained from Fallon, Nevada (90 miles) or from the Reno-Sparks, Nevada 


area (150 miles). Water is available on the property or from nearby wells. 


Electrical power is generated on the property by gasoline- or diesel-powered 


generators, but a new transmission line that passes about 3 miles from the 


property was under construction during 1974 and electrical power is expected 


to be available from this line in the near future. Assay service is avail-


able in Reno or Salt Lake City.


PROPERTY 


History and Production 


Gold was discovered, and the New Pass district was organized, in 1864 


or 1865 by a group of miners from Austin. A small 5-stamp amalgamation 


mill was moved to the district from Austin in 1868 and operated for several 


years, treating about 12,000 tons of ore. The district was then idle 


until about 1900 when renewed activity resulted in the establishment of a 


post office at the New Pass camp and this office remained in operation until 


about 1904. In 1917 the Nevada Austin Mines Company constructed a cyanide 


mill of about 100-tons-per-day capacity, but the company was unsuccessful 


and the mill was sold after treating about 5,500 tons of ore. Mining was 


•again resumed about 1930 and continued intermittently on a small scale until 


about 1941. Except for a brief period from 1960 to 1964, the mines in the 


district were inactive until 1972 when an exploration project, with Office 


of Minerals Exploration assistance, was started at the New Pass mine 


(OME-6699). This exploration stimulated other mining activity in the

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district, and in 1973 an OME contract was granted for exploration on 


the Mardon property. At the present time two mines are operating in the 


district and the ore is being processed at the New Pass mill. 


Total production from the district is estimated to be about '40,000 


tons of ore that averaged about 1 ounce of gold and 1 ounce of silver per 


ton. Most of this production came from the Thomas W., Gold Belt, and 


Superior mines. There has been no production from the Mardon property. 


Ownership 


The property consists of six unpatented claims recorded at Austin,

These claims, as shown on Figure 2, are owned by Don Hargrove, 


Keith Vermilyea, Dennis Stacey, and Jack Hargrove, and leased to Mardon,

Financial Eligibility 


The applicant furnished copies of letters to two banks requesting 


loans for the proposed work and also copies of letters denying the loans. 


The applicant proposes to furnish its share of the exploration costs by use 


of equipment and supplies and the balance in cash. Financial statements 


for Mardon, Inc. and the principal officers were submitted by the 


applicant.

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Development 


The property is developed by a vertical shaft about 50 feet deep, 


with a drift 20 feet long at the bottom, that is now partly caved and 


inaccessible; a shallow inclined shaft, also caved; several other shallow 


pits and open cuts that are partly caved or filled with slope wash; a 


bulldozer trench on the ridge top that is open and accessible for study; 


and the crosscut adit and drift that was started during 1972 and continued 


with OME assistance during 1973 and 1974. The crosscuts and drifts total 


about 780 feet in length but only about 200 feet of this is drift along 


the Maren vein. The new underground workings are all open and in good 


condition with rail installed to the face of the drift and ventilation 


tubing to within a short distance of the face. 


Mining equipment and supplies consist of a 365-cubic-foot (diesel 


powered) compressor, two (2) side dump mine cars, an Eirnco l2B mucking 


machine, two (2) jackleg drills with drill steel, various small tools, 


and an ample supply of rail, air and water pipe, vent tubing, hoses, and 


mine timber. 


Surface facilities consist of a compressor and storage building near 


the adit portal and a large house trailer presently parked at the New Pass 


mine camp.


GEOLOGY 


Geologic Setting 


The New Pass Range consists of chert and quartzite of the Ordovician 


Valmy Formation overlain by conglomerate of the Battle Formation. These 


rocks have been overthrust by rocks of the Pennsylvanian and Permian

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Havallah sequence which are depositionally overlain by Triassic rocks. 


Most of the range consists of shales, siltstones, cherts, and greenstones 


of the Havallah sequence, with some conglomerate and siltstone of Triassic 


age. These sedimentary rocks in general strike north and dip west in a 


west-dipping homocline. Volcanic. rocks, chiefly ash-flow tuffs with 


some local units of tuffaceous sedimentary rocks, of Tertiary age overlie 


the sedimentary rocks in the northern, eastern, and southern parts of the 


district. Nwnerous faults have formed a series of gently east-dipping 


fault blocks. The gold and silver deposits occur in quartz veis along 


faults that cut the Havallah sequence rocks. 


