Summary
(date) 


Three prospect pits have been made' during l952-l93, and two small 


opencuts were made during an earlier operation. From an estimated 17S tons of 


pegmatite removed in 19S2-1953, about 600 pounds or 0.2: percent of mLne-run 


mica were recovered. Mr. Carpenter stated that rodent prospecting had cost 


about l200., exclusive of cost of eqttpment use, and that his receipts from 


the saleable ntLca were about $3W(. after payment for trimming. 


nclust ons 


Although the quality of the nrLca recovered by recent o r'Ic at the 


Carpenter ntLca prospect is very high, the quantity appears to be too small 


for a self-supporting operation. Furthermore, it otild be unlikely that 


additional exploration would reveal any marked increase in the quantity of 


strategic mica in this pegmatite. 


Recommendations 


The Field Team representatives believe that the low recovery and 


sporadic occurrence of the strategic mica in this peginatzLte are sufficient 


reasons to discourage further exploration either by private financing or th 


Governmental assistance. For the above reasons it is recoxannded that this 


plication be denied.


Tine spent on Property 


This property was examined June 10, l9SI by Glenn W. Stewart, 


Geological Survey and H. L, Burmeister, Bureau of 1Zries, The Field Team 


representatives were accompanied by Mr. Edgar Carpenter, the applicant and
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owner of the mineral rights. Seven hou.rs were spent on the property and one 


day in writing the report. 


Nan and Location of Property 


The Carpenter mica prospect is located in the town of Chester, Warren 


County, New York. It may be reached from the .UiU age of Chestertown by travel-


ing south on U. S. Route 9 for about 1.3 miles. Turn left on improved gravel 


road and travel about 1.0 mile to logging road on loft, which followed for 


about 0.5 mile leads directly to prospect. (Fig. 1). The logging road has 


long been used and is not in need of repair. 


pplic ant' a Competency and Property Rights 


The applicant is actively operating his own business as an earth 


moving contractor and is probably finamcially responsible. Mr. Carpenter 


states that he is the owner of the mineral rights on this property, described 


as in Lot 85, Hyde Township, Town of Chester, Warren County.; New York, and 


appearing as assessed to Williams & Company on the 192)4 assessment roll of the 


Town of Chester.


Description of Property 


Three prospect pits and two small opencuts are located on the north-


east slope of a small, unnamed mountain. The iorkings extend over a distance 


of about 250 feet along a northerly direction. The largest pit is about 60 feet 


long, ranges from 10 to 20 feet wide, arid has a inadmum depth of about 15 feet. 


This pit ax the most northerly worlcLngs are reported to have been made in, or 


prior to, 1921. Three prospect pits between the old workings were made in 


1952-1953. (Fig. 2).


	


Geolo	 Production andOre Ibserves 


The strategic mica at the Carpenter prospect occurs in an extrenly 


irregular pegmatite which is enclosed in a mixture of coarse-grained gneiss and

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schist (probably pre-Cath1*an). The strike of the wall rock foliation is very 


irregular, rangLng from 4• 1S°E. to N. So°w. The foliation dips steeply south-


east or southwest. 


The pegmatite appears to pinch and swell irregularly, but has a genera]. 


trend of N. 100.. 20 0E. inclusions of the wall rock are numerous and the largest 


one is as much as 20 feet long. The pegmatite is believed to dip steeply north-


west, but only at the most northerly worldng could the dip be measured, between 


80° and 90° NW. The pegmatite has a strike length of at least 21 feet aiti a 


mad.mum outcrop itdth of about 6S feet. 


Most of the peginatite is irdium-.grained, but the texture ranges from 


fine to coarse. The fine-grairEd parts are at, or close to, the contacts. 


Streaks of gneiss and sch.st axe intimately related to the pegmatite, but are 


not shown separately on the accompanying map. The wall rock contacts are 


gradational in most places, but the contaets between the pegmatite and in-


clusins are relatively sharp. 


It is estimated that about 92 percent of the pegmatite is composed 


of a mixture of microcline-pe±thite, quartz, and plagioclase. Biotite is 


estimated to be 6-8 percent, muscovite 1 percent or less. TouxTrlaline is a 


common accessory mineral, but is less than 1 percent. These minerals do not 


appear to be in any recognizable zones or visible concentrations. However, in 


places the ite,. mLcrocine-pertlñte crystals axe as much as 12 inches long and 


3.0 inches wide. In general, masses of gray quartz are of comparable size. In 


places, coarse intergrowths of quartz and microc].ine-perthite exhibit a crude, 


graphic granite appearance. Biotite mica occurs most commonly in irregular 


shaped books that average 3"x IL'S , but in places, lath-shaped books are at least 


18" long and 1" wide.
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The muscovite mica books are generaiJYsmall (2 1 1 x 3") but Mr. Carpenter 


reports that one book was about 10" x 12" x 2" • Most of the muscovite is clear 


and hard, flat, relatively free from cracks, and has a rum color. The occurrence 


of the muscovite is sporadic or unevenly di ssninted. No mica zone is vi. sible, 


or were books sufficiently concentrated in the visible parts of the pegmatite 


to suggest locations for new prospect pits. The prospect pits which have been 


made are at, or close to, the walls of the pegmatite. 


From the analysis of the mica taken from the prospect pits and pur-


chased by the Materials Purchase :Depot at Franklin, N. H, the quality of the 


mica can be noted.

The amount of strategic mica that remains in the unmined parts of 


the pegmatite is believed to be small. The mica recovered from the three 


prospect pits represents a recovery of about 0.2 percent (600 pounds of mine-


rim mica from about 175 tons of pegmatite).

Materials, supplies and equipment are readily available near the 


property. Surtbace labor and drillers can be enloyed at the hourly rates of 


l .15 and i.5O, respectively. Underground workers are not available in this 


immediate area.
Discussion of Applicant's Proposal 


Although assistance in exploration is not recommended, the applic.nt's 


subuitted costs are reviewed below: 


a) No expenditure for access road or bridge would be justified, 


b) Excavation of 5,000 cu. yds. of material, mostly iaste, 


could not be properly considered as exploration, and if the application 


were approved, should be replaced by trerching. 


c) Services of a consulting engineer would be unnecessary and 


the cost of testing samples would not be justified. 


d) Use cost of equipment has been calculated on a rental basis 


although the applicant owns all equipment. 


e) The cost of dynaiuLte as subsitted is estimated to be about 


50 percent of what the actual cost would be. 


f) Labor cost for drilling and blasting uther edsting conditions 


is estimated to be about 25 percent low. 


I this application had been recornmerxIed, a revision of costs 


would have been necessary.

1. Proposal appears to be mining rather than exploration. 


2. The applicant has already done considerable work at 
his own expense, which certainly stands in his favor. 


3. The region, although prospected many times for feldspar 
and mica, has yielded very little. 


J 4. However, the pegmatites in the area have never been 
studied in great detail, and it s possible that 
proper exploration might locate a commercial shoot. 


5. It is suggested that the applicant might .b.bh-exp1ore 
the pegmatite at and close to both contacts rather 
than in the center. 


J6. Mica shoots are more commonly associated with p].agio-
clase feldspar than mniorocline. Plagioclase isuaUy 
more common near the margins.







7. Applicant is obviously unfamiliar with the geologic 
occurrence of mica in penatites, zoning of pegmatite8, 
etc. A bibliography is attached, to be forwarded to 
him for his use0 Some of them are ayailable at te

4 8. A different plan of exploration is desirable.
