Subject: Review of application

The applicant requests assistance in exploring a property
of undefined boundaries in the town of Cement, Oklahoma. A town
plat shows streets but the blocks are not numbered and no lot lines
are. shown. .

As inferred, a low hill or butte consisting of a carbonate
cap rock underlain by uranium-bearing sandstone occupies a part of
the property. As mapped, the total area of the sandstone bed is 11.57
acres. The acreage within the property of the applicant cannot be
reckoned because of inadequate descriptions and plats.

A vein which yielded 28.94 tons of 1.27% U308 ore has been
mined out, and others are suspected of being present.

Another parcel of land is described but its relatn.onship to
the town property is not given nor is it said that a butte or hill
‘ containing a bed of sandstone exists on the second property.

Referral of the application to the Field Team for appropriate
action is recommended,
