1. Au2hority for contract. This agreement is entered into under the authority of the Defense Production Act of 1950, pur-


suant to Mineral Order 5, entitled "Regulations Governing Government Aid in Defense Exploration Projects." 
2. Operator's property rights. The exploration project shall be conducted on that certain property situated in the State of

3. Exploration project. The Operator, within -------------30- -days from the date of this contract shall commence 
work on a project of exploration for' ; shall prosecute the work efficiently, expertly, in a 
workmanlike manner, in accordance with good mining standards, with suitable and adequate equipment, materials, and labor, all 
properly designed to bring the project to completion within a period of' ----------------- 1Qmonths ----------------------from the date 
of this contract. The exploration project and the work to be performed are more fully described on Exhibit "A" attached hereto, 
which, with any maps or . drawings thereto attached, is made a part of this contract. 	 .	 -. 


4. Performance of the work. The work shall be performed by the Operator, under his sole direction and control: Provided, 
That with the consent of the Government and its written approval of the contract or contracts, all or any part of the work may 
be performed by the Operator through contract or contracts with independent contractors. The Government shall have the right 
to enter and observe and inspect the work at all reasonable times, and the Operator shall provide the Government with all avail-
able means for doing so. The Government may consult with and advise the Operator on all phases of the work. 


5. Fixtures and improvements. The Operator shall devote the land and all existing improvements, facilities, buildings, instal-
lations, and appurtenances to the purposes of the exploration project without any allowance for the use, rental value, depreciation, 
depletion, or other cost of acquiring, owning, or holding possession thereof. Any additional facilities, buildings, and fixtures, to 
be purchased, installed, or erected by the Operator, with the estimated cost of each, to which the Government will contribute 
currently its agreed pro rata share, are listed in Exhibit "A" attached hereto. The difference between the cost of such additional 
facilities, buildings, or fixtures, and the salvage value thereof at the conclusion of the work, shall be charged as a cost of the 
project to which the Government has contributed its pro rata share. 


6. Operating equipment. Any operating equipment to be rented, purchased, or furnished by the Operator, with the allow-
able rental, purchase price, or depreciation, as the case may be, is listed under appropriate headings in Exhibit "A" attached 
hereto. As to equipment purchased for the project, the Government will contribute its agreed pro rata share of the cost thereof, 
and the difference between the cost and the salvage value at the conclusion of the work shall be charged as a cost of the project 
to which the Government has contributed its pro rata share.

7. Title to and disposition o	 p&rty. All facilities, buildings, fixtures, eq 	 nt, or other items costing more than $5O' 
each, paid for or purchased with s contributed jointly by the Operator and the vernment, shall belong to the Operator and' 
the Government jointly, in proportion to their respective contributions, and upon the termination of the contract, if they have any 
salvage value, shall be disposed of for their joint account unless the Government, in writing, waives its interest in any such items. 
The Government may require the dismantling, severance from land, and removal of any such items in order to realize its interest 
in the salvage value thereof, and the cost of any such removal and of the disposal of the items shall be for the joint account of the 
parties in proportion to their respective interests. 


8. Labor and supervision. An itemized schedule of labor, by numbers and classes (miners, muckers, milimen, etc.) , and of 
supervisors, by numbers and positions, with the maximum wages or salaries that may be paid to each as an allowable cost of the 
project is set forth in Exhibit "A" attached hereto. 


9. Rehabilitation and repairs. A statement of the cost of any necessary rehabilitation or repairs to put . existing facilities, 
buildings, installations, and fixtures into useful and operable condition and which are to be allowed as costs of the project is 
included in Exhibit "A." 


10. Allowabt.e costs of the project. The costs of the project in which the Government wil1 participate are limited to the 
necessary, reasonable, direct costs of performing the exploration work, including the costs of materials, supplies, engineering, 
power, water, analytical work, accounting, and utilities, including items of equipment costing less than $50 each ; and the costs 
referred to in Articles 5, 6, 8, and 9, and the exhibits annexed to and referred to in this contract. Although the Government may 
pay part of the cost of new or additional facilities, structures, buildings, and equipment, only the depreciation on such items, 
computed as indicated in Articles 5 and 6, will be charged as a cost of the project. No items of general overhead, corporate 
management, interest, taxes, or any other indirect costs not expressly allowed by these provisions, or work performed or costs 
incurred before the date of this contract, shall be allowed as costs of the project in which the Government will participate. 


