The accompanying drawing gives thé general dip and strike of two of the
fissures fhht occur on Mount ﬁhily, but does not show cross fractures and feeder
veins that occur on the property under consideration, nor ﬁoea it show the loca-
tion of places where the vein has been opened up. The 1/8" circles shown in
green are the epproxiﬁate location of where good Scheelite‘showinga were noted
with the aid of the Ultra-Violet Light. There are many other p;aces over a wide

area where Scheelite shows in cuts and along out crops.

b The mineral bearing fissures have been traced for several thousand feet.
The exact width of these is not known, but it is apparent that they are at least

f£ifty to sixty feet wide, the dip is nearly vertical,

The fissure f£illing is made up of Quartz and brecciated Rhyolite which has
been further ailicified‘and enriched with Iron, Lime, Tungsten and Gold by ascend-
ing thermal solutions which'filled in the interstice and cemented it into a qolid
fiésure. Some qf the values héve been leached out and have been carried down, thﬁs

RESUME OF MOUNT EMILY GEOLOGY

The conclusions herein set forth were arrived at from examining nume -
roﬁa shallow tunnels, shafts and cuts which have been made during the past
twenty five or thirty years along the strike of three parallel fissures that

travers the long ridge which forms this mountain.

Mount Emily was formed by an extensive intrusion of Rhyolite that was
pushed up through the Serpentine which is the general country rock of the dis-
trict. The Thruet was Up and Eastward and formed fissures that were filled
with Rhyolite and other minerals such as sedementary forma£ions that were en-
trapped and carried along with the up thrust, these were metamorphosed and are
known asg ARCCSE, which contain Iron, altered Irgn Shlfide, Gold, Tungsten and
other values.
