November 6, 1953, by R. No Appling, engineer, Bureau of Mines, and

We P. Puffett, geologist, Geological Survey. At that time the appli-

cant had a very small open pit in which was exposed a very narrow

band of dunite containing disseminated chromite. The maximum width

of this dunite band was slightly more than eight inches and it '

probably was about 20 feet longe. As a result of the meager showings

exposed in the open pit the examiners recommended the application be

denied. On December 21, 1953, Mr. Mittendorf, Administrator of the

DMEA, wrote the epplicant stating that their application was denied.

On February 3, 19511-, Mr. Royer and Mr. Leep requested & new examination

of the property. The reason for the request for this new examination

was that they had done a little more work in this open pit and had

exposed & little more chromite ore. The applicants were advised in a

letter from the DMEA Field Team, Region II, on March 2, 1954, that a

new examinstion would be made. No new examination of the property

was made until Mr. Kellum and I examined it on August 25, 195k.

The new work, which Mr. Leep had completed since the
original examination in November 1953, included deepening and
lengthening a small open pit. In addition to this work, & road had
been built around the hill to the south where a small open pit had
been excavated. Mr. Leep reported that nearly two weeks of bulldozing
with a D-7 dozer had accomplished this work.

In the open pit, which was open for inspection last
Novenber, no chromite was exposed. This pit had been deepened about
10 feet and the bottom of it is cbscured with many boulders. The
new open pit around the hill to the south had no chromium ore exposed
in it.

Mr. Leep reports that he has shipped about 5 tons of
chromium ore to & mill in Grants Pass. He states that this ore was
not of sufficient grade to be sold directly to the Government buying
station there. These 5 tons of ore are composed mainly of surface
material and some high~-grade lenses of chromite ore which he was able
to find in his pit.

_ No mep was made of the new work. Apparently Mr. Leep

mistakenly believed the small short narrow stringers of chromium ore
vwhich he found will widen with depth. The evidence exposed in the
wall rock of the two open pits does not justify this hope.

The outlook for this property as a chromium producer is
equally or more discouraging than it was at the time of the original
examination. It is recommended that no further consideration be
given this property as & possible chrome producer or as a site for
& DMEA project. It is also recommended that Mr. Leep be discouraged,
if at all possible, from submitting further applications for DMEA
assistance for exploration for chrome. Although he is a well-meaning
individual, he is apparently the typical overly optimistic prospector
who has little useful knowledge concerning ore depoeits in general.

4. Said permittee shall furnish and maintain such weather instruments as the State Forester may prescribe as adequate in
his judgment to determine the relative humidity and temperature of the air, and the direction.of the wind; provided, how-
ever, that the cost to the permittee of instruments prescribed hereunder shall not exceed twenty-five dollars ($25.00).

stocking to insure future forest growth. :

6. That in the conduct of logging operations and prior to and during slash disposal by burning as required by Section 107-
222, O.C.L.A,, it shall be the duty of every operator and landowner to take proper action and to use every reasonable effort to
protect residual stands and trees left uncut as a source of seed supply. )

7. This permit shall be posted at a conspicuous place at the headquarters of said operation.

Permission to operate power-driven machinery may be suspended for any period or periods when, in the
judgment of the State Forester, the above described area or adjoining areas are extremely susceptible to
.damage by fire due to low humidity, high wind or high temperature, or due to the existence on said de-
scribed area of an excessive amount of inflammable debris, or due to any combination of such conditions.
Permission to harvest timber or other forest tree products may be suspended, after 30 days notice, for fail-
ure to comply with the terms of provisions 5 and 6 above.

The same penalties apply for each day’s operation during a period or periods when this permit is sus-
