2. The chromite zone examined was too narrow even to hand pick. 


3. Other deposits in the area show small scattered lenses of high 
grade ore. 


4. With the relatively small amount of mineralization it is 
unlikely that a deposit of any size might be discovered. 


5. Both partners are living on Social Security pensions, and 
it is not apparent how they would meet their share of the 
cost of the proposed work. Their age precludes strenuous 
labor. 


From the above conclusions the Field Team recommends denial. 


The Commodity Divisions of the Geological Survey, and the 
Bureau of Mines, concur in the recommendations of the Field 
Team.

Enclosed are three copies of a memorandum examination re-
port on this property by H. F. Albee, Geologist, Geological Survey, 
and G. G. Waddell, Mining Engineer, Bureau of Mines. 


Narrow bands and stringers of chromite are erratically 
distributed in small pods and lenses of dunite. Where the dunite 
is exposed in outcrops, pits, and trenches, chromite grains are dis-
seminated in narrow stringers and range from fairly well packed 
pods near the center of the stringers to sparsely scattered grains 
near the stringer edges. 


Albee and Waddell conclude that, although a few of the 
pods contain chroinite of acceptable grade, the pods are too small 
and their occurrence is too irregular to suggest the presence of 
any significant body of chromitê ore. They therefore recommend 
that the application be denied, 


The Field Team concurs with the examiners' conclusions 
and recommendations.

LAW RELATING TO FREE ANALYSIS OR ORES, MINERALS, ETC, 

CHAPTER 179, Section 10, Oregon Laws 1937. 


The department shall make, or cause to be made, quantitative 
determinations of ores and minerals when subrnitt,d for the purpose, 
that are from original prospects or properties ithin the state of 
Oregon, and shall mail to the sender the results obtained within 
10 working days after receipt of samples; said service shall-be 
performed by the department without charge to the sender and shall 
be rendered in exchange for information for the records of the 
department, stating the name and residence of the sender together 
with a history of the ore or mineral, giving as nearly as possible 
the location from which the sample was taken, including the name 
of the county, and any other matters that may be beneficial touching 
the same. All determinations shall be performed under the following 
rules and regulations and subject to the following restrictions: 


(a) No sample submitted by engineers sampling prospects or 
mines for the purpose of evaluation, or submitted by operating mines 
milling or shipping ore, or hiring labor, shall be accepted by the 
department for assay and/or analysis, except they be taken in the 
field by members of the department's staff in conducting the work of 
the department within the scop of this act. 


(b) The number of samples which any single person or group of 
persons may submit shall be limited :to two in any 30-day period and 
all samples shall be assayed or analyzed by the department in :the 
order received, as far as possible. 


(c) All inforthatlon received and results of determination sent 
out shall be open to public inspection and may be published by the 
department. 


(d) Before any work is done on the material submitted, all 
information required must be possessed by the department and the 
10-day limit for reports will count , from the time such data are 
received by the department.

The applicant requests assistance in searching for the 
downward extension of a deposit from which $, 000 worth of chromite 
ore has been shipped. 


Apparently the shipments, which were taken from near sur-
face exhausted the lense or pod and it is considered necessary to 
go underground in a search for more ore. 


It is not possible by use of the inadequate sketch map, 
which is a part of the application, to identify the prospect with 


those reported upon in Bull, 922r, Chroinite, Sourdough and Briggs 
Creek areas, Josephine Co. Oregon. A general observation in the 
Bulletin p. 496, probably applies to this property, viz: "The 
widely scattered deposits of this area give an overfyráble mb.. 
pression of the size and value of the chromite deposits. Prospect-
ing of high grade lenses near the surface give' the impression that 
considerable ore is available, but the individual masses of ore 
thus revealed are small". 


Other than a 112' seam" at a new tunnel the application 
makes no mention of a possible 'control' that might give direction 
to underground work but such may be present. 


The applicant should be requested to give more detail 
as to the work planned, etc.