Ore Deposits 


The gold- and silver-bearing deposits consist of free gold, with 


minor amounts of silver occurring with lead and copper sulfides, carbonates, 


and oxides, in quartz veins along steeply dipping faults that cut a massive 


greenstone unit. The veins strike north or northwest and are vertical or 


steeply dipping. The ore shoots at the nearby New Pass mine are from less 


than a foot to as much as 10 feet thick, but where mined averaged about 


3 feet. They were as much as 300 feet in length and have been mined downdip 


for as much as 550 feet. Most of the ore is oxidized, but some sulfide 


minerals are reported from the deeper levels of the mines. Gangue 


minerals, in addition to quartz, are iron oxides with some pyrite. 


The Superior vein, at the New Pass mine, is parallel to and about 


3,000 feet west of the Maren vein. It has been mined for a strike length 


of about 1,000 feet and to a depth of 300 feet. The Maren vein occurs 
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along a fault zone that strikes about N. 350 W. and dips steeply northeast. 


It has been exposed by several prospect shafts and pits along a strike 


length of about 800 feet on the surface and by 200 feet of drift at a 


depth of about 200 feet below the outcrop. Quartz, from a few inches to 


4 feet thick, containing sparse to abundant pyrite and galena with visible 


gold is exposed in the shaft, pits, and bulldozer cut. Traces of copper 


staining on the outcrop and underground indicate some copper sulfides are 


present. The recently completed OME exploration, by drifting along about 


200 feet of the Naren vein, did not expose a minable ore shoot although 


locally the narrow quartz vein was weakly mineralized. The quartz vein 


appears to be increasing in thickness and favorability as the drift is 


advanced to the north. 


Sampling 


Assays of the 33 samples taken during the recently completed explor-


ation are listed in the application. Material cut by the crosscut and 


drifts contained a trace tc 0.08 ounce of gold and 0.1 to 1.6 ounces of 


silver per ton. The highest grade sample was from 10 mine cars of rock at 


the north end of the drift, where the Maren vein is about 6 inches to 


8 inches wide, and appears to indicate that the mineralization is increasing 


in value to the north. Samples, taken by the Operator across about 2 feet 


of quartz vein exposed in a bulldozer cut on the Maren vein about 350 feet 


north of the face of the drift, assayed 0.28 to 0.30 ounce of gold and 17.5 


to 148.0 ounces of silver per ton. These samples contained fine-grained 


galena and pyromorphite, abundant pyrite and limonite pseudomorphs of 
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pyrite crystals, and traces of copper oxides that probably were derived 


from tetrahedrite or chalcopyrite. The downward continuation of this 


possible ore shoot is the principal target of the proposed extension of 


the OME drift on the Maren vein that will explore the vein at a depth 


of about 300 feet below the outcrop. 


Ore Reserves 


The recently completed underground work did not discover rninable ore 


and no reserves were indicated or inferred as a result of the OME explor-


ation. There are no measured reserves on the property and only a few tons 


of indicated ore can be estimated from the surface exposures. It is 


reasonable to infer, however, based on a knowledge of other similar veins in 


the nearby New Pass mine, that the Maren vein will probably be found to contain 


rninable ore shoots somewhere along the known strike length of 800 feet and 


dip length of 200-300 feet. If the surface exposure in the bulldozer cut 


on the Maren No. 2 Claim represents the top of an average-size ore shoot, 


about 5,000 tons of reserves can be inferred. The grade of these reserves, 


that are the target of the proposed exploration, is inferred to be about 0.3 


ounce of gold and 10 ounces of silver per ton. 


EXPLORATION 


Applicant's Proposal 


The Applicant proposes to continue the exploration on the Maren vein 


by driving an additional 500 feet of drifts, crosscuts, and raises. This 


work is estimated to cost $21,000.00 and require about 12 months to 


complete.
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Examiner's ?roposal 


I concur in the Applicant's proposal to continue the exploration 


of the Maren vein by drifting north along the strike of the vein. 


The Applicant, at its own expense, has accomplished a significant 


amount of exploration in addition to that done under the previous OME 


contract. Mr. Hargrove is an experienced miner and operator with a good 


knowledge of mining and he employs good miners to assist him in the work. 


He is well qualified to undertake and supervise the work. 


Proposed Exploration Costs 


Although the Applicant is willing to continue the exploration at the 


fixed unit costs established under the previous contract of 2 years ago, 


the application lists increases in costs of explosives, fuel, and other 


items. The Applicant estimates that drifting and raising costs will be 


at least $ 140.00 per foot (up from $38/ft) and I consider this to be a 


minimum cost.