11. Accounts and audits. The Operator shall keep suitable records and accounts of operations, which the Government may 
inspect and audit at any time. The Government may at any time require an audit of the Operator's records and accounts by a 
certified public accountant, the cost thereof to be treated as a cost of the project. The Operator shall keep and preserve said 
records and accounts for at least 3 years after the completion of the project or the termination of this contract. 


12. Progress reports. The Operator shall provide the Government with monthly reports of work performed under the con-
tract upon forms to be provided by the Government. Each monthly prdgress report shall bear the certification of the Operator 
and shall constitute the Operator's invoice of costs incurred on the project during the period covered by the report. 


13. Payment to the Operator. The monthly progress report (invoice), to the .extent approved by the Government, shall be 
processed for payment by the Government. Payment shall be made in the amount of	 percent of the approved costs incurred;

Provided, That the aggregate total of all sums paid by the Government under this agreement shall not exceed $ 
which is -----75------ - percent of the agreed estimated total cost of this project, $2Q,kQ,..QO 


14. Final reports by Operator. Upon completion of the project or termination of this contract, the Operator shall provide 
the Government with a comprehensive geologic and engineering report, including an estimate of ore reserves, to the best of his 
ability. Four copies of all reports shall be furnished to the Government. 


15. Repayment by Operator. If, upon the completion of the exploration project or termination of the contract, the Govern-
ment considers that a discovery or development has resulted from the work from which commercial production of ore may be 
made, the Government, within 6 months thereafter, shall so certify to the Operator, particularly describing and delimiting its esti-
mate of the discovery or the development. Thereafter, if and as ore is produced as a result of such discovery or development, the 
Operator and his successor in interest shall be and become obligated to pay to the Government a percentage royalty on the net 
smelter returns or other net proceeds realized from such ore, concentrates, or metal produced within ten (10) years from the date 
of this contract, until the total amount contributed by the Government, without interest, is fully repaid or said 10 years have 
elapsed, whichever occurs first, as follows: 


Of net smelter returns or other net proceeds not in excess of eight dollars ($8.00) per ton of ore: One and one-half 
(1) percent. 


Of net smelter returns or other net proceeds in excess of eight dollars ($8.00) per ton of ore: One and one-half (1l,) 
percent, plus one-half (/) percent for each additional full fifty cents ($0.50) in excess of eight dollars ($8.00) per ton of 
ore, but ,not in excess of a maximum of five (5) percent. 


This obligation to repay from net returns or proceeds shall be and remain a claim and lien upon the mineral deposit which is the 
subject of the exploration project and upon any production resulting from such discovery or development, in favor of the Gov-
ernment, until fully .paid, or until said 10-year period has elapsed; and this claim and lien and the Government's right to repay-
ment shall survive any termination of the contract, whether by completion of the exploration project or otherwise. This article 
is not to be construed as imposing any obligation on the Operator or his successor in interest to produce ore from any such discovery 
or development. 


16. No assignment of contract. Without the written consent of the Government, the Operator shall not assign or otherwise 
transfer or hypothecate this contract or any rights thereunder. 


17. Termination and completion. The Government may, at any time, by written notice to the Operator, terminate this con-
tract: (a) If the Operator fails to provide his share of the money necessary to prosecute operations pursuant to the terms of the 
contract; (b) if the Operator, in the opinion of the Government fails to prosecute operations pursuant to the terms of the con-
tract; or (c) if in the opinion of the Government, operations up to the time of the notice have not indicated the probability of 
making any worthwhile discovery and in the opinion of the Government further operations are not justified. Upon the comple-
tion of the project or any termination of the contract the Operator shall render to the Government a full and final accounting of 
his operations under the contract and his expenditures of money; shall dispose of any unused materials, supplies, and equipment 
for the joint account of the Operator and the Government in the proportion of their respective interests; and shall pay to the 
Government its pro-rata share of any money remaining.

The Platner Mercury Property is situated in Crook County' 


Orgon. It is reached over the Central Oregon Highway, forty miles 


east of Bend. Bend. is the shippthng and. supply center for the dis-


triet and. is the nearest railway point. 


The presence of mercury on this property waS discovered in 


1929. Since that time some prospecting has been done, but no ex-


teneive development work has been carried on. 


The area in general is a lava desert covering many hundreds 


of square miles, varying between 3000 and 4000 feet in altitude. 


• In this particular district the basaltic lava flows have been erod-


e ' exposing the underlying rock formation over an area of several 


square miles. 


PROPERTY AND TI TLE: 


The property consists of five lode locations, approximately 


one hundred acres. These locations were made during 1929 and. 1930. 


They have been properly staked and recorded, and there has been 


continuous development work done since the locations were made. 


GEOLOGY AND VEINS: 


The generalrook formations of the district are tuffs and an 


desite lava flows that have been intruded by dykes of grano-diorite, 


andesite and asa1t.

According to available information, output from the 
Platner claims, staked in 1930, amounts to at least 50 flasks of 
mercury. A rough estimate indicates that about 7 pounds of mercury 
were recovered per ton of ore furnaced. 


The deposit consists of a quartz lode, 2000 feet long, in 
flat-lying andesites. This lode, ranging from 1 foot to 10 feet 
wide, is accompanied by a silicified border zone ranging frm 5 to 
50 feet wide. Both lode and border zones are characterized by 
quartz veinlets containing pyrite and cinnabar. Chalcedony, opal, 
kaolin, montmorillonite, and sparse asphalt accompany the quartz 
veinlets within the lode. 


Exploration and development completed to date suggest 
that cinnabar is concentrated within the lode at relatively shallow 
depths. The proposed project is directed toward further shallow 
exploration of the lode.

RECONMENDATIONS 


It is recommended that the application for exploration 


assistance at the Platner Mercury Mine, Crook County, Oregon, be 


given favorable consideration.


APPLICANT 


Owen Pignion, Box 923, Bend, Oregon, is a real estate and 


insurance agent in a small scale business. Formerly he worked in 


coal mines in Kentucky.


LOCATION OF DEPOSIT 


The property includes 6 unpatented claims in secs. 18 and 19, 


T. 18 S., R. 17 E., W.M., Bear Creek district, Crook County, Oregon. 


OWNERSHIP 


The claims were staked in 1930 by the present owner, Mrs. 


Leah A. Platner, who lives on the property. The applicant holds an 


option to purchase from the owner. 


HISTORY AND PRODUCTION 


The present owner staked the claims in 1930 and worked on 


their development with her husband until he went blind and subsequently 


died. During this period the property was leased; considerable drift-


ing was accomplished but no production was recorded. The Platners 


produced an inconsiderable quantity of metal by retorting high-grade 


ore in a crude apparatus. Recently a lessee mined from a tunnel on







. 


the Pedro claim and furnaced ore amounting to 10,500 cubic feet. 


The dump of burnt ore is estimated to contain 525 tons. The enter-


prise was said to have produced 50 flasks of quicksilver before 


domestic troubles caused termination of the work. On this slender 


evidence the lessees recovered about 7 pounds per ton of ore furnaced. 


PROPOSAL 


Applicant proposes to drift north and south from the tunnel 


driven by lessees on the Pedro claim and raise to surface from the 


ends of the drifts.


FEASIBILITY 


Geo10 


The property was described by Ross	 in 1930 as follows: 


"The country rock is Tertiary andesite and porphyritic andesite 


with a little tuff. The attitude of the series was not accurately 


determined, but it is probably near1t flat. A quartz lode consisting 


of numerous reticulating veinlets of quartz cuts these volcanic rocks. 


This lode stands in relief above the country rock and forms the backbone 


of a long hill. 


"The lode strikes N. 300 W. at its north end but swings to N. 


100 W. at the south. Individual veins strike and dip in nearly every 


direction, but most of them strike in the northwest quadrant and dip 


steeply. 


J Ross, C.P., U. S. Geol. Survey Bull. 941C, 1941.

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"The lode ranges in width from a foot up to about 10 feet, 


but its silicified border zone, composed of less numerous quartz 


veinlets, is as much as 50 feet in width and only locally is less 


than 5 feet wide. 


"Accompanying the quartz are much chalcedony and opal and 


considerable kaolin and inontinorillonite. The development of the clay 


minerals results in a bleached zone in the country rock. Pyrite and 


cinnabar impregnate the silicified zone and a little asphalt occurs 


in vugs in the veinlets. The cinnabar is richest in the quartz vein-


lets but also occurs disseminated in the walls. 


"Mr. and Mrs. Frank Platner had explored their claims by several 


open cuts and a short tunnel, which had not been driven through the lode 


in August, 1930. Enough work had been done along the lode, however, 


to demonstrate the widespread occurrence of cinnabar but not enough 


to justify an estimate of the commercial possibilities of the deposit." 


Since Ross examined the property the crosscut adit was driven 


through the lode, and some 80 feet beyond, and from it a drift followed 


the vein more than 500 feet northward. This work was done on a level 


200 feet below the crest of the hill near the south end. At this 


horizon the mineralization was scantier than on the outcrop. Four 


samples taken at random along the outcrop gave the following results: 


No. 201 - across 2' in a pit near the north end of hill, 7.8 lbs.Jton 
No. 202 - across 3' in Ballard pit farther south, 3.4 lbs/ton 
No. 203 - across 3' of outcrop near middle of hills length, 4.6 lbs/ton 
No. 204 - across 18" of face formerly worked, 9.6 lbs/ton

at bottom of winze at north end of drift, 0.3 pounds, and No. 206 - 


across 3t some OQ south of 205, nil. 


It seems evident that the vein or siicified shear zone that 


forms the spine of this hogback contains cinnabar whose abundance 


diminishes downward. The hill trends slightly west of north and the 


vein dips 50 to 70 degrees west. The outcrop rises in a bare crest 


along the ridge 200 feet above the main adit level at the south end 


and about 100 feet higher at the north end of the hill. 


This property has no ore reserve, but there may be a consider-. 


able tonnage of low grade ore within a zone, say 100 feet below the 


outcrop. The applicant proposes work at a level 50 feet below the 


outcrop.


All underground openingsare accessible and clear. Sides of 


open pits have caved little.


TIME SCHEDULE 


The applicant estimates that the work proposed will require 


4 months to complete.


EQUIPMENT AND FACILITIES 


With the exception of the house described in the applicaition 


and the spring for limited water supply, there are no living fa4lities 


on the claims. Operating equipment is limited to the trackage in the 


main adit and 1 mine car in good condition. 


Required equipment includes an air compressor, 2 jackhammers, 


and accessories.

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LABOR SUPPLY 


Skilled miners are not available at Bend, but there are ranch 


hands who have had mining experience in the Baker and John Day districts. 


Miners may be recruited from eastern Oregon. 


PO1ER 


Electric power is not available near the property; gasoline 


driven engines will be used to power the compressor and any pumps that 


are used for water supply.


TRANSPORTATION 


All transport will be by motor truck. A good state graveled 


road leads down Bear Creek from U. S. Highway 20, within less than 


a mile of the property.


ACCESS ROAD 


The road to the mine should be smoothed but it has a fair grade. 


The road from the house to the point where ore will be mined requires 


regrading.


CONPETENCE OF APPLICANT 


The applicant is not an experienced hard rock miner but has 


stated that he worked in coal mines in his younger years. The superin-


tendent who will be in charge of the operation worked for some years in 


the Towner Mercury Mine, located in the vicinity. 


DISCUSSION OF PROPOSAL 


The development proposed by the applicant is of limited scope 


but will indicate the possibilities of mining the upper part of the lode. 


Advantage will be taken of the work done by lessees in a high-level 


tunnel in exploring along the strike and up the dip as well as across







the width. Although it is recognized that cinnabar occurs extensively 


disseminated on the outcrop, it is unknown whether sufficient low-grade 


ore can be mined to a moderate depth to constitute a strategic reserve. 


The width of the vein ranges from 5 to 50 feet and has an obvious 


outcrop for some 2,000 feet. At an average width of 10 feet, assuming 


12 cubic feet per ton, there will be 1,600 tons per foot of depth. 


The distribution of disseminated cinnabar in the vein is unlikely to 


be sufficiently regular to give significance to such a tonnage estimate. 


The remoteness of the location and the scant population in the 


area will tend toward high labor turnover and cost. When quicksilver 


sells for $200 a f1as,or $2.63 per pound, the minimum grade of ore 


will probably be between 3 and 5 pounds of recoverable mercury per ton.
